Tour Event Procedure Review:

1) Sign up for an event on-line

2) Submit a visit request to JFCOM Suffolk Complex

3) The day of travel you will park in the Burbage Grant parking lot near the entrance to the left walking bridge (Bridge to JTEC and security center).  You probably want to plan some extra time to ensure you can find the Burbage Grant Parking lot. (Map attached)

4) You will walk across the bridge and around the JTEC building to the security office check-in center following signs from the parking lot (basically following the fence line on your right after crossing the bridge).  The walk will take about 5 to 10 minutes.

4) Groups will gather at the security center, check in, get badges and leave for the tour at the appointed time or up to five minutes early if everyone in that group is present.

5) At the end of the tour, the badges must be left at the security desk in the JTEC building and contractors may exit the JTEC building fence line near the bridge to return to the Burbage Grant parking lot.
