U. S. Joint Forces Command Industry Outreach Event

The U.S. Joint Forces Command (USJFCOM) will conduct its next periodic Industry Outreach Session on Thursday March 11, 2010, 1300-1600 (approx end time), at the Chesapeake Conference Center, Chesapeake, Virginia.  Representatives from Industry are invited to be briefed by the USJFCOM Business Management Officer on various aspects of the Command Industry Engagement Program and provided an update on ongoing or upcoming Requests for Proposals and engagement activities.  An update on the Joint Warfighting Conference (May 11-13) will also be provided to allow industry partners to focus the various elements of their participation in the conference.  

The bulk of the afternoon will be dedicated to the following three specific Command areas, their associated engagement activities and typical contract support requirements:    
The Office of Chief Information Officer (OCIO) in the USJFCOM J6 oversees nearly $200M annually in requests for C4 / IT related hardware, software, maintenance and services as well as technology transfer engagements.  Near term contracting arrangements focus on hardware, software, and maintenance.  Consideration and awareness is provided for new technologies and capabilities that include, but are not limited to, service oriented architectures, information assurance, life-cycle maintenance, and support of day-to-day operations, which are assisted through contracts and partnership mechanisms such as an on-going cooperative research and development agreement.  
The USJFCOM Joint Warfighting Center (JWFC) Joint Advanced Training Technology Laboratory (JATTL) primarily supports the USJFCOM J7 mission to provide trained joint forces through the development of training solutions to meet joint training environment requirements.  Providing training solutions includes technical and administrative management of research and development laboratories, continued development and sustainment of existing joint training solutions (including modeling and simulation), integration of new and innovative technology and processes to meet new joint training technical requirements derived from operational joint training requirements, certification of joint systems capability to support joint training, and deployment/fielding of new systems or capabilities to operational organizations.  Laboratories currently include the JATTL, a SECRET US Only facility which houses the joint training environment development test beds, and the Coalition Laboratory, an UNCLASSIFIED facility that supports training solution development and integration activities with US Department of Defense partners from around the globe. (There is the potential for an unclassified Industry tour of the JATTL on the morning of 11 March and this notice will be amended and reissued with full details as soon as available.)
Joint C2 Integration and Capability Development for the USJFCOM is the responsibility of the USJFCOM J8.  Significant industry support is required to meet the challenging needs in the areas of Capability Portfolio Management, Joint Fires, Combat Identification (CID), Blue Force Tracking (BFT), Joint Unmanned Aircraft Systems (JUAS), Joint Close Air Support (JCAS), Capability Transition Management, Data Strategy, Joint Combat Capability Developer (JCCD) Support, Joint Architectures, System of Systems Engineering, and Joint Capabilities Integration and Development Systems (JCIDS).

Because seating is limited to an absolute maximum of 300, requests will only be accepted for up to 2 seats per company with any others to be listed as standbys who will be notified by 5 March if additional seats will or will not be available.
