Contractors are required, at a minimum, to be able to provide all the above referenced training courses, in any of the referenced training formats.  As a basic requirement, all Weapons-based instructor personnel shall have completed one of the small arms instructor courses listed in paragraph 11 of OPNAVINST 3591.1F.  This is a turnkey training requirement; therefore contractors must be able to provide all instructors, training facilities and equipment necessary to complete the courses.  Training facilities and equipment provided by the contractor shall include, but not limited to, training classroom and firing range facilities, equipment and weapons, consumables, logistic support, lunches, transportation, and any emergency medical support required for training.
