GAS CYLINDER BODY INSTALLATION

BACKGROUND: The NAVFAC MIDLANT Transportation Department for PWDMAINE, located in Kittery Maine is in need of the construction and installation of a gas cylinder type body for a Navy owned vehicle.

SCOPE OF WORK: Removal of existing  rack body and lift gate from Navy Owned vehicle hereby described as a 2006 model year Ford F650 vehicle number N9531249, with a GVW of 26,000 pounds, and the installation of a “Gas Delivery Body” complete with a rail type lift gate with a capacity of 3,000 lbs. 

MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS:
· All steel or aluminum construction

· Body to be 12’ long by 96” wide

· 3/16” diamond plate steel deck

· 6” x 4” x 3/8 angle bar outside rails

· 36” tall permanently mounted and welded top rail

· Min 6” steel long sills

· Min 4” “X-sills” 16” on center

· “E track” type securement system 30” up from floor level with a min of 4 straps with a min WLL of 1,500 lbs.

· All required lights, reflectors and flaps to meet DOT requirements for the type of body installed

·  All steel to be primed, and painted a finish black urethane type paint

· Underbody to be undercoated to protect against rust

· Min 30” x 18” aluminum “under bed box” lockable

· Heavy duty rail gate suitable for loading and unloading gas cylinder bottles

· Min platform 90” x36” steel platform with a 16” hinged ramp

· Capacity 3,000 lbs

· Capable of dock loading
LOCATION OF WORK:
Work shall be performed at the Contractor Site and at the PWD Maine in Kittery, ME.
CONTRACTOR RESPONSIBILITY: Finished product must meet or exceed the any requirements of the Department of Transportation’s Code of Federal Regulations as they apply to Gas delivery trucks.

Contractor shall provide a minimum of one year warranty on all parts and materials, to include any and all labor required to make the necessary repairs.

GOVERNMENT FURNISHED MATERIALS / SUPPLIES / PROPERTY:
The Government shall deliver a 2006 Ford F650, vehicle number N9531249 with an estimated vehicle weight of 26,000 lbs to vendor for installation of the Gas Cylinder Body.  

ACCEPTANCE OF WORK:
At the completion of installation, the contractor shall contact the Government Technical Point of Contact to arrange inspection and acceptance and pick up of the vehicle.

METHOD OF PAYMENT:
The method of payment for this contract will be via submission of invoices.  Instructions will be provided at the time of award.

SITE VISIT INFORMATION:

A site visit will be held prior to the closing date of the request for quotation to enable all interested vendors to view and inspect the vehicle.  In order to attend the site visit, vendors shall convene at Public Works Department Transportation at the Portsmouth Naval Shipyard not later than 0900 on 24 November 2009.  All attendees shall meet at the Transportation Department, Building 154 and wait to be escorted.  Due to base security requirements, failure to make a reservation may prohibit a vendor from attending the site visit.
