The Fleet and Industrial Supply Center (FISC) Norfolk, Contracting Department, Philadelphia Office intends to issue a modification to their existing Basic Ordering Agreement (BOA) with Performance Aircraft Services, Inc. for aircraft wing fuel tank sealant stripping and application services in support of the Commander, Naval Reserve Force Command (CNRFC) and in accordance with FAR 16.703.   Sealant utilized shall be Engineered Fabrics Corporation (EFC) EF-5992 or another conventional sealant certified and approved for use by NAVAIR on Navy and Marine Corps aircraft structures.   Services will be provided at NAS JRB Naval Air Station in Fort Worth, TX.  Contractor shall provide all necessary support including:  receipt of aircraft; securing of aircraft for maintenance; inbound fuel leak check; defueling of aircraft; removal of foam baffles; removal of tubing, fittings, pumps, conduit and brackets; removal of wiring; vacuuming of residual fuel from tank; removal of pre-existing sealant; prime all bare metal; reseal tanks; reinstall removed components; perform necessary checks; tow aircraft to fuel line for fueling; perform final fuel soak leak check; perform functional tests on all disturbed systems and area inspection to ensure they are FOD; and report any discrepancies noted while performing.   Contractor shall be FAA qualified and, if proposed, shall be trained and certified by EFC for the application of their EF-5992 sealant.    Additionally, the fuel tanks must be stripped with a medium pressure water stripping process, without restrictions, approved by the FAA and NAVAIR for sealant removal from Navy and Marine Corps aircraft structures that will not be disassembled after use.   The procurement is being processed through other than full and open competition pursuant to the statutory authority of 10 U.S.C. 2304 (c)(1), as implemented by FAR 6.302-1.  The Government intends to solicit and negotiate with Performance Aircraft Services, Inc. since they are the only Contractor whose medium pressure water stripping process, without restrictions, is authorized for sealant removal from Navy and Marine Corps aircraft structures that will not be disassembled after use per NAVAIR policy.   Services are anticipated to be provided for an additional seven (7) C-130 aircraft for an additional twelve (12) month period beyond the current expiration date of the BOA to allow for completion of the effort.  This modification will allow for completion of support on all remaining C-130 Reserve aircraft requiring the support.  The Reserves anticipate no further need for the support after the completion of these seven (7) additional aircraft.   THIS NOTICE OF INTENT IS NOT A REQUEST FOR COMPETITIVE PROPOSALS.  Interested persons may identify their interest and capability to respond to this requirement.   Information received as a result of this notice of intent will normally be considered solely for the purpose of determining whether to conduct a competitive procurement.  A determination by the Government not to compete this proposed procurement action based on the responses received is solely within the discretion of the Government.
