4.0 PLACE OF PERFORMANCE:  
Place of performance will be onsite at the Surface Warfare Development Group (SWDG), Joint Expeditionary Base, Little Creek, VA.  The exception to this will be conferences and briefings that may be held off-site. Monthly progress briefings, the Initial Concept Brief (ICB), the In Progress Review (IPR) and the End-of-Project (EoP) brief will be conducted at SWDG, with the NWDC action officer present.  Additional briefings to other commands will occur as required.

5.0 BACKGROUND:

The United States Navy requires an update to its Counter-Fast Attack Craft/Fast Inshore Attack Craft (FAC/FIAC) tactics guidance described in the 2005 FAC/FIAC TACMEMO (TM 3-20.2-05) “FAC/FIAC Defense Procedures”.  The tactics within the TM have been reviewed, updated, exercised and validated and are ready to transition into a Navy doctrine publication, or a number of publications. The information developed will build upon already completed research and experience which reflects the current threats, and serves to update the offensive and defensive weapon and sensor tactics required to a find-fix-defeat FAC/FIAC threats employing the entire spectrum of the Navy’s ASUW capabilities; ranging from individual ship, multi-ship and aircraft (includes SAGs, CSGs and ESGs) . The writing will include surface and air platform detect-to-engage sequences, unit and force level mission planning, unit and force level command and control (C2) procedures, Intelligence Surveillance and Reconnaissance (ISR)/Surface Surveillance Coordination (SSC) capabilities, and multi-platform attack procedures.  The information developed will illustrate the U.S. Navy’s tactics for employing sensor and weapon systems designed for countering FAC/FIAC, including maritime explosive craft, across the maritime domain (littoral waters and open ocean).   

6.0 PURPOSE:

The objective of this effort is to develop practical, usable, and authoritative Navy Tactics, Techniques, and Procedures (NTTP) for use as a tactical and operational tool for Fleet, Group and Squadron staffs, CIC personnel, and ship COs/TAOs during planning, crisis/combat situations, and training. The product should augment existing guidance and tactical decision aids (TDAs). As part of the development process the contractor and the PRA will examine whether TTPs developed will be incorporated into a number of navy publications or into a single NTTP.  Specifically, the information developed will cover the following:

· Develop and describe two Courses of Action (CoA’s) for incorporation of the TTPs into the Navy doctrine library structure:

· Development of a standalone NTTP

· Development of a plan to incorporate the relevant information and TTP into a range of navy library products (the preferred option)

· Provide a synopsis of principle warfare commanders' C2, surveillance, reconnaissance, offensive and defensive kill chain (F2T2EA) capabilities against the FAC/FIAC threat. 

· Present the readers with a ready reference of tactically and operationally relevant information for making tactical and operational level of warfare decisions in a dynamic situation.

· Include a link to ONI’s website that includes threat matrices and threat capabilities, limitations, and adversarial tactical employment procedures.

· Provide tactics for single and multi-ship maneuvering and engagement of FAC/FIAC. Include organic, non-organic air support, and protection of HVU.

· Provide general guidance for intelligence preparation of the operational environment (e.g., battle-space), information flow and processing, information correlation, tactical decision-making, and watchstanding principles.

·  Provide revised and updated tactical level guidance that reflects current requirements, capabilities, and threats. 

·  Ensure doctrine includes operational conditions and tactics, techniques, and procedures (TTP)      to provide adequate training and meet current mission requirements.

·  Ensure doctrine alignment with other ongoing efforts,

·  Ensure alignment with joint terminology/publications.

· Develop a final ready for signature document (MS Word 2003 format),.

7.0 SPECIFIC TASKS:

Task 1: Develop POA&M and Conduct Initial Concept Brief (ICB)

The contractor shall prepare an Initial Concept Brief and a plan of actions and milestones (POA&M).  At a minimum these will include all the major steps in the development process and timeline for all deliverables.  The POA&M with the proposed development timeline shall be presented to the NWDC AO and SWDG during the ICB.  Additionally the ICB should review the approach to completing the project, note any potential problem areas and describe the final NTTP. The POA&M shall be revised to accommodate any NWDC and SWDG recommendations received during the ICB.

Task 2: Conduct Research
This publication will be based on work completed at SWDG, and other weapons and tactics commands. It will address the most recent operational, tactical, and technical developments for surface warfare tactics. The contractor shall conduct a survey and a thorough review of existing SUW doctrine and tactical procedures to include discussions with fleet subject matter experts and related program managers. Use questionnaires, visits to key commands, and NLLDB to determine what areas require update. Newer systems include, but are not limited to, unmanned vehicles, Littoral Combat Ship, etc. Sources for current capabilities and tactics include numbered fleets (2nd, 3rd, 4th, 5th, 6th, 7th,,10th) PACFLT, Carrier and Expeditionary Strike Groups, ARG/MEUs, Destroyer Squadrons, HS/HSL/HSM squadrons, VFA squadrons, VP squadrons, VAW squadrons, and joint/coalition (e.g., USAF, UK, etc.) assets.  This research includes the possibility of a table top wargame to explore options.   Publications that need to be reviewed include, but are not limited to:

Task 3: Develop a Program Directive (PD), Annotated Outline and Executive Summary 

Develop and staff a Draft Program Directive message. Propose and pull together applicable community members to determine the content for a program directive and develop an annotated outline that further expands on the table of contents provided in the program directive. Develop and provide a fully fleshed out Executive Summary which will include: the purpose, scope and range of information being developed.  Every effort shall be made to incorporate relevant and pertinent information from Task 2’s research into the PD, outline and executive summary.
Task 4: Prepare and Deliver a First Draft:

 Using the agreed upon Annotated Outline, the contractor shall compose a first draft of the written information and provide an electronic copy (MS Word format) to SWDG for review.  The contractor shall coordinate a chapter by chapter review schedule with SWDG during the writing process. Provide an electronic copy (MS Word format) of the first draft to NWDC and SWDG for the formal review process in accordance with NTRP 1-01.   The first draft will be posted on the Navy Doctrine Library System website for comments and review.
Task 5: Facilitate Review Conference

Collect comments received, then schedule and, if required, facilitate a first draft review conference to discuss contents of pub and adjudicate fleet review inputs and comments.

Task 6: Incorporate Fleet Comments

Collect, validate, and incorporate fleet comments with the guidance of NWDC and SWDG.  Rewriting the first draft as applicable.

Task 7: Provide an In-Process Review

Provide an In-Process Review (IPR) brief to SWDG and NWDC approximately mid-way through the project cycle.

Task 8: Provide an written overview (white paper) of the information developed

The contractor shall provide NWDC and SWDG a white paper of the publication reinforcing the major learning points of these TTPs. As part of this summary, provide an outline detailing recommendations for additional SUW publications updates. The contractor shall base the recommendations on the review of existing operational and tactical and feedback gained during discussions with fleet SME and during the forums. 
Task 9: Develop/Deliver Final Draft

Develop a final draft. Ensure the final draft includes an NTA appendix. Submit the final draft publication to NWDC, SWDG (and others as required) for approval. The final draft will be posted on the NWDC NDLS and SWDG web sites for final review/concurrence by coordinating review authorities (CRAs).) 

Task 10: Provide an End-of-Project Brief
The contractor shall provide NWDC and SWDG an end-of-project brief, in electronic format that summarizes the project and results.

Keep NWDC informed on the outcome of the meetings.

Task 12: Monthly Progress and Financial Report
Provide electronic monthly status reports. The monthly status reports will be submitted to SWDG, and the NWDC COR and, AO within 10 days of the end of the affected month in the format specified below:

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.212-2     EVALUATION--COMMERCIAL ITEMS (JAN 1999)

(a) The Government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation will be most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered. The following factors shall be used to evaluate offers:

(b)This will be a Firm Fixed Price contract.  Proposals should have two parts: a technical proposal and price proposal where the technical proposal is significantly more important than the price proposal. Also, within the technical proposal there should be two categories: technical approach and past performance where the technical approach is considered more important than past performance. Technical approach portion of technical proposal should be limited to 10 pages, while past performance should be limited to 3 pages per reference (only two latest relevant past performance references should be submitted).  

Submission of resumes is optional and it will not be used in the source selection process.

(c) A written notice of award or acceptance of an offer, mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful offeror within the time for acceptance specified in the offer, shall result in a binding contract without further action by either party. Before the offer's specified expiration time, the Government may accept an offer (or part of an offer), whether or not there are negotiations after its receipt, unless a written notice of withdrawal is received before award.

Place of manufacture means the place where an end product is assembled out of components, or otherwise made or processed from raw materials into the finished product that is to be provided to the Government. If a product is disassembled and reassembled, the place of reassembly is not the place of manufacture.
