PATIENT SAFETY SERVICES AT

NATIONAL NAVAL MEDICAL CENTER 

1.0  INTRODUCTION

Contractor is required to provide Patient Safety, First Responder, and Patient Assistance services at the National Naval Medical Center in Bethesda, MD in and around the grounds of the hospital to make the facility a safer, more patient-centered environment.  Specific tasks are described in more detail below.

2.0  BACKGROUND

The National Naval Medical Center (NNMC) is one of the nation’s largest and most renowned military medical centers, best known for its history of providing care to war heroes and presidents alike for the past 65 years.  NNMC is comprised of nearly 4,500 professionals who make it their daily mission to serve the patient. Each may have varying jobs, yet all work together to accomplish the vision of our medical center. That vision is to be the Flagship of Force Health Protection and operational readiness; to deliver outstanding customer service; maintain outstanding opportunities in graduate medical and dental education and research; and always deliver world-class health care within an integrated system.  Since the start of the Global War on Terrorism, our patient population of war casualties has increased and a large portion of our active duty staffing is deployed to support the war effort.  This increase in patient population and deployment tempo has forced NNMC to look at alternatives in providing quality patient care.  A contracted Patient Safety, First Responder, and Patient Assistance workforce (labeled as "First Responder" throughout the remainder of this document) of dedicated employees is the avenue sought for returning our current active duty clinically trained enlisted manning back to the patient's bedside. For situational awareness, future needs for the future Walter Reed National Military Medical Center may require additional posts as the expansion of the facility is expected to increase staff by approximately 2300 and additional patient, visitors and guests as all affiliates will be directed to this installation in case of care. 

3.0  SCOPE

The scope of this contract covers tasks that provide Patient Safety, First Responder, and Patient Assistance services within the grounds, buildings, and hospital at NNMC, Bethesda, MD for a period of one year from date of award, with four one-year options.  A start-up time for the contractor to staff to full strength is permitted beginning on date of award and ending 30 days after date of award, at which time the contract must be fully staffed.  The specific tasks are set forth in paragraph 4.0.  The level of effort, hours and location of operations required is defined in more detail in paragraph 5.0.

4.0  SPECIFIC TASKS

4.1  Respond to Security Alerts, Code(s) Blue, Black, Orange, Gray, Green, Pink and Brown or any others that may be developed as a result of integration or change with First Responder duties.  


4.1.1The First Responders must memorize each Code's documented response requirements (government furnished).  Based on the Code, the response will be different.  In general, the First Responders will respond to the immediate area, and entranceways to the hospital to render aid (not to include use of AEDs) to the injured to prevent further injuries, and provide crowd control measures for the response of law enforcement or evacuation needs.  


4.1.2 At the conclusion of any Security Code Alert (exercise or actual) , the First Responder will input the vital Code related information into the NNMC provided forms, which will be forwarded within 24 hours to the SJA’s office,  Command Safety Office and NNMC Security Director.  The First Responder's input will be the primary information for a police patrol officer assigned to the case.  As an example of the requirements, when responding to Code Pink, the First Responders will assist in ensuring accountability for all infants and families with infants and assist with securing of all exit and entry areas within their respective area of responsibility.  


4.1.3 Contractor employees must be trained at all times to respond to each Security Code Alert and other codes.  The employees shall know Code Blue, Code Pink, Code Gray, Code Green, and Security Alert responses and the process to be used in responding to non-code alarms.  The codes are subject to change and the contractor will be required to update the training as changes dictate.  All Security Code Alert Training for each person will be documented in the hardbound logbook and submitted in the Quarterly First Responder Report (see Section 6 - Deliverables).

4.2  Internal "hospital" and external "hospital" rounds assisting the patients. 

In their assigned area of responsibility, First Responders will provide directional support and escorts to patients attempting to go for appointments and visitors arriving to visit patients. Additionally, they assist with opening doors at the Emergency Rooms, Medical Swing Spaces, entry ways and escorting patients in the building.  The First Responder will provide safety rounds to ensure there are no fires or other possible emergent situations that require assistance.  They will monitor all visitors, guests and staff and will inquire as to why staff members and/or contractors are not wearing their badges when always required to and will call law enforcement in case of any discrepancies. They should check for unsecured doors, safety discrepancies, and report safety, security, and maintenance concerns to their supervisors.  If there are visitors who need assistance with unlocking cars, the First Responder would notify the NNMC Police Dispatch to perform the actual opening of a locked vehicle.  The First Responder will be provided communications in order to remain in constant communication during their watch to ensure that they report all safety, security, and maintenance concerns in real time to their supervisor rather than to report at the end of the shift.  The contractor is required to provide personnel in shifts to cover posts as outlined in Section 5.1.  Each shift will be required to have a supervisor who will remain in constant communication with each First Responder on watch.  The shift supervisors will also stay in constant communication with the NNMC Fire Department, Security Dispatch, Officer of the Day, and Facilities senior watch officers to ensure communication is open for a well planned/coordinated response to each reported event.   

4.2.1  Support to the patients in Medical Hold and Staff assigned to the Barracks.  The First Responder's patrol consists of internal and external rounds.  A portion of the external rounds is to ensure the safety of patients and staff that live in the barracks on the hospital compound.  These rounds will consist of both foot patrol and vehicle patrolling within a contractor furnished registered and insured vehicle.  The rounds are designed to report all safety, security, and maintenance concerns and to render aid to the patients and prevent additional injuries.  The external roving patrol includes patrols of the parking lots and parking garages for collecting of wheelchairs, assisting patients, and reporting significant events.  The First Responder will report any discrepancy to the NNMC Security Dispatch immediately.  These events will be documented in the hardbound logbook and submitted in the Quarterly First Responder Report (see Section 6 - Deliverables).

4.2.2 The vehicle should comply with following specifications:  Ability to transport handicapped personnel equipped with a spotlight, light bar, radio communications, and basic first aid kit.  Vehicle should bear a marking of "Courtesy Patrol".  The vehicle color, make, model, license number, and markings information will be documented and submitted in the Quarterly First Responder Report (see Section 6 - Deliverables).

4.2.3 Duties concerning the use of wheelchairs, crutches and walkers.   While on rounds, First Responder personnel routinely find abandoned wheel chairs in the hospital, on the grounds, and in the parking garages.  At the end of each shift, the wheelchairs, crutches and walkers must be collected and returned to the Emergency Room so that other patients will have access to them.  These actions will be documented in the hardbound logbook and submitted in the Quarterly First Responder Report (see Section 6 - Deliverables).

4.3 Support for personnel located in the Fisher House, Medical Swing Spaces, NICoE (National Intrepid Center of Excellence), and Navy Lodge.  In the event that there are no available duty drivers provided by the Officer of the Day, First Responder personnel will provide transportation to and from the Fisher House and Medical Swing Spaces.  The contractor will furnish the vehicle for this requirement.  This is not a routine occurrence and reports have indicated less than 50 instances in a week. However, with the expansion and growth, this is expected to increase in frequency.  These actions will be documented in the hardbound logbook and submitted in the Quarterly First Responder Report (see Section 6 - Deliverables).

4.4 First Responder watches Buildings A&B, and Buildings 9 and 10 circles.  The First Responder in front of building 9 and 10, in addition to rendering patient assistance as noted above, is there to ensure that no smoking is being conducted in the respective areas to prevent possible fires and provide a smoke free environment for patients entering and exiting the buildings.  Additionally, they will provide clear parking areas for VIPs, patients arriving and shuttle services at the hospital who need immediate parking.  Any actions will be documented in the hardbound logbook and submitted in the Quarterly First Responder Report (see Section 6 - Deliverables).

4.5 First Responder/Patient Ambassador duty.  First Responder personnel are ambassadors to the hospital. They are the first point of contact for all of the patients. They assist all patients, but especially patients and their dependants with impaired mobility. They assist the patients with getting in and out of their vehicles, cabs, and shuttle buses.  They will provide this level of care and customer service at all times in front of Building 10, building 9 and at buildings A and B.  This service should also be provided whenever requested and when the need displays itself during the course of the First Responders rounds.  Any mishaps with assisting patients will be immediately reported to the NNMC Security Dispatch, documented in the hardbound logbook, and submitted in the Quarterly First Responder Report (see Section 6 - Deliverables).

4.6 Assist the patients by safely escorting them on and off the Compound.  Occasionally, in an effort to eliminate the stress of driving on the Beltway, the patients do travel to the hospital via Metro Rail Services or via the Bus system. These transportation services are located outside the confines of the facility. The First Responder personnel, using the contractor provided vehicle, will provide rides upon request of the Officer of the Day to the main hospital from the entry control points and then back out to the entry control point upon their departure, as a convenience to the patient.  This action although infrequent at this time, less than 20 occurrences a week does have the potential to increase with integration and expansion. Any actions will be documented in the hardbound logbook and submitted in the Quarterly First Responder Report (see Section 6 - Deliverables).

4.7  Suicide Prevention.  The First Responder maintains close watch of the compound to prevent injury to the patients.  It is the First Responder's responsibility to attempt to prevent harm from occurring to the patient and escort the patient to the emergency room for treatment.  Any actions will be documented in the hardbound logbook and submitted in the Quarterly First Responder Report (see Section 6 - Deliverables).

4.8  Monitor the cameras and alarms.

4.8.1  The First Responder personnel monitor the condition and integrity of all cameras that are located in various positions within the hospital. These cameras provide a vital safety mechanism in patient areas such as parking garages, common areas and major thoroughfares within the hospital in the event that a patient requires immediate assistance.  The First Responder personnel are responsible for notifying the Security Dispatcher of any damage or suspected tampering of cameras. Security Dispatch will then dispatch security officers to the scene to document and assist. Cameras will be in buildings A and B and they will be required to monitor the same once fully integrated.

4.8.2  Alarms.  The First Responder will immediately report via appropriate communication methods to the NNMC Fire Department, Security Dispatch, Officer of the Day, and Facilities senior watch officers all visual and audible alarms that occur.  Any alarms (false or actual) will be documented in the hardbound logbook and submitted in the Quarterly First Responder Report (see Section 6 - Deliverables).

4.9 Monitor for handling of Uncontrollable Patients.  The First Responder may be called upon by the ER staff for problems emanating from uncontrollable patients.  Examples are psychiatric patients, intoxicated patients, or patients under the influence of drugs. The First Responders are required to respond to the ER in an effort to first calm the patient down and, if need be, use the minimum amount of force needed to secure a combative patient from hurting himself, staff, or other patients and immediately contact law enforcement.  Any actions will be immediately reported to the NNMC Security Dispatch, documented in the hardbound logbook and submitted in the Quarterly First Responder Report (see Section 6 - Deliverables).

4.10  Assist in patient assault cases.  


4.10.1 The First Responder will assist in patient safety by supporting NNMC Security in preventing further harm to the patient.  This includes providing an immediate safe area for the patient, assisting in incident report writing, and assist in finding safe locations to separate abused patients from the source of the abuse.


4.10.2 The First Responder will provide information when requested for all support entities for battered and sexually abused patients and routinely help keep an eye on their children until Child Protective Services (CPS) or Family Advocacy personnel arrive to assist.  The First Responder shall assist with providing the information required by those responsible for issuing Military Protective Orders to suspected persons involved with these cases.  Any actions will be immediately reported to the NNMC Security Dispatch, documented in the hardbound logbook and submitted in the Quarterly First Responder Report (see Section 6 - Deliverables).

4.11  Assist with combative patients.  The First Responder may be required to utilize force in an effort to restrain combative patients. This action is required when it becomes necessary to prevent harm to themselves, the staff, and other patients.  Any actions will be immediately reported to the NNMC Security Dispatch for law enforcement response, documented in the hardbound logbook and submitted in the Quarterly First Responder Report (see Section 6 - Deliverables).

5.0 OTHER REQUIRED INFORMATION 

5.1  HOURS AND LOCATIONS OF DUTY:  

NOTE:  A lockable desk and file cabinet will be provided to the Day Shift Supervisor.  The desk will be located within the Security Department area at NNMC. 

5.1.1 Provide appropriate personnel coverage for 24 hours a day, seven days per week in Building 10 first deck at the  Quarterdeck and Circle 10. In that this is such a high frequented location in case of entry and exit, minimum requirements for this area should be two personnel. The area is comprised of (2) doorways and (1) motorized door for entry and access. This area is known for several high visible events, distinguished visitor entry, and a waiting area for shuttle services, as well as the main quarterdeck for in and out processing for civilians and military. At a minimum 5,000 personnel could pass this area daily as it is also a major route to various locations.

5.1.2 Provide appropriate personnel coverage for 24 hours a day, seven days per week, in Building 9 first deck Emergency Room. Although this will not be the final location for the emergency room, requirements for all entry and exit ways are paramount to ensure the safety and security of persons entering the facility.

5.1.3 Provide appropriate personnel and a patrol vehicle coverage for 24 hours a day, seven days per week, for external buildings patrol.  This patrol will be required from 0600 - 1800 Mon - Fri to monitor the Building 1 tower entrance, Bldg 10 and entrances to buildings A and B. All other hours, they will provide vehicle and foot patrols as noted above in paragraph 4.2.1 of the barracks and external buildings, exit and entry ways on the hospital compound.  Additionally, they will provide vehicle patient transport as needed as backup to the Officer of the Day.  It is anticipated that the roving vehicle patrol will stay predominately in front of Building #1 and #10, from 0600-1800 Mon-Fri (unless requested to assist a patient or motorist) and will conduct patrols after these hours.   

5.1.4  Provide appropriate personnel coverage from 0600 - 1800, Mon-Sat at the Pharmacy areas of Building 9 Second Deck. Although this will not be the pharmacy’s location once integration is complete an individual at this entry way will facilitate and assist movement from the patient parking garage and enable to the first responders to assist the patrons or report issues of concern. More than 5000 people utilize this garage on a weekly basis.  

5.1.5  Provide appropriate personnel coverage from 0600 - 1800, Mon-Sat at Circle 9 and the customer service area. All persons reporting to them for wayward finds, assistance and aid will be provided directional or other support as requested. This area could easily see over 5000 persons weekly, which does not include future influx. 

5.1.6  Provide appropriate personnel coverage from 0600 - 1600 Mon - Fri at Bldg 7 Main Street. As this is a major artery utilized by staff, patients and guests, it is paramount that first responders are in the vicinity to way ward assist, render aid and provide general information. 

5.1.7   Provide appropriate personnel coverage for 24 hours a day, seven days a week to assist in areas near BRAC renovation projects. These respective areas assist with patient wayward finding through the affected areas and ensure the validity of those in the vicinity.

5.1.8   Provide appropriate personnel coverage for 12 hours a day, seven days a week to assist in areas near BRAC renovation projects. These respective areas assist with patient wayward finding through the affected areas and ensure the validity of those in the vicinity.

5.1.9   Provide appropriate personnel coverage for 24 hours a day, seven days a week to assist in areas where patient volume is high (roving patrols of Buildings A&B). These building are fairly large and the entire area must be covered and discrepancies and issues reported to security dispatch.

5.1.10 Provide appropriate personnel coverage for 12 hours a day, 0600-1800, Mon-Sat, to assist in Buildings A and B. These will be stationary posts at the various locations to monitor inbound and outbound personnel, to assist in way ward finding, provide aid and contact law enforcement if incidents arise. 

In times of an emergency, First Responders will be required to stay on watch past the end of their normal shift.   

5.2 GOVERNMENT PROVIDED TRAINING

The First Responder must complete CPR, Basic First Aid, and Command indoctrination and annual training.  This training will be provided by NNMC during in-processing according to Command and Departmental new employee procedures.  


5.2.1 NNMC will spend 8 hours annually to teach CPR to all of the contracted employees (preferably 12 students per class).

5.2.2 NNMC will spend 4 hours annually to teach Basic First Aid to all of the contracted employees (preferably 12 students per class).  

5.2.3 NNMC will require all employees to spend 2 days annually in Command Indoctrination and Annual training.  NNMC will provide this hospital specific training which includes patient privacy, Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA), customer service, medical equipment, sexual harassment, equal opportunities, etc.

5.2.4 NNMC Security Department will provide the initial Security Code Alert Training to all new Contractors, supported by the NNMC Disaster Preparedness Department.  

5.3 CRIMINAL BACKGROUND CHECKS

Basic background checks will be conducted by the contractor to ensure personnel do not have a criminal background.  Proof of the results of the background checks must be kept on record for Government review at any time.  The First Responder is not required or permitted to carry a firearm.  

5.4 MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS


5.4.1 Contractor employees must be customer service and safety oriented, possessing 2 years experience in any of the following fields:  Security, Law Enforcement, Public Safety, Fire Department, Search and Rescue, and/or Military.  


5.4.2 Contractor First Responder Supervisors must have 3 years experience in any of the required fields above, possess 3 years supervisory experience, and documented one (1) year experience in radio communications.   


5.4.3Furthermore, contractor employees shall be physically able to do their assigned work and shall be free of communicable diseases, alcohol dependency or illegal drug usage.  Contractor employees shall be in general good health, without physical defects; possess the stamina and strength which could be required for physically subduing and restraining a combative person; possess binocular vision correctible to at 20/30; be free of color blindness; be capable of hearing ordinary conversation at (20) feet and whispered conversation at (10) feet without the use of artificial hearing devices; and be free of any speech impediment or any difficulty which could impede oral communication in either normal or emergency situation.  (See Attachment II for the NNMC Health and Examination Form that should be completed for each employee and kept on file by the contractor.)

5.5  UNIFORMS

The First Responders will be identifiable by a standardized uniform and name badge provided by the contractor.  NNMC will also provide a NNMC badge. 

6.0 DELIVERABLES   

6.1   Each First Responder Supervisor will maintain a hardbound logbook to record the shifts events.  The log will contain entries for each First Responder radio report of an alarm or incident.  The logbook may be used as evidence in court cases.  A copy of the log will be provided to the Security Dispatch at the end of each shift.  

6.2 The contractor will maintain on file documented completion of all required indoctrination and annual training.  Quarterly, the contractor will provide a written report of training conducted.  Training example report entries are: Documented weekly Code training, indoctrination training, annual command training, CPR, First Aid, Self Defense, and Patient Restraint training.  The training report should include dates of training, who attended training, length of the training and a brief description of the training.   

6.3   The Contractor will submit a Quarterly First Responder Report every three months to the NNMC Security Director.  The report period will cover three calendar months (i.e. Jan, Feb, Mar), and be submitted no later than the 15th of each of the months of April, July, October, and January for the three preceding months.  Each section below will be included in the Quarterly Report, regardless if no action was taken or required:


6.3.1 Code Alert Training - One hour weekly for each employee (ref 4.1.3)


6.3.2 Noted discrepancies in the internal/external security checks (ref 4.2.1) 


6.3.3 Courtesy Vehicle information (ref 4.2.2)


6.3.4 Abandoned wheelchair, crutches, and walkers found and returned to the ER (ref 4.2.3)


6.3.5 Any transportation provided to and from the Fisher House, Medical Swing Spaces, NiCOE, and Navy Lodge (ref 4.3) 


6.3.6 Any personnel violating the smoke free environment rules, fire hazards, and any patient parking assistance rendered. (ref 4.4)


6.3.7 Any mishaps with assisting patients entering and exiting vehicles. (ref 4.5)


6.3.8 Any transportation provided for patients to and from Metro Rail. (ref 4.6)


6.3.9 Any incidents where First Responder(s) are involved with patients attempting to harm themselves. (ref 4.7) 


6.3.10 Any audible alarms (false/actual) detected.  (ref 4.8.2)


6.3.11 Any assistance provided with uncontrollable patients. (ref 4.9)


6.3.12 Any actions information provided in support of battered and/or abused patients. (ref 4.10.2)


6.3.13 Any actions in support of combative patients. (ref 4.11)

CONTRACT ADMINISTRATION PLAN (CAP)

FOR FIXED PRICE CONTRACTS

In order to expedite the administration of this contract, the following delineation of duties is provided.  The names, addresses and phone numbers for these offices or individuals are included elsewhere in the contract award document.  The office or individual designated as having responsibility should be contacted for any questions, clarifications, or information regarding the administration function assigned.

1.  The Procuring Contract Office (PCO) is responsible for:

    
a.  All pre-award duties such as solicitation, negotiation and award of contracts. 

    
b.  Any information or questions during the pre-award stage of the procurement.

    
c.  Freedom of Information inquiries.

   
 d.  Changes in contract terms and/or conditions.

   
 e.  Post award conference.

2.  The Contract Administration Office (CAO) is responsible for matters specified in the FAR 42.302 and DFARS 42.302 except those areas otherwise designated as the responsibility of the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) or someone else herein. 

3.  The paying office is responsible for making payment of proper invoices after acceptance is documented.

4.  The Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) is responsible for interface with the contractor and performance of duties such as those set forth below.  It is emphasized that only the PCO/CAO has the authority to modify the terms of the contract.  In no event will any understanding, agreement, modification, change order, or other matter deviating from the terms of the basic contract between the contractor and any other person be effective or binding on the Government.  If in the opinion of the contractor an effort outside the scope of the contract is requested, the contractor shall promptly notify the PCO in writing.  No action may be taken by the contractor unless the PCO or CAO has issued a contractual change.  The COR duties are as follows:

  
a. (1) The COR is responsible for all Government technical interface concerning the contractor and furnishing technical instructions to the contractor.  These instructions may include:  technical advice/recommendations/clarifications of specific details relating to technical aspects of contract requirements; milestones to be met within the general terms of the contract or specific subtasks of the contract; or, any other interface of a technical nature necessary for the contractor to perform the work specified in the contract.   The COR is the point of contact through whom the contractor can relay questions and problems of a technical nature to the PCO. 


  
(2) The COR is prohibited from issuing any instruction which would constitute a contractual change.  The COR shall not instruct the contractor how to perform. If there is any doubt whether technical instructions contemplated fall within the scope of work, contact the PCO for guidance before transmitting the instructions to the contractor.

    
b.  Contract Surveillance


  
(1) The COR shall monitor the contractor's performance and progress under the contract.  In performing contract surveillance duties, the COR should exercise extreme care to ensure that he/she does not cross the line of personal services.  The COR must be able to distinguish between surveillance (which is proper and necessary) and supervision (which is not permitted).  Surveillance becomes supervision when you go beyond enforcing the terms of the contract.  If the contractor is directed to perform the contract services in a specific manner, the line is being crossed.  In such a situation, the COR's actions would be equivalent to using the contractor's personnel as if they were government employees and would constitute transforming the contract into one for personal services.


  
(2) The COR shall monitor contractor performance to see that inefficient or wasteful methods are not being used.  If such practices are observed, the COR is responsible for taking reasonable and timely action to alert the contractor and the PCO to the situation.


  
(3) The COR will take timely action to alert the PCO to any potential performance problems.  If performance schedule slippage is detected, the COR should determine the factors causing the delay and report them to the PCO, along with the contractor's proposed actions to eliminate or overcome these factors and recover the slippage.  Once a recovery plan has been put in place, the COR is responsible for monitoring the recovery and keeping the PCO advised of progress.



(4) If the Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS) is applicable to the contract you are responsible for completing a Contractor Performance Assessment Report (CPAR) in the CPARS Automated Information System (AIS).  The initial CPAR, under an eligible contract, must reflect evaluation of at least 180 days of contractor performance.  The completed CPAR, including contractor comments if any, (NOTE: contractors are allowed 30 days to input their comments) should be available in the CPARS AIS for reviewing official (PCO) review no later than 270 days after start of contract performance.  Subsequent CPARs covering any contract option periods should be ready at 1-year intervals thereafter. 
    
c.  Invoice Review and Approval/Inspection and Acceptance


  
(1) The COR is responsible for quality assurance of services performed and acceptance of the services or deliverables.  The COR shall expeditiously review copies of the contractor's invoices or vouchers, certificate of performance and all other supporting documentation to determine the reasonableness of the billing.  In making this determination, the COR must take into consideration all documentary information available and any information developed from personal observations. 


  
(2) The COR must indicate either complete or partial concurrence with the contractor's invoice/voucher by executing the applicable certificate of performance furnished by the contractor.  The COR must be cognizant of the invoicing procedures and prompt payment due dates detailed elsewhere in the contract. 


 
(3) The COR will provide the PCO and the CAO with copies of acceptance documents such as Certificates of Performance. 



(4) The COR shall work with the Contractor to obtain and execute a final invoice no more than 60 days after completion of contract performance.  The COR shall ensure that the invoice is clearly marked as a “Final Invoice.”

    
d.  Contract Modifications.  The COR is responsible for developing the statement of work for change orders or modifications and for preparing an independent government cost estimate of the effort described in the proposed statement of work. 

    
e.  Administrative Duties


  
(1) The COR shall take appropriate action on technical correspondence pertaining to the contract and for maintaining files on each contract.  This includes all modifications, government cost estimates, contractor invoices/vouchers, certificates of performance, DD 250 forms and contractor's status reports. 


  
(2) The COR shall maintain files on all correspondence relating to contractor performance, whether satisfactory or unsatisfactory, and on trip reports for all government personnel visiting the contractor's place of business for the purpose of discussing the contract. 


  
(3) The COR must take prompt action to provide the PCO with any contractor or technical code request for change, deviation or waiver, along with any supporting analysis or other required documentation.

    
f.  Government Furnished Property.  When government property is to be furnished to the contractor, the COR will take the necessary steps to insure that it is furnished in a timely fashion and in proper condition for use. The COR will maintain adequate records to ensure that property furnished is returned and/or that material has been consumed in the performance of work.

g.  Security.  The COR is responsible for ensuring that any applicable security requirements are strictly adhered to.

    
h.  Standards of Conduct.  The COR is responsible for reading and complying with all applicable agency standards of conduct and conflict of interest instructions. 

    
i.  Written Report/Contract Completion Statement.  



(1) The COR is responsible for timely preparation and submission to the PCO, of a written, annual evaluation of the contractors performance.  The report shall be submitted within 30 days prior to the exercise of any contract option and 60 days after contract completion.  The report shall include a written statement that services were received in accordance with the Contract terms and that the contract is now available for close-out.  The report shall also include a statement as to the use made of any deliverables furnished by the contractor. 



(2) If the Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS) is applicable to the contract you are responsible for completing a final Contractor Performance Assessment Report (CPAR) in the CPARS with 30 days of contract completion.



(3) The COR is responsible for providing necessary assistance to the Contracting Officer in performing Contract Close-out in accordance with FAR 4.804, Closeout of Contract Files.

5.  The Technical Assistant (TA), if appointed, is responsible for providing routine administration and monitoring assistance to the COR.  The TA does not have the authority to provide any technical direction or clarification to the contract.  Duties that may be performed by the TA are as follows: 

    
a.  Identify contractor deficiencies to the COR.  

    
b.  Review contract deliverables, recommend acceptance/rejection, and provide the COR with documentation to support the recommendation.  

    
c.  Assist in preparing the final report on contractor performance for the applicable contract in accordance with the format and procedures prescribed by the COR.

    
d.  Identify contract noncompliance with reporting requirements to the COR.

    
e.  Review contractor status and progress reports, identify deficiencies to the COR, and provide the COR with recommendations regarding acceptance, rejection, and/or Government technical clarification requests.

    
f.  Review invoices and provide the COR with recommendations to facilitate COR certification of the invoice.

    
g.  Provide the COR with timely input regarding technical clarifications for the statement of work, possible technical direction to provide the contractor, and recommend corrective actions.

    
h.  Provide detailed written reports of any trip, meeting, or conversation to the COR subsequent to any interface between the TA and contractor.

QUALITY ASSURANCE SURVEILLANCE PLAN

Purpose:  To ensure that the Government has an effective and systematic method of surveillance for the services in the PWS.  The QASP will be used primarily as a tool to verify that the contractor is performing all services required by the PWS in a timely, accurate and complete fashion.

If performance is within acceptable levels, it will be considered to be satisfactory.  If not, overall performance may be considered unsatisfactory.  

Incentives/Disincentives:

The COR’s makes an annual report on Contractor Performance (CPARS or other annual report).  The contractor’s failure to achieve satisfactory performance under the contract/task order, reflected in the COR’s annual report, may result in termination of the contract/task order and may also result in the loss of future Government contracts/task orders.  The contractor’s failure to achieve satisfactory performance under the contract/task order may result in the non-exercise of available options.
For each item that does not meet acceptable levels, the Government may issue a Contract Discrepancy Report (CDR).  CDRs will be forwarded to the Contracting Officer with a copy sent to the contractor.  The contractor must reply in writing within 5 days of receipt identifying how future occurrences of the problem will be prevented.  Based upon the contractor’s past performance and plan to solve the problem, the Contracting Officer will determine if any further action will be taken.   

In accordance with the inspection of services provisions of the contract, the contractor will be incentivized to provide quality products in a timely manner since the Government can require the Contractor, at no additional cost, to replace or correct work that fails to meet contract requirements.  

Contractor Access to Federally Controlled Facilities and/or Unclassified Sensitive Information or Unclassified IT Systems (May 2010) 

Homeland Security Presidential Directive (HSPD)-12, requires government agencies to develop and implement Federal security standards for Federal employees and contractors.  The Deputy Secretary of Defense Directive-Type Memorandum (DTM) 08-006 – “DoD Implementation of Homeland Security Presidential Directive – 12 (HSPD-12)” dated November 26, 2008 (or its subsequent DoD instruction) directs implementation of HSPD-12.  This clause is in accordance with HSPD-12 and its implementing directives.  This clause applies to contractor employees requiring physical access to any area of a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoD computer/network, to perform certain unclassified both non-sensitive and sensitive duties.  It is the responsibility of the command/facility where the work is performed to ensure compliance.  

The requirement to control access to sensitive information applies to all US government IT systems and/or areas where unclassified but sensitive information may be discussed, displayed or maintained.  DON policy prescribes that all unclassified data that has not been approved for public release and is stored on mobile computing devises must be treated as sensitive data and encrypted using commercially available encryption technology. Whenever granted access to sensitive information, contractor employees shall follow applicable DoD/DoN instructions, regulations, policies and procedures when reviewing, processing, producing, protecting, destroying and/or storing that information.  Operational Security (OPSEC) procedures and practices must be implemented by both the contractor and contract employee to protect the product, information, services, operations and missions related to the contract. The contractor shall designate an employee to serve as the Contractor’s Security Representative.  Within three work days after contract award, the contractor shall provide to the Navy Command’s Security Manager and the Contracting Officer, in writing, the name, title, address and phone number for the Contractor’s Security Representative.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall be the primary point of contact on any security matter.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall not be replaced or removed without prior notice to the Contracting Officer.  

Non-Sensitive Positions

Contractor employee whose work is unclassified and non-sensitive (e.g., performing certain duties such as lawn maintenance, vendor services, etc ...) and who require physical access to publicly accessible areas to perform those duties shall meet the following minimum requirements: 
· Must be either a US citizen or a US permanent resident with a minimum of 3 years legal residency in the US (as required by The Deputy Secretary of Defense DTM 08-006 or its subsequent DoD instruction) and 

· Must have a favorably completed National Agency Check with Written Inquiries (NACI) including a Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI) fingerprint check prior to installation access.  

To be considered for a favorable trustworthiness determination, the Contractor’s Security Representative must submit for all employees each of the following: 

· SF-85 Questionnaire for Non-Sensitive Positions

· Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards

· Original Signed Release Statements

The contractor shall ensure each individual employee has a current favorably completed NACI.  

The Contractor’s Security Representative shall be responsible for initiating reinvestigations as required.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date.  

Sensitive Positions 
Contractor employee whose duties require accessing a DoD unclassified computer/network, working with sensitive unclassified information (either at a Government or contractor facility), or physical access to a DoD facility must be a US citizen and possess a favorable trustworthiness determination prior to installation access.  To obtain a favorable trustworthiness determination, each contractor employee must have a favorably completed National Agency Check with Local Credit Checks (NACLC) which consists of a NACI including a FBI fingerprint check plus credit and law enforcement checks. Each contractor employee applying for a trustworthiness determination is required to complete:

· SF-85P Questionnaire for Public Trust Positions

· Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards

· Original Signed Release Statements 

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date.  To maintain continuing authorization for an employee to access a DoD unclassified computer/network, and/or have access to sensitive unclassified information, the contractor shall ensure that the individual employee has a current requisite background investigation.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall be responsible for initiating reinvestigations as required and ensuring that background investigations remain current (not older than 10 years) throughout the contract performance period.

IT Systems Access

When access to IT systems is required for performance of the contractor employee’s duties, such employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The SAAR-N shall be forwarded to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date. 

When required to maintain access to required IT systems or networks, the contractor shall ensure that all employees requiring access complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.  

Security Approval Process

The Contractor’s Security Representative shall ensure that each individual employee pending assignment shall accurately complete the required forms for submission to the Navy Command’s Security Manager.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall screen the investigative questionnaires for completeness and accuracy and for potential suitability/security issues prior to submitting the request to the Navy Command’s Security Manager.  Forms and fingerprint cards may be obtained from the Navy Command’s Security Manager.  These required items, shall be forwarded to the Navy Command's Security Manager for processing at least 30 days prior to the individual employee’s anticipated date for reporting for duty.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will review the submitted documentation for completeness prior to submitting it to the Office of Personnel Management (OPM).  Suitability/security issues identified by the Navy Command’s Security Manager may render the contract employee ineligible for the assignment.  A favorable review of the questionnaire and advance fingerprint results are required as an interim measure prior to the contract employee start date.  An unfavorable determination made by the Navy Command’s Security Manager is final and such a determination does not relieve the contractor from meeting any contractual obligation under the contract.

If contractor employees already possess a current favorably adjudicated investigation, the Navy Command’s Security Manager will use the Visit Authorization Request (VAR) via the Joint Personnel Adjudication System (JPAS).  The contractor shall include the IT Position Category per SECNAV M-5510.30 for each employee designated on a VAR.  The VAR requires annual renewal for the duration of the employee’s performance under the contract. 

The Navy Command’s Security Manager will forward the required forms to OPM for processing.  Once the investigation is complete, the results will be forwarded by OPM to the DON Central Adjudication Facility (CAF) for a position of trust determination.  When a favorable determination is not made, contractor employees shall not be permitted to work on this contract effort and if already working on the contract shall be removed immediately.  

The potential consequences of any requirements under this clause including denial of access for a proposed contractor employee who fails to obtain a favorable trustworthiness determination in no way relieves the contractor from the requirement to execute performance under the contract within the timeframes specified in the contract.  Contractors shall plan ahead in processing their employees and subcontractor employees for working in non-sensitive positions, with sensitive information, and/or on Government IT systems.  The contractor shall insert this clause in all subcontracts when the subcontractor is permitted to have physical access to a federally controlled facility and/or access to a federally-controlled information system/network and/or access to government information.

Unless otherwise specified in this solicitation, these samples shall be submitted at no expense to the Government, and returned at the sender's request and expense, unless they are destroyed during preaward testing. 

(e) Multiple offers. Offerors are encouraged to submit multiple offers presenting alternative terms and conditions or commercial items for satisfying the requirements of this solicitation. Each offer submitted will be evaluated separately. 

(f) Late submissions, modifications, revisions, and withdrawals of offers:

(1) Offerors are responsible for submitting offers, and any modifications, revisions, or withdrawals, so as to reach the Government office designated in the solicitation by the time specified in the solicitation. If no time is specified in the solicitation, the time for receipt is 4:30 p.m., local time, for the designated Government office on the date that offers or revisions are due.

(2)(i) Any offer, modification, revision, or withdrawal of an offer received at the Government office designated in the solicitation after the exact time specified for receipt of offers is “late” and will not be considered unless it is received before award is made, the Contracting Officer determines that accepting the late offer would not unduly delay the acquisition; and--

(A) If it was transmitted through an electronic commerce method authorized by the solicitation, it was received at the initial point of entry to the Government infrastructure not later than 5:00 p.m. one working day prior to the date specified for receipt of offers; or

(B) There is acceptable evidence to establish that it was received at the Government installation designated for receipt of offers and was under the Government's control prior to the time set for receipt of offers; or

(C) If this solicitation is a request for proposals, it was the only proposal received.

(ii) However, a late modification of an otherwise successful offer, that makes its terms more favorable to the Government, will be considered at any time it is received and may be accepted.

An offer may be withdrawn in person by an offeror or its authorized representative if, before the exact time set for receipt of offers, the identity of the person requesting withdrawal is established and the person signs a receipt for the offer.

(g) Contract award (not applicable to Invitation for Bids). The Government intends to evaluate offers and award a contract without discussions with offerors. Therefore, the offeror's initial offer should contain the offeror's best terms from a price and technical standpoint. However, the Government reserves the right to conduct discussions if later determined by the Contracting Officer to be necessary. The Government may reject any or all offers if such action is in the public interest; accept other than the lowest offer; and waive informalities and minor irregularities in offers received. 

(h) Multiple awards. The Government may accept any item or group of items of an offer, unless the offeror qualifies the offer by specific limitations. Unless otherwise provided in the Schedule, offers may not be submitted for quantities less than those specified. The Government reserves the right to make an award on any item for a quantity less than the quantity offered, at the unit prices offered, unless the offeror specifies otherwise in the offer.

(4)  Requirements for Style:  Each offeror shall submit a quote that clearly and concisely sets forth the contractor’s response to the requirements of the solicitation.  Unnecessary elaboration or other presentations beyond that sufficient to present a complete and effective quote are not desired and may be construed as an indication of the offeror’s lack of cost consciousness.  Elaborate artwork, expensive paper or bindings, and expensive visual or other presentation aids are neither necessary nor desired.  The quote shall contain all the pertinent information in sufficient detail in the one area of the quote where it contributes most critically to the discussion.  When necessary, the offeror shall refer to the initial discussion and identify its location within its quote.

(a)  Corporate Experience

The offeror shall demonstrate relevant corporate experience.  Relevant corporate experience is experience (within the past five years) that is of the same or similar scope, magnitude, and complexity to that which is described in the solicitation.
To demonstrate its corporate experience, the offeror shall identify up to three (3) of its most relevant contracts or efforts within the past five (5) years, and provide any other information the offeror considers relevant to the requirements of the solicitation.  Offerors should provide a detailed explanation demonstrating the relevance of the contracts or efforts to the requirements of the solicitation.  If subcontractor experience is provided as part of the THREE most relevant contracts, it will be given weight relative to the percentage of effort being provided by that particular subcontractor in the offer submitted. The references will be evaluated in the aggregate in order to allow offerors who may not have the entire scope, magnitude, and complexity of the requirement under one individual contract to still be considered acceptable if experience with the full scope, magnitude, and complexity of the requirement can be demonstrated within the allotted number of references as described above.  

The offeror should complete a “Corporate Experience and Past Performance Information Form” for each reference submitted.  The form is an attachment to the solicitation.  The forms will count toward the Volume I page limit described above. 52.212-2     EVALUATION--COMMERCIAL ITEMS (JAN 1999)

a) The Government will award a purchase order resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation will be most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered. The offeror’s quote shall be in the form prescribed by, and shall contain a response to each of the areas identified in the Section L solicitation provision entitled “Submission of Quotes.”  The evaluation of quotes will consider the offeror’s technical quote more important than the offeror’s price quote. The Government will reserve the right to award to other than the lowest priced offeror. The government reserves the right to award on initial offers.
Prices will be evaluated on the basis of price realism.  Price realism pertains to the offeror’s ability to submit a firm fixed price proposal which is realistic and reasonable for the full contract performance and which indicates that the offeror understands the nature and scope of work to be performed. An unrealistic overall firm fixed price proposal, as well as unrealistic individual costs that were used to develop the offeror’s overall firm fixed price proposal, as determined by the Contracting Officer, may also be considered in risk assessment and the offeror’s overall proposal may be downgraded.

The Contracting Officer reserves the right to determine that your overall firm fixed price proposal represents an unacceptable level of risk, based on the information submitted by the offeror, and/or based on the overall proposal assessment described above.  This includes the right to downgrade your overall proposal, due to prices that are considered to be too low to support successful performance and compliance with all contract requirements.

The Government reserves the right to obtain information for use in the evaluation of past performance from any and all sources including sources outside of the Government.  Offerors lacking relevant past performance history will not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance.  However, the quote of an offeror with no relevant past performance history, while not rated favorably or unfavorably for past performance, may not represent the most advantageous quote to the Government and thus, may be an unsuccessful quote when compared to the quotes of other offerors.  The offeror should provide the information requested above for past performance evaluation, or affirmatively state that it possesses no relevant directly related or similar past performance. (b) Options. The Government will evaluate offers for award purposes by adding the total price for all options to the total price for the basic requirement. The Government may determine that an offer is unacceptable if the option prices are significantly unbalanced. Evaluation of options shall not obligate the Government to exercise the option(s).

(c) A written notice of award or acceptance of an offer, mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful offeror within the time for acceptance specified in the offer, shall result in a binding contract without further action by either party. Before the offer's specified expiration time, the Government may accept an offer (or part of an offer), whether or not there are negotiations after its receipt, unless a written notice of withdrawal is received before award.
