2.   NATURE/DESCRIPTION OF CONTRACT ACTION: This is a non-competitive action submitted for approval to award a follow-on contract for annual renewal of Teradata software maintenance and subscriptions in support of NCDOC. The current software maintenance licenses and subscriptions expire on 30 June 2013. This requirement will be awarded subject to FAR 13.5 – “Test Program for Certain Commercial Items.”
3.   DESCRIPTION OF REQUIRED SUPPLIES/SERVICES: The proposed acquisition is to renew the upgrade maintenance and subscriptions for NCDOC’s Teradata data warehousing system. The Teradata system contains separate components that require a specific renewal. Below is a list of the components and requested renewals:

The placement of a firm fixed price contract is anticipated. FY13 O&M, N funds have been provided. The period of performance is a base year beginning 1 July 2013 through 30 June 2014 with four (4) additional one-year option periods. 

4.   IDENTIFICATION OF STATUTORY AUTHORITY: Section 4202 of the Clinger-Cohen Act of 1996, a sole source acquisition under the authority of the “Test Program for Certain Commercial Items,” as implemented by FAR 13.501(a). 
5.   DEMONSTRATION OF CONTRACTOR’S UNIQUE QUALIFICATIONS OR NATURE OF ACQUISITION:  In accordance with NCDOC mission, (as the only Navy Computer Network Defense Service Provider (CNDSP)), to support and defend all Navy networks, NCDOC is required to collect, analyze and mitigate network vulnerabilities collected from all Navy access points to the Global Information Grid (GIG). Collected information is stored in the Teradata data warehouse for forensic review and mitigation. Teradata is the manufacturer and sole source provider of the Teradata data warehouse system and software. As the Original Equipment Manufacturer with proprietary rights, Teradata is the only source to provide the required maintenance and support to NCDOC. Therefore, Teradata is the only known source that can meet the Government’s requirement. 
The purchase of the original Teradata data warehousing system was sole sourced. If the Government was to procure a brand new system, the cost would be in excess of $1 million. During the conversion to a new system, the Navy’s networks would be unprotected. 
6.   GPE ANNOUNCEMENT/POTENTIAL SOURCES:  The synopsis required by FAR 5.201 will be published on the Government-wide point of entry as intent to negotiate on a sole source basis to Teradata, 10000 Innovation Drive, Miamisburg, Ohio  45342.
7.  DETERMINATION OF FAIR AND REASONABLE COST/PRICE:  A determination of fair and reasonableness of price will be based on the Procuring Contracting Officer’s price analysis of the contractor’s quote and/or a comparison of previous pricing history or published price list of the same or similar items in accordance with FAR 13.106-3.  

8.   DESCRIPTION OF MARKET SURVEY: NCDOC and FLCN both conducted market research, and the determination was made that Teradata is the only responsible source for the procurement of the required supplies/services. 
9.   ANY OTHER SUPPORTING FACTS: NCDOC presently has multiple Teradata systems in use on various classified and unclassified network domains. 
10.  LISTING OF INTERESTED SOURCES:  Teradata, 10000 Innovation Drive, Miamisburg, Ohio  45342.

11.  ACTIONS TAKEN TO REMOVE BARRIERS TO COMPETITION:  For the reasons set forth in Paragraph 5, NCDOC has no plans at this time to compete future contacts for the types of supplies/services covered by this document.  If another potential source emerges, FLCN will assess whether competition for future requirements is feasible. All future requirements will be dealt with on a case by case basis.
12.  STATEMENT OF DELIVERY REQUIREMENTS:  The resultant contract will consist of an initial (base year) contract award, plus 4 option years.  The period of performance for this requirement will be 01 July 2013 through 30 June 2014, with four (4) 12 month option periods.
