This is a sources sought synopsis to determine the availability of potential sources capable of providing the Naval Medical Center Portsmouth, VA with intra-operative monitoring services. Services shall be provided by contractor technicians and shall be overseen by contractor neurologists.  It is envisioned that  intra-operative services will be performed on-site by a technician in the NMCP Main Operating Room, and that the neurologist readings and interpretations will be performed off-site via the contractor’s wireless internet connection while the procedure is occurring.  The following are specific duties for the neurologist: The neurologist shall provide real time web-based physician oversight of IONM including consulting with the technician, interpreting results and reporting data for approximately 100 surgical cases per year. The neurologist shall prepare and fax a formal report for approximately 100 surgical cases to be followed up by a copy of the original report.  The neurologist shall communicate by telephone with the operating surgeon for approximately fifty (50) surgical cases per year regarding IONM results. The following are specific duties for the technician: The technician shall perform all aspects of IONM for approximately 100 surgical cases per year, including the following modalities: somatosensory evoked potentials (SSEP), motor evoked potentials (MEP), electromyography (EMG), electroencephalography (EEG), cortical mapping, brain stem recordings, etc. The contractor shall communicate results of monitoring in real time to operating surgeons, anesthesiologists and other appropriate members of the surgical team in the operating room for approximately 100 IONM cases per year. The contractor shall apply electrodes to the patient for monitoring requested modalities and remove electrodes at the end of the procedure for approximately 100 IONM cases per year. The contractor shall assist the surgical team in explaining intraoperative monitoring to the patient pre-operatively, by answering any technical questions concerning the equipment and monitoring process for approximately 20 patients per year. The standard hours of operation are 6:50am to 4:00pm. Most task orders for surgeries will be placed as far in advance as possible however the contractor shall be required to respond with as little as 24 hours notice for emergent care. 

The following are minimum qualifications that the contractor may be expected to meet:

It is anticipated that the contract employees will need to maintain current certification in American Heart Association Basic Life Support (BLS); American Heart Association Healthcare Provider Course; American Red Cross CPR (Cardio Pulmonary Resuscitation); or equivalent. Training shall be the responsibility of the contractor and is at no cost to the Government contract employees, not in possession of current certification, must acquire certification prior to initiating contract performance. Contract employees shall be a U.S. Citizens. Contract employees shall be current with and have completed all continuing education requirements specified by their professional licensure or certification.

The services require that the neurologist possess the following minimum qualifications to meet contract requirements:
Workers shall be current with and have completed all continuing education requirements specified by their professional licensure or certification.
Graduation from a medical school approved by the Liaison Committee on Medical Education of the American Medical Association or the American Osteopathic Association or permanent certification by the Educational Commission for Foreign Medical Graduates (ECFMG).
Board certification in Neurology.
Possess a valid, unrestricted license or certification to practice as a neurologist in the state of Virginia, and maintenance of a valid, unrestricted license or certification.
Have a minimum of 12 months experience within the last 36 months as a neurologist interpreting IONM.

The services require that the technician possess the following minimum qualifications to meet contract requirements:
On site technician(s) must be ABRET certified to provide intra-operative monitoring. Monitoring includes EMG, SSEP and BAER.  The technician provides the equipment to provide internet transmission of live-time monitoring to a board-certified physician, to assess the monitoring and provide intra-operative interpretation of data.
Each technician who provides technical services at NMC-P shall be trained to perform the technical services in accordance with the standards of care applicable to such services, including those established by the American Society of Electroneurodiagnostic Technologists (ASET) and/or the American Society of Neurophysiological Monitoring (ASNM). The contractor shall provide evidence of Neurophysiologist’s training and case experience prior to performance of services.  
During, or prior to, scheduled orientation, the Contractor shall ensure that the technician assigned to serve in operating rooms has received training that equipped the individual with the knowledge of the affects of anesthesia and of various artifacts such as electrical interference from operating room equipment, etc, in order to be able to assess their effects on the data collected during the surgical procedure.  Technician must have knowledge of potential morbidity caused by the monitoring process itself, quality control systems and procedures for preventive maintenance and performance testing and calibration of equipment and recognize when problems are beyond scope of expertise and must be referred to others.  
The on-site technician(s) shall have a minimum of 4 years journeyman experiences which included knowledge of a wide range of monitoring concepts, principles, practices, and methods to perform highly specialized monitoring assignments of advanced nature and considerable complexity such as somatosensory evoked potentials (SSEP), auditory brainstem and cortical responses, electroencephalography (EEG), visual evoked responses (VER), facial nerve monitoring, motor evoked potentials, intraoperative electromyography, intraoperative nerve conduction velocity, etc.
