1.0 SCOPE OF WORK

The contractor shall furnish all personnel, equipment, facilities, supplies, services and materials for the preparation of government owned furniture for to be picked up at building 197 and delivered to the Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) located on Naval Station Newport, in accordance to their method of acceptance.  This includes palletizing 624 captain beds, desks with carol, wall lockers, night stands and desk chairs in method that is acceptable to DLA.  The furniture is in usable condition and contractor shall take care to prevent damage to any item.  All items must be removed and turn-in to DLA 29 March 2013 .    

2.0 CONTRACTOR RESPONSIBILITIES

The furniture is currently located in building 197 on the 2nd and 3rd floors only, which has no elevator to utilize.  There are 312 rooms with 2 sets of furniture in each.  Contractor will check all drawers and cubbies for left property and turn it in to the government representative. This facility DOES NOT have elevator service.  Contractor will deliver furniture to DLA, shall be off loaded  and placed on wooden pallets provided by the contractor in order to utilize a forklift within the DLA warehouse.   Furniture will be separated and palletized by type according to DLA.

7.0 SECURITY

ACCESS REQUIREMENTS TO US NAVY INSTALLATIONS:  The contractor must obtain access to the installation by participating in the Navy Commercial Access Control System (NCACS), or by obtaining passes each day from the Base Pass and Identification Office. Costs for obtaining passes through the NCACS are the responsibility of the Contractor. One-day passes, issued through the Base Pass and Identification Office, will be furnished without charge. Furnish a completed EMPLOYMENT ELIGIBILITY VERIFICATION DHS Form I-9 for all personnel requesting badges.  This form is available at http://www.uscis.gov/portal/site/uscis .  Immediately report instances of lost or stolen badges to the COR. NCACS is a voluntary program in which Contractor personnel who enroll, and are approved, are subsequently granted access to the installation for a period up to one year, or the length of the contract   whichever is less, and are not required to obtain a new pass from the Base Pass and Identification Office for each visit. The Government performs background screening and credentialing. Throughout the year the Contractor employee must continue to meet background screening standards. Periodic background screenings are conducted to verify continued NCACS participation and installation access privileges. Under the NCACS program, no commercial vehicle inspection is required, other than for Random Anti-Terrorism Measures (RAM) or in the case of an elevation of Force Protection Conditions (FPCON). Information on costs and requirements to participate and enroll in NCACS is available at http://www.rapidgate.com/vendors/how-to-enroll or by calling 1-877-727-4342. Contractors should be aware that the costs incurred to obtain NCACS credentials, or costs related to any means of access to a Navy Installation, are not reimbursable. Any time invested, or price(s) paid, for obtaining NCACS credentials will not be compensated in any way or approved as a direct cost of any contract with the Department of the Navy. 

One day passes:  Participation in the NCACS is not mandatory, and if the Contractor chooses to not participate, the Contractor's personnel will have to obtain daily passes, be subject to daily mandatory vehicle inspection, and will have limited access to the installation. The Government will not be responsible for any cost or lost time associated with obtaining daily passes or added vehicle inspections incurred by Non-participants in the NCACS.  
8.0 AUTHORIZED CHANGES ONLY BY THE CONTRACTING OFFICER

The Contractor shall not comply with any order, direction or request of Government personnel unless it is issued in writing and signed by the Contracting Officer, or is pursuant to specific authority otherwise included as a part of this contract.

The Contracting Officer is the only person authorized to approve changes in any of the requirements of this contract and notwithstanding provisions contained elsewhere in this contract, the said authority remains solely the Contracting Officer's.
