2. Description of the Action Being Approved 

This is a sole source action submitted for approval to award a Firm-Fixed Priced contract for maintenance support of a Robotic Tool Picking System as required by NOSRTA. This requirement will be awarded subject to FAR 13.5 – "Test Program for Certain Commercial Items."

3. Description of Supplies/Services  

NOSTRA requires a yearly maintenance contract on their Robotic Tool Picking System manufactured by P@P Picking Systems GMBH to include replacement of all wear and tear parts, excluding PC hardware and software. The service agreement will include an extended warranty on the existing tool tower parts, two (2) scheduled maintenance/inspection visits, and twenty (20) hours of hotline phone support. The placement of a Firm-Fixed Priced contract is anticipated. The period of performance begins 01 October 2014 and continues through 30 September 2015. The Independent Government Estimate (IGE) for this requirement is $166,000.00. Fiscal Year 2015 Defense Health Program funds have been provided. 

4. Statutory Authority Permitting Other Than Full and Open Competition

The statutory authority for this action is Section 4202 of the Clinger-Cohen Act of 1996, a sole source acquisition under the authority of the test program for certain commercial items, as implemented by Federal Acquisition Regulation FAR 13.501(a).

5. Rationale Justifying Use of Cited Statutory Authority

NOSTRA has a Robotic Tool Picking Tower System that must be warranted and serviced annually to ensure continued and uninterrupted operation of the Robotic System and its components. Satisloh North America, Inc., located in Germantown, WI, is the only authorized dealer of the Robotic Tool System in the United States. Currently, the sole manufacturer of the system, P@P Picking Systems GMBH– a German-based company, gives propriety rights to Satisloh in distribution and service agreements within the United States. The only technically acceptable vendor with the requisite knowledge of operation, service, and interoperability is Satisloh North America. They are the only source capable of furnishing items to assure safe, dependable, and effective operation of the equipment.

6. Description of Efforts Made to Solicit Offers from as Many Offerors as Practicable

This requirement will be synopsized and the solicitation will be posted on the Navy Electronic Commerce Online (NECO) website. 

7. Determination of Fair and Reasonable Cost

The Procuring Contracting Officer will make a determination of fair and reasonableness of price based upon price analysis in accordance with FAR 13.106-3.  

8. Actions to Remove Barriers to Future Competition
 
For the reasons set forth in Paragraph 5, the Government has no plans at this time to compete future contacts for the types of services covered by this document.  If another potential source emerges, they will assess whether competition for future requirements is feasible. All future requirements will be handled on a case-by-case basis. Currently, Satisloh North America remains the only known source capable of meeting the Navy’s minimum needs.
