3) Clean take-up thread lever.
4) Clean and lube pendulum swing mechanism.
5) Check spool thread towers and pins.
6) Adjust  needle bar height	
7) Fix lights if installed on table (NNSY to provide light bulbs)
8) Actuate all levers and knobs.
9) Remove burrs and polish needle plate
10) Polish hook points
11) Check timing hook to needle and feed to needle
12) Adjust feed dogs
13) Clean bobbin case and adjust
14) Adjust  bobbin positioner bracket
15) Inspect gears
16) Check linkages and bearings
17) Test motor mounts and foot control linkages
18) Adjust motor belt and replace if worn.
19) Check timing belt for wear
20) Check tension knobs and disk
21) Inspect electrical cords for compliance
22) Adjust  table height if needed
23) Wipe down unit and clean oil basin when needed
24) Test w/sample of the material being worked with.
