


Performance Work Statement


1. GENERAL DESCRIPTION:  The vendor shall provide all materials, equipment, supervision, labor, and services required to perform all operations in conjunction with this Performance Work Statement (PWS). The scope of work involves performing calibration and repair of General Purpose Test Equipment (GPETE) and provide GPETE Certificates of Calibration.

2. APPLICABLE DOCUMENTS:
NAVSEA INST 4734.1B and NAVAIR 17-35FR-06.

3. LOCATION:  Vendor’s Site. 

4. PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE:  5 years, 6 months after receipt of contract

5. DRAWINGS:  None

6. SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS: 

Prior to award, the Vendor shall provide the Government documentation demonstrating the Vendor’s facility maintains Navy Metrology and NAVSEA certifications required by NAVSEA INST 4734.1B and NAVAIR 17-35FR-06.

7. SCOPE:
	
Perform Calibration and Repair services on General Purpose Electronic Test Equipment (GPETE) listed in Attachment A.  This equipment is used to perform mission-critical Planned Maintenance System (PMS) checks on Navy/Joint Forces communication systems.

	7.1 Calibration services:

The Vendor shall calibrate all equipment listed in attachment A according to each item’s calibration schedule.
Calibration shall meet NAVSEA INST 4734.1B and NAVAIR 17-35FR-06 requirements.
After receipt of equipment, the Vendor shall complete calibration within 5 business days.
For equipment requiring repair, calibration shall be performed once repair has been completed.
After completion of calibration, the Vendor shall affix calibration labels and provide a Certificate of Calibration for each piece of equipment per NAVSEA INST 4734.1B and NAVAIR 17-35FR-06.

The Government shall deliver equipment to Vendor according to its calibration schedule unless the Vendor and Government technical Point of Contact (POC) agree to an alternate delivery schedule.  
The Vendor shall deliver calibrated equipment to the Government within 3 business days after completion of calibration unless the Vendor and Government technical Point of Contact (POC) agree to an alternate delivery schedule.  
The Vendor shall ship equipment using the manufacturer’s recommended packing instructions.  

7.2 Repair Services:
 
If during the calibration phase, the Vendor determines equipment requires repair, the Vendor shall:
a. Notify the Government within 2 business days of the repair to be performed and provide the Government parts information for use in ordering the replacement part.
b. The Vendor shall be responsible for repairs directly associated with its meeting calibration requirements. 
c. After repair, the Vendor shall calibrate repaired equipment per 7.1 of the performance work statement. 
d. The Government estimates each unit of troubleshooting and repair will be four hours. 
e. Should the Vendor require more than one unit of troubleshooting and repair, the Vendor shall immediately contact Government Technical Point of Contact.
f.  The Vendor shall provide the necessary tools and consumable items to perform repairs. 
g. The Government shall provide replacement parts. 
h. The Vendor shall provide the Government a repair timeline for each piece of equipment.
i. The Vendor shall repair the equipment within10 working days, including calibration, once the Vendor has received the replacement part(s) unless the Vendor and Government technical Point of Contact (POC) agree to an alternate delivery schedule.  
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
