STATEMENT OF WORK 
STAINLESS STEEL BULKHEAD MATERIAL

SPECIFICATIONS

C.1  
OVERVIEW
A. The purpose of this contract is to provide a means to purchase Stainless Steel Bulkhead Material (as defined within the scope of work herein) and related material in support of the NAVSEA Shipboard Habitability Improvement Program at competitive prices in accordance with the delivery schedules herein.  In general this category of material is stainless steel sheet metal with furniture quality fabrication and finish, and related materials.  
C.2  
ALL ITEMS SHALL COMPLY WITH THE FOLLOWING REQUIREMENTS:
A. 
All items shall be manufactured and inspected in accordance with Military Performance Specification MIL-PRF-32038, "Shipboard Furniture, Fixtures, Fittings, and Accessories, General Specification for." This specification supersedes MIL-F-243 and MIL-F-902. Where the requirements of the invoked drawing differ from those of MIL-PRF-32038, the drawing shall prevail. Where the requirements of the Contract Line Item Description or this Statement of Work differ from the invoked drawing or MIL‑PRF‑32038, the Contract Line Item Description and this Statement of Work shall prevail. 
B. 
All items shall fit and work together interchangeably as an integrated system.

C. 
Sections 3.5.2 through 3.5.9, 3.7, 4.4.4 and 4.4.7 of MIL‑PRF‑32038 do not apply.  SST is the current official abbreviation for stainless steel.  CRES is an obsolete abbreviation for stainless steel.  All stainless steel shall have a Number 4 finish, unless otherwise indicated.

D.  
Drawings listed in the line item description are posted on https://www.SPEAR.navy.mil/Habitability and www.mscorphab.com.  Unless otherwise indicated, abbreviations are in accordance with ASME Y14.38, or as posted with drawing information on the Hab Program web sites above. For this contract, drawing 807-6570099 revision N applies, and the revision of each applicable detail is as listed in the table of contents of the drawing.  Drawing 807-6737901 is a series of stand-alone details, for which the specific revision is as cited in the line item description.  Material thickness gauges (GA) shall be as tabulated on sheet 4 of drawing 804‑6983514 unless otherwise indicated, or documented and approved as a deviation.
E. 
The document references listed below are considered first tier reference documents and form a part of this contract. First tier reference documents may identify other reference documents (not listed) required to support and clarify stated first tier document requirements.

F. 
Unless otherwise stated herein, the applicable revision of each specification shall be the one in effect on 1 January 2013.  See https://assist.daps.dla.mil/quicksearch/ for government specifications and www.nssn.org for commercial documents.  For drawings see the revision block of the specific drawing.
G.  
Many Military and Federal Specifications are being canceled and/or converted to commercial equivalents. Referenced drawings have not in all cases been updated to cite the currently applicable specification. If a referenced specification has been canceled without replacement and the Contract Line Item Description or this Statement of Work do not cite an updated replacement specification, the Contractor may substitute a commercial equivalent. If there are option choices available within the cited specifications that are not specified by the contract, the Contractor shall select the grades and conditions etc. as the Contractor recommends. In the event there is an alteration to the drawing or specification after the Invitation for Bid, the supplier may, upon approval of the procuring activity, fabricate the item to the newer design.

H.  
All items shall be made strictly in accordance with the invoked drawing and this Statement of Work except where a Request for Deviation (RFD) or Engineering Change Proposal (ECP) has been approved explicitly for this contract.

(1) 
RFDs and ECPs must be precisely defined. The government may require detailed sketches, drawings, data or samples to clarify and document any requests. Due to the Habitability nature of the items, appearance is a factor in the evaluation of all RFDs and ECPs. Submittals shall include contract number, applicable CLIN and Find Number, description of the differences, reason for the differences, cost impact, schedule impact, identification of units which are affected, any effect on logistics support, action taken to prevent future recurrence of any non-conformance, reference to all previous correspondence that is related to the RFD or ECP or similar requests, and the contractor's point of contact including phone number, fax number, and e-mail address. Submittals shall be in the contractor's format. The submission of requests via e-mail is preferred.

(2) 
Reference to a manufacturer's model number or item number is intended to be descriptive and not restrictive. The referenced items represent the required sizes, configuration, materials, finish, quality, and workmanship. Alternate proposals for items that are believed equal or a better value to the government are welcome.

(3) 
For any item, vendors may propose equivalent commercial items. For each alternate or substitute item, the vendor's proposal shall include a detailed description and catalog cuts, including renderings or photographs. Additional detail, drawings, or even a sample, may be required to obtain approval if the catalog and description does not adequately describe the item.

(4) 
Approval of all Drawings, Substitutes, Deviations, RFDs, or ECPs shall be by the requiring activity, Mid-Atlantic Maintenance Center (MARMC), Code 226, Habitability Material Manager. Requests shall be e-mailed to MARMC (baldev.gill@navy.mil) by the vendor.

(5) 
The MARMC Material Manager will forward the Government response to the vendor, not later than two weeks (14) days after receipt.  Time will not be added to the vendor's production schedule because of failure to identify and submit requested deviations, waivers, drawings, or requests for clarification.

C.3 
SHOWER AND DRYING AREA DOORS, FIND NUMBERS 0728, 0728A, 0729, 0729A, 0732 AND 0733 ARR
A. 
Shower and Drying Area Door Find Numbers 0728, 0728A, 0729, 0729A, 0732 AND 0733 ARR now invoke drawing number 804-6983514 section “F” instead of the former drawing 612-4609468.  The doors are now about ½” narrower, and ¼” shorter than they were under the former drawing.  Drawing 804-6983514 is modified by drawing 807-6570099 Detail 38 for these doors.  
B. 
The Shower Door configuration shall be similar to drawing 612-4609468 with a 5-3/4” opening at the top and with drip edge PC. NO. 8 at the bottom.
C.  
Drying Area Doors Find Numbers 732 and 733 shall be provided with a 3/4" X 11 GA (0.120") Stainless Steel Type 304L filler strip for each side and across the top of the frame. The strips shall be mitered at both top corners. Mounting holes shall be provided in each strip to match location of holes in the frame and shall be 1/4" diameter (sized for clearance and alignment with 3/16 inch rivets). The strips shall be free of burrs and sharp edges and shall be shipped loose for installation on the ship.

D. 
Doors shall be right-hand or left-hand as specified in the line item description. Hand is determined as follows: With the operator facing the door and the door opening toward the operator, a left-hand door is hinged on the left, and a right-hand door is hinged on the right.

C.4 
WATER CLOSET, SHOWER AND DRYING AREA DOORS, FIND NUMBERS 0358A, 0359A,0359D, 0728, 0728A, 0729, 0729A, 0732 AND 0733 ARR; AND SPARE LATCHES AND HINGES, FIND NUMBERS 0326, 0357A, 0358B AND 0358C ARR
Provide all hardware fittings, fasteners, etc. (hinges, latches, nuts, bolts, washers, screws, rivets, studs, clips and tape) for a complete installation on the ship. All loose fasteners shall be provided with 20% extra for spares. All component items, shall be packaged in individual Find Number units and appropriately marked with the Find Number (such as "Hardware for FN 0358A ARR").  A Parts List identifying all components and quantities that make up the Find Number shall be provided.

C.5  
MERCURY EXCLUSION NOTICE
Mercury or mercury containing compounds shall not be intentionally added or come in direct contact with hardware or supplies furnished under this contract.  Any cases where mercury or a mercury compound has contacted hardware surfaces shall be reported to the requiring activity for their evaluation under NAVSEAINST 5100.3.  This requirement shall be passed to all suppliers and subcontractors.
PACKAGING AND MARKING
D.1
PRESERVATION, PACKAGING, PACKING AND MARKING
A.  
ALL ITEMS SHALL COMPLY WITH THE FOLLOWING REQUIREMENTS. Preservation, packaging, packing and marking shall be in accordance with ASTM D3951 "Standard Practice for Commercial Packaging," and as additionally noted herein.  Materials are for Department of Defense and intended for immediate use, and are not intended for export.
(1) 
Packaging and packing shall be sufficient to afford adequate protection against deterioration and physical damaging (including marring or abrasion to finished surfaces) during shipment and handling.  Packaging shall be suitable for stacking during transit. The vendor is responsible to correct any damage due to inadequate packaging.

(2) 
Bulk packaging of similar items is permitted. For example, Bulkhead Panels Find Number

0391, 0391A and 0392 ARR may be packaged together, but may not be packaged with Water Closet Doors Find Number 0358A ARR.

(3) 
Each shipment larger than 70 pounds or 12 cubic feet shall be palletized for handling with a fork lift.

(4) 
The contractor shall provide a packing list identifying the contents of each shipment with the shipment. DD Form 250 "Material Inspection and Receiving Report" may be used as the packing list provided that it contains all of the information required below and that it applies to the specific shipment.

(5) 
In addition to other marking requirements on the packing, each individual item or partial item shall be marked (on a label or tag that will not mar the final finish) with the applicable Find Number (FN) indicated in the line item description. Partial items shall be marked, "Part of FN XXXX."

(6) 
The use of asbestos, excelsior, loose fill polystyrene, newspaper or shredded paper of all types (including waxed paper, computer paper and similar hygroscopic or non-neutral material) is prohibited.

D.2
BAR CODING AND MARKING
In addition to labels and marking required elsewhere, each package, including intermediate and outer containers, and a packing slip with each shipment, shall be marked and Bar Coded with each applicable Requisition Number (REQN), Find Number, Discipline, Quantity, and Unit of Issue.

(1) 
Marking and bar code shall be in accordance with ASTM D3951 and the following additional details. (ASTM D3951 invokes MIL-STD-129.)  The information to be bar coded shall be as required herein only. Bar code shall be in the 3 of 9 format. Bar coded information shall be on 3 lines as follows:

Line 1: Characters 1 thru 16: 
Requisition number including dashes.

Line 2: Characters 1 thru 6:   
Find Number, including leading zeros to fill field.

Character 7:          
Encoded space.

Characters 8 thru 11:  
Discipline such as "ARR", "VENT", "ELEC", or "PIPE" 
with leading encoded spaces to fill field. 
Line 3:
Characters 1 thru 5:    
Quantity with lead zeros to fill field.

Character 6:             
Encoded space.

Character 7 and 8:      
Abbreviated unit of issue.

(2) 
Each package, including intermediate and outer containers, and packing slip shall also be printed with the requisition number, Find Number and Discipline, quantity and unit of issue, contract number, any delivery order number, ship name and the project number such as "BENL-S3078".

(3)
The outer container shall be marked with the information in the upper left hand corner of the largest side.  For all containers larger than 2 cubic feet, the outer container shall be marked with the information in the upper left hand corner of two adjoining sides, which are a side and an end.
(4) 
The format and content of bar coding is subject to change, after 30 days notice, staying consistent with MIL-STD-129.  Individual Delivery Orders may waive Bar Coding.
(5) 
An example of package and packing slip marking is provided as Attachment II.
INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE
E.1. 
FOB POINT - ORIGIN
The Government inspection of the supplies or services to be furnished hereunder shall be performed by the cognizant Defense Contract Management Agency (DCMA) office at the contractor's or subcontractor's plant.

The acceptance of the supplies or services shall be conducted at destination.

Inspection may be accomplished at any work location involved and authorized government representatives shall be permitted to observe the work or to conduct inspection at all reasonable hours. Inspection or test by the Government of any services rendered or supplies furnished hereunder does not relieve the Contractor from any responsibility regarding defects or other failures to meet contract requirements which may be discovered prior to final acceptance by MARMC.
