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STATEMENT OF WORK
SHIPBOARD RECREATION FURNITURE

C.1         DESCRIPTIONS/SPECIFICATIONS 
C.1.1     OVERVIEW
The purpose of this contract is to provide Shipboard Recreation Furniture (as defined within the scope of work herein) and related material in support of the NAVSEA Shipboard Habitability Improvement Program in accordance with the delivery schedules herein.

The Contractor acknowledges that the contract is NOT an exclusive or mandatory source of supply for any of the contract line items herein.  The U.S. Navy has the right at any time to establish contracts, concessions, or other commercial arrangements that could create competition, if such is deemed in the best interests of the U.S. Navy. The Contractor shall not be entitled to an exclusive presence at any Government facility, activity, station, base or post.

C.1.2     GENERAL REQUIREMENTS:

All items shall be manufactured, tested and inspected in accordance with Military Performance Specification MIL- PRF-32038, "Shipboard Furniture, Fixtures, Fittings, and Accessories, General Specification for" and applicable Performance Specification Sheets as listed therein.  This specification supersedes MIL-F-902, "Furniture, Shipboard, Aluminum, General Specification for"; and MIL-F-243, Furniture, Shipboard, Steel, General Specification for”.  The applicable revision of MIL- PRF-32038 is revision A.

Where the requirements of the drawing invoked by the line item description differ from those of MIL‑PRF‑32038, the drawing shall prevail.  
All items shall have an inconspicuously located permanent label in accordance with MIL-PRF-32038 which shall include the Find Number, Manufacturer identification, applicable drawing number or specification and the requirements of MIL-PRF-32038.

Unless otherwise specifically stated in the Item Description or elsewhere under this section, paint shall be a Powder Coating in accordance paragraph 3.5.2 and 3.5.3 of MIL-PRF-32038.  Invoked color number 26586 is a beige semi-gloss (which is in the gray family under FED-STD-595).  Subbases shall be black color number 17038, unless otherwise indicated.  

Powder Coating system shall satisfy one of the following:
(1)  Shall be a Qualified Product in accordance with MIL-PRF-24712, or 
(2)  First Article Test documentation per MIL-PRF-24712 shall be submitted with First Article Samples, or 
(3)  Documentation shall be provided with First Article Samples confirming that the specific system, plant and process has been approved from NAVSEA code 05P23, mark.w.ingle@navy.mil.  Correspondence for NAVSEA shall be routed through the TPOC/SME for this contract.  
Note:  (At the time this was written, no systems had yet been listed on ASSIST as qualified.)  The applicable revision of MIL- PRF-24712 is revision A with amendment 1.  The applicable revision of FED-STD-595 is revision C with change notice 1.

Each item shall be complete and include all fasteners for a typical installation.  Fastener quantities provided shall include an overage of 20% more than needed.  Fasteners shall be packaged with each item or attached to the individual item, and are not to be provided in bulk.  For all items that install to a subbase, the subbase shall be included.

U.S. Navy Shipboard Furniture Catalog, posted at https://90machinery.navsses.navy.mil/habitability provides pictorial representations of many of the items.  Utilization of this reference is not required but may be useful to the Contractor in understanding the specifications and the intended general appearance of the items.  Requirements as stated in the Contract Line Item Descriptions, invoked drawings and this section take precedence over requirements stated in the U.S. Navy Shipboard Furniture Catalog.  A cross-reference between Find Numbers and "SFC Numbers" from the U.S. Navy Shipboard Furniture Catalog is as follows:

Drawings invoked by the line item description are posted on   www.MSCorpHab.com.  Limited Distribution drawings may be requested via www.MSCorpHab.com.  Each of the details from drawings 807-6251110 and 807-6737901 are separate and stand-alone.  Unless otherwise indicated, abbreviations are in accordance with ASME Y14.38, or as posted on www.MSCorpHab.com.

Many Military and Federal Specifications are being canceled and/or converted to commercial equivalents. Referenced drawings have not in all cases been updated to cite the currently applicable specification.  Line item descriptions cite applicable versions of specifications.  If a referenced specification has been canceled without replacement and the Line Item Description or Statement of Work does not cite an updated replacement specification, the manufacturer may substitute a commercial equivalent.  If there are optional choices available within the cited specifications that are not specified by the contract, the manufacturer shall select the grades and conditions etc. as the manufacturer recommends for Navy shipboard applications.

Unless otherwise stated, the applicable revision of each specification shall be the one that was in effect on 1 June 2013 as indicated by the DLA Acquisition Streamlining and Standardization System (ASSIST) database available through the Quick Search link from https://assist.dla.mil/online/start/.

All items shall be made strictly in accordance with the invoked drawing and this Statement of Work except where a Request for Deviation (RFD) or Engineering Change Proposal (ECP) has been approved explicitly for this contract.  RFDs and ECPs must be precisely defined.  The government may require detailed sketches, drawings, data or samples to clarify and document any requests.  Due to the Habitability nature of the items, appearance is a factor in the evaluation of all RFDs and ECPs.  No proprietary features are requested, desired or acceptable.  Submittals shall include contract number, applicable CLIN and Find Number, description of the differences, reason for the differences, cost impact, schedule impact, identification of units which are affected, any effect on logistics support, action taken to prevent future recurrence of any non-conformance, reference to all previous correspondence that is related to the RFD or ECP or similar requests, and the contractor's point-of contact including phone number, fax number, and e-mail address.  The submission of requests via e-mail is preferred.

Reference to a manufacturer's model number or item number is intended to be descriptive and not restrictive.  The referenced items represent the required sizes, configuration, materials, finish, quality, and workmanship.  Alternate proposals for items that are believed equal or a better value to the government are welcome.  For any item, vendors may propose equivalent commercial items.  For each alternate or substitute item, the vendor's proposal shall include a detailed description and catalog cuts, including renderings or photographs.  Additional detail, drawings, or even a sample, may be required to obtain approval if the catalog and description does not adequately describe the item.

Approval of all Drawings, Substitutes, Deviations, RFDs, or ECPs shall be by the requiring activity, Habitability Material Manager, Mid-Atlantic Maintenance Center (MARMC) Code 226.  Requests shall be e-mailed to baldev.gill@navy.mil.  MARMC will forward the Government response to the vendor no later than thirty (30) days after receipt.  Time will not be added to the vendor's production schedule because of failure to identify and submit requested deviations, waivers, drawings, RFDs, ECPs, or requests for clarification.

C.1.3     MERCURY EXCLUSION NOTICE

Mercury or mercury containing compounds shall not be intentionally added or come in direct contact with hardware or supplies furnished under this contract.  Any cases where mercury or a mercury compound has contacted hardware surfaces shall be reported to the requiring activity for their evaluation under NAVSEAINST 5100.3.  This requirement shall be passed to all suppliers and subcontractors.

C.1.4     STACKABLE TYPE RECREATION CHAIR (Find Number 0601 ARR) 

Chair shall have the following salient characteristics:
The cast aluminum chair seat shall be 18-1/4" + or - 1/8" overall width by 19-9/16" + or - 1/8" overall front to rear by 16-1/2" + or – 1/4" overall height.
The seat shall be cast from either 356-F or A-108 commercial aluminum alloy and shall be free from any imperfections that would affect strength or finished appearance.
The seat shall be a contoured body shell and shall be provided with four 7/8" minimum diameter mounting bosses on the underside containing either self-locking or cast in place 1/4"-20 tapping inserts, with a minimum thread depth of 3/4", and shall be located on 5-11/16" center to center spacing in a square pattern.  Inserts must be such as not to loosen during seat assembly or disassembly from the chair frame or when subject to ship vibrations.  
Mounting shall be centered in the seat width and the centerline of the pattern shall be located 10-3/8" + or - 1/16" from the front edge of the seat.  
The entire seat shall be free from sharp corners or edges.
The entire seat shell shall be finished with epoxy powder coating in accordance with paragraph 3.5.2 of MIL-PRF-32038.  The color shall be blue.
The chair frame shall be fabricated from 3/4" x 3/4" x 16 gage (1/16" nominal thickness) steel square plating quality
C1010 tubing.
The frame shall be all welded construction and shall be rigid (free from wobble and sway). 
The frame shall have two 1/4" x 1-1/4" bar members to support the cast aluminum seat.
The frame shall have guides on both rear legs to facilitate chair stacking alignment and to prevent tipping.
The frame shall be provided with molded nylon rub buttons, on both the front and rear legs to prevent metal to metal contact when the chairs are stacked.
The entire frame shall be finished bright chrome.  The plating must be full covering and free of any imperfections affecting appearance or resistance to corrosion.
The seat casting shall be installed upon the chair frame using 1/4"-20 zinc plated steel pan head machine screws, 1" long, with lock washers and flat washers.
1/16" thick neoprene washers shall be installed between each boss of the seat casting and the frame to prevent metal to metal contact.
The chair shall be provided with swivel guides with polyethylene caps and nylon bases (suggested source Saturn
Glide, Part No. 031-ZP-2750-425-LK-NN by Carpin Manufacturing, phone 800-227-7461).
The finished chair assembly shall be 20" + or - 1/8" overall width by 22-1/2" + or – 1/4" overall front to rear by 30-
3/4" + or – 1/4" overall height.
The chair shall have a net weight of no more than 15 pounds.
The chair shall be capable of stacking ten high without tipping or otherwise creating a safety hazard when stacked by themselves or when mixed in a stack with any combination of chairs with the same specifications.

C.1.5     COFFEE AND END TABLES (Find Numbers 9256AE and 9256AF)

High pressure plastic laminate (HPPL) color and pattern shall be equal to "Formica", Natural Oak, No. 346 with Matte Finish, Thickness Grade 10 (see www.formica.com), or equal in accordance MIL-P-17171, Type I.
Items shall include two stainless steel angle clips formed from 1/8” x 1” stainless steel flat bar and two 1/4"-20 UNC steel bolts and lock nuts for bolting through legs to attach legs to the deck.  One half inch down from the top shall be drilled with a 9/32" diameter hole.  The height of the clip shall suit the fastener above the bottom of the leg or glide.  The 1” x 1” bottom of the clip shall be drilled with a 1/2" diameter hole for plug welding to the deck.  The furniture leg shall not be pre-drilled for the mounting clip.  The applicable revision of MIL- P-17171 is revision E.

C.1.6    LOUNGE CHAIRS (Find Number 9260S ARR) and TRANSOM SOFA SECTIONS  (Find Numbers 9260T, 9260U and 9260V ARR)

The Transom Sofas shall be formed by bolting two or more Lounge Chairs or sections together, using one set of arms.  The Contractor shall ensure that all Lounge Chairs and Transom Sofas are manufactured so as to be capable of being interchangeably bolted together to form a sectional Transom Sofa.  Each Find Number 9260S, 9260ST and 9260SU shall include two arms.

Artificial leather upholstery material, quality, texture and color shall be Naugahyde, Pheonix, PH-63 Navy Blue (See www.naugahyde.com, Transportation Product Line), or equal that is in compliance with MIL-STD-1623 for Vinyl Upholstery material.  This upholstery material also applies to CHAIRS Find Numbers 3601 and 3602.

Foam rubber padding shall comply with MIL-PRF-20092, Type II, Class 5, Condition-C Firm.  The applicable revision of MIL- PRF-20092 is revision M.

Each Find Number shall include two stainless steel angle clips formed from 1/8” x 1” stainless steel flat bar and two 1/4"-20 UNC steel bolts and lock nuts for bolting through legs to attach legs to the deck.  One half inch down from the top shall be drilled with a 9/32" diameter hole.  The height of the clip shall be to suit the fastener above the glide.  The 1” x 1” bottom of the clip shall be drilled with a 1/2" diameter hole for plug welding to the deck.  The furniture leg shall not be pre-drilled for the mounting clip.  

PACKAGING AND MARKING

D.1          PRESERVATION, PACKAGING, PACKING AND MARKING

ALL ITEMS SHALL COMPLY WITH THE FOLLOWING REQUIREMENTS:  Preservation, packaging, packing and marking shall be in accordance with ASTM D3951 "Standard Practice for Commercial Packaging," and as additionally noted herein.  Materials are for Department of Defense and intended for immediate use, and are not intended for export.

(1)  Packaging and packing shall be sufficient to afford adequate protection against deterioration and physical damaging (including marring or abrasion to finished surfaces) during shipment and handling.  Packaging shall be suitable for stacking during transit.  The vendor is responsible to correct any damage due to inadequate packaging.

(2)  Each shipment larger than 70 pounds or 12 cubic feet shall be palletized for handling with a fork lift.

(3)  The contractor shall provide a packing list identifying the contents of each shipment with the shipment.  DD Form 250 "Material Inspection and Receiving Report" may be used as the packing list provided that it contains all of the information required below and that it applies to the specific shipment.

(4)  In addition to other marking requirements on the packing, each individual item or partial item shall be marked (on a label or tag that will not mar the final finish) with the applicable Find Number (FN) indicated in the line item description. Partial items shall be marked, "Part of FN XXXX."

(5)  The use of asbestos, excelsior, loose fill polystyrene, newspaper or shredded paper of all types (including waxed paper, computer paper and similar hygroscopic or non-neutral material) is prohibited.

D.2            BAR CODING AND MARKING

In addition to labels and marking required elsewhere, each package, including intermediate and outer containers, and a packing slip with each shipment, shall be marked and Bar Coded with each applicable Requisition Number (REQN), Find Number, Discipline, Quantity, and Unit of  Issue.

(1)  Marking and bar code shall be in accordance with ASTM D3951 and the following additional details.  The information to be bar coded shall be as required herein only.  Bar code shall be in the 3 of 9 format.  Bar coded information shall be on 3 lines as follows:

Line 1	Characters 1 thru 16: 	Requisition number including dashes.
Line 2	Characters 1 thru 6: 	Find Number, including leading zeros to fill field.
Character 7:		Encoded space.
Characters 8 thru 11:	Discipline such as "ARR", "VENT", "ELEC", or
				"PIPE" with leading encoded spaces to fill field.
Line 3 	Characters 1 thru 5:	Quantity with lead zeros to fill field.
Character 6:		Encoded space.
Character 7 and 8:	Abbreviated unit of issue.

(2)  Each package, including intermediate and outer containers, and packing slip shall also be printed with the requisition number, Find Number and Discipline, quantity and unit of issue, contract number, any Delivery Order number, ship name and the project number, such as "BENL-S3078”.

(3)  The outer container shall be marked with the information in the upper left hand corner of the largest side.  For all containers larger than 2 cubic feet, the outer container shall be marked with the information in the upper left hand corner of two adjoining sides, which are a side and an end.

(4)  The format and content of bar coding is subject to change, after 30 days notice, staying consistent with MIL-STD-129.  Individual Delivery Orders may waive Bar Coding.

(5)  An example of package and packing slip marking is provided as Attachment II.

INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE

E.1. 	FOB POINT - ORIGIN

The Government inspection of the supplies or services to be furnished hereunder shall be performed by the cognizant Defense Contract Management Agency (DCMA) office at the contractor's or subcontractor's plant.

The acceptance of the supplies or services shall be conducted at destination.

Inspection may be accomplished at any work location involved and authorized government representatives shall be permitted to observe the work or to conduct inspection at all reasonable hours. Inspection or test by the Government of any services rendered or supplies furnished hereunder does not relieve the Contractor from any responsibility regarding defects or other failures to meet contract requirements which may be discovered prior to final acceptance by MARMC.

SPECIAL CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS

G.1 	MINIMUM AND MAXIMUM QUANTITIES

The contract minimum amount is a total of $100.00 worth of first year orders at the contract unit prices.  This is for the base year only.


FIRST ARTICLE APPROVAL INSPECTION 

First article samples will be ordered on a Delivery Order at the contract price for the applicable CLIN.  The first article samples will become government property.  Samples only apply in the base year.  First Article Approval Inspection is not expected to be destructive, and it is anticipated that the samples will be utilized by the government as part of a regular ship project.  First article samples shall include submittal of a copy of the applicable documentation for the powder coat paint system.  The following Find Numbers will require First Article Approval by the government:
