Specific requirements:  The exercise requires role players to execute numerous scenarios equating to approximately 3-4 hours of walking over rough terrain or sand throughout the morning to early evening each day.  This involves scenarios that are in a field environment in 30-100 degree temperatures.  Role players should be physically fit and able to stay with the team being trained.  No less than six (6) role players should be males between the age of 18 and 45 with a basic understanding of military tasks and structure to serve as simulated host nation military forces during specified scenarios.   It is preferred that these role-players be certified to carry and use blank-firing weapons.  No less than four (4) additional role players should be proficient in both Tagalog and English in order to be utilized as embedded interpreters during specified scenarios.  Role-players will be used interchangeably in scenarios involving both simulated region.  Role-players must be prepared to execute and support training scenarios at two locations simultaneously.
