NAVY CLOTHING AND TEXTILE RESEARCH FACILITY
TITLE: Protective Clothing Research, Development, Testing and Evaluation, Engineering and Analysis for the Navy Clothing and Textile Research Facility                 

1.0 BACKGROUND.  The Navy Clothing and Textile Research Facility (NCTRF), a tenant organization located on the United States Army Natick Soldier Research, Development, & Engineering Center (NSRDEC) has identified a need for integrated basic and applied research, developmental coordination, acquisition, engineering support, test & evaluation, preparation to/of fielding a diverse family of CBRN (Chemical, Biological, Radiological and Nuclear), ballistic defense, flame resistant and other protective clothing and equipment products. Users of CBRN and ballistic defense technologies and products are joint services, including Navy, Marine Corps, Air Force, Army, Special Operations and Coast Guard. The mission of NCTRF is to provide services in the areas of personnel survivability through analysis, acquisition, design, development, testing and fielding of chemical/biological (CB), ballistic, flame resistant, and other protective clothing and equipment. NCTRF supports various organizations such as the Joint Program Manager Protection (JPM P), Naval Sea Systems Command (NAVSEA) and the Office of Naval Research (ONR) in the development of protective clothing and equipment for United States military personnel. These programs require the full spectrum of technical and programmatic tasks in order to maximize protection and mission performance. 

2.0 OBJECTIVE. The primary purpose of this TAT is to study, analyze, advise, research, and develop deliverables to advance scientific and technical information through the application of knowledge and resources in achieving NCTRF’s mission requirements defined herein.  The objective of this TAT is to provide research and development support for CB and multifunctional protection technologies, encompassing development from technology inception to transition.  Support shall include research, development, maturation, demonstration, and transition of new technologies while also providing Science and Technology (S&T) solutions for the sustainment of fielded technologies.  This will be accomplished through analysis of CB, ballistic, flame resistant, and other protection technologies and systems, and analysis of resulting test data.   Additional program support shall include market surveys; identification of emerging requirements; materials and design concept development; fabrication of design concept prototypes for new protective clothing and equipment systems; conduct of laboratory tests and field demonstrations; analysis,  reporting and documentation.

3.0
3.0  TASKS.  The contractor shall design, develop and fabricate prototypes for CB, ballistic, flame resistant, and other protective clothing and equipment.  The contractor will also modify existing designs and prototypes in response to assessments conducted under NCTRF managed programs.  Physical properties testing, system level testing (including wear testing) and other testing to verify performance shall be conducted. Textile technology, biomedical engineering, human factors, physical sciences, quality control, and statistical analysis of NCTRF-managed programs may be required.  The tasks shall be performed independent of Government supervision or direction. Tasks will include the following in support of the NCTRF: 
3.1 Task 1. Support to Protective Materials Research and Development. The following task shall require 100% capability at the beginning of the Period of Performance (PoP) to ensure program continuity.  Provide technical expertise to advance material science, support development and maturation of emerging and innovative technologies, and demonstrate performance for CB and multifunctional protection applications.  Provide R&D support on-site at NCTRF in the area of CB protective textile science and technology, engineering, manufacture scale-up, testing & analysis. The support provided shall include expertise in areas of S&T related to fibers, coatings, films, and textiles as applied to the CB Defense mission, ballistics, and other protective clothing.  Material development shall focus on the following capabilities to include: protection against full spectrum of CB warfare agents and Toxic Industrial Chemical (TIC) and Material (TIM) battlefield threats to include liquids, gases, aerosols and solids; super-omniphobicity; reduced thermal burden; improved flame and insect resistance; and other properties important for military clothing.  The contractor shall provide technical support to all tasks within this PWS, as needed, for materials development, scale-up and integration; garment design, novel fabrication technique development; and scale-up of technologies from bench level to low level production. The task shall necessitate interface and coordination with industry and universities. Provide technical support through the following objectives:
3.1.1 Coordinate and oversee NCTRF in-house fiber and textile texting and data analysis.
3.1.2 Support coordination and oversight of textile material scale-up that may include working with multiple vendors concurrently to ensure schedule, performance, and quality requirements are met.
3.1.3 Provide testing support to garment design development and integration of materials into novel garment design prototypes, final garment concept prototype fabrication, and delivery.
3.1.4 Support data analysis and preparation of technical reports.

3.2 Task 2. Novel Concept and System Design, Integration and Assessment.  Provide protective garment systems and component design and analysis support.  The goal is to continue to enhance development of protective ensembles and components with low thermal burden that meet customer, user, and stakeholder requirements.  The following task shall require 100% capability at the beginning of the PoP to ensure program continuity.  Provide technical expertise to advance material science, support development and maturation of emerging and innovative technologies, and demonstrate performance for CB, ballistic, flame resistant, and multifunctional protection applications.  Provide technical support through the following objectives:
3.2.1 Concept Development. Provide recommendations for protective clothing (e.g. CB, ballistic, flame resistant) and equipment/systems to include novel designs, material integration and fabrication into concept prototypes to demonstrate new technologies. Assess the latest in novel designs, materials, and components from Government, industry, and academia as well as legacy and developmental ensembles, systems and/or components. Utilize existing modeling tools, that may support garment design and predicting thermal and chemical performance of a system, to continue to develop understanding of protective material and garment performance and inform design. Collect input for the development and implementation of analysis/decision tools to support the optimization of protective material and material matrices and protective ensembles.  Data collection shall include researching and providing the requisite data necessary toward the development and/or advancements of computer simulation demonstrations and modeling assessments of protective materials, clothing and integrated systems, to include protective threat protection and management of the effects of thermal burden. Attend Integrated Product Team (IPT) meetings to include design development, test planning, results briefs, and other meetings related to individual protective component/system development and demonstration; support user field demonstrations; and support major project/program reviews.   For major project reviews, prepare a report describing and summarizing the tasks performed, results, and recommendations.  Support the Government in coordinating testing and user assessments to inform design and document findings and recommendations. 

3.2.2 a) Design of Protective Clothing Systems and Concept Prototypes. Conduct chemical/biological clothing design in stages to allow for iterative user and test data feedback that ensure final designs meet Government needs. Novel garment designs shall include integration of Government and/or industry developed materials/technologies and may require the utilization of new and existing modeling capabilities to aid in design for chemical and thermal performance, where applicable.  Garments may integrate novel developmental materials including those developed through this TAT and industry-developed materials. Designs shall include development and assessment of novel closures and seam sealing techniques suitable for novel material technologies that can be scaled in manufacture.  Coordinate with prospective manufacturers for garment prototyping that may include development of novel fabrication processes, such as seam sealing. Garments for demonstration purposes shall be fabricated and delivered to the Government in sufficient quantities for technical and user demonstration purposes. All designs and process shall be documented and maintained, and final patterns/drawings shall be delivered to the Government when suitable for garment manufacture.

b) Conduct Marine Corps uniform and protective clothing design development in stages to allow for iterative user and test data feedback that ensure final designs meet Government needs. Coordinate with prospective manufacturers for garment prototyping. Garments for demonstration purposes shall be fabricated and delivered to the Government in sufficient quantities for technical and user demonstration purposes. All designs and process shall be documented and maintained, and final patterns/drawings shall be delivered to the Government when suitable for garment manufacture.

3.3 Task 3. Protective Clothing Textile Physical Property and System Level Test Support. Provide laboratory testing coordination for simulant testing and laboratory support off site for live agent testing. Supports planning, oversight of test execution, and conducts testing within NCTRF and by other test agencies (to include test services herein); maintain test item control.  Characterization may include materials including those that are super-omniophobic, CB warfare agent reactive, antimicrobial, ballistic, flame resistant, multi-functional fibers, nano-fibers and composites, non-wovens, and smart textiles (e.g., to include CB Warfare agent sensing, responsive and/or adaptive materials).  The following task shall require 100% capability at the beginning of the PoP to ensure program continuity.  Provide technical support through the following objectives:
3.3.1 Physical Property Testing.  Testing may include: characterization and assessment of materials for super-omnio-phobicty and application of latest available methods to assess performance with chemical warfare agents (CWAs) and other battlefield relevant threats; chemical and biological simulant agent permeation to include those of liquids, vapors, and aerosols; operation of and testing using  a wide variety of laboratory equipment to include Nuclear Magnetic Resonance (NMR) and gas chromatography-mass spectrometry (GC-MS); and support to laboratory managers in the operation and sustainment of laboratory.   Assess laboratory safety and regulatory compliance for new laboratory methods being employed.  Safety protocols shall be developed for unique laboratory procedures and testing of CB protective and multi-functional materials including Job Hazard Analysis (JHA).
3.3.2 System Level Testing.  Provide research analysis to the Government for testing and assessment of protective garments/components/systems to include conduct of surveys, focus groups, operational demonstrations and other similar user and technical test events to support protective ensemble/system concept development and assessment Government needs.  Test and evaluate the thermal and evaporative properties of protective clothing/equipment using thermal sweating manikins, thermal sweating foot, thermal sweating hand and thermal conductive instruments and operate/maintain thermal test equipment.
3.4 Task 4. Protective Clothing Materials and Ensemble System Testing Services.  Provide laboratory testing services for protective clothing materials and ensembles.  The following task shall require 100% capability at the beginning of the PoP to ensure program continuity.
3.4.1 Fiber/Swatch Testing Services. Provide physical and chemical analysis testing support and services for both developmental and/or commercial fibers, textiles swatches, films and coatings. Provide laboratory swatch testing using Government qualified CB laboratories, to assess novel materials/components for protection against the full spectrum of battlefield threats to include live chemical and biological agents in liquid, aerosol, vapor and/or solid form. Live agent chemical testing shall be conducted using Aerosol Vapor Liquid Assessment Group (AVLAG) and Chemical & Biological Agent Resistance test methods, or other emerging and next generation test methods. 9.0 PERSONNEL QUALIFICATIONS.

CONTRACT ADMINISTRATION PLAN (CAP) 

FOR COST TYPE CONTRACTS 
In order to expedite the administration of this contract, the following delineation of duties is provided. The names, addresses and phone numbers for these offices or individuals are included elsewhere in the contract award document. The office or individual designated as having responsibility should be contacted for any questions, clarifications or information regarding the administration function assigned. 

1. The Procuring Contract Office (PCO) is responsible for:

a. All pre-award duties such as solicitation, negotiation and award of contracts.


b. Any information or questions during the pre-award stage of the procurement.


c. Freedom of Information inquiries.


d. Changes in contract terms and/or conditions.


e. Post award conference.

2. The Contract Administration Office (CAO) is responsible for matters specified in FAR 42.302, except those areas otherwise designated as the responsibility of the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) or someone else herein. 

3. The Defense Contract Audit Agency (DCAA) is responsible for audit verification/provisional approval of invoices and final audit of this contract prior to final payment to the contractor.

4. The paying office is responsible for making payment of proper invoices after acceptance is documented.

5. The Ordering Officer is responsible for:

a. Requesting, obtaining and evaluating proposals for orders to be issued.


b. Determining that the price/estimated cost of the order is fair and reasonable for the effort proposed.


c. Obligating the funds by issuance of the delivery order.


d. Authorizing the contractor to begin performance.


e. Providing subcontract approval.


f. Monitoring direct costs on orders issued.
NOTE: The PCO and the Ordering Officer may be the same individual, but in no case shall the COR perform the duties of the Ordering Officer.

6. The Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) is responsible for interface with the contractor and performance of duties such as those set forth below. It is emphasized that only the PCO/CAO has the authority to modify the terms of the contract. In no event will any understanding, agreement, modification, change order, or other matter deviating from the terms of the basic contract between the contractor and any other person be effective or binding on the government. If in the opinion of the contractor an effort outside the scope of the contract is requested, the contractor shall promptly notify the PCO in writing. No action may be taken by the contractor unless the PCO or CAO has issued a contractual change. The COR duties are as follows:
 
a. Technical Interface


(1) The COR is responsible for all Government technical interface concerning the contractor and furnishing technical instructions to the contractor. These instructions may include: technical advice/recommendations/clarifications of specific details relating to technical aspects of contract requirements; milestones to be met within the general terms of the contract or specific subtasks of the contract; or, any other interface of a technical nature necessary for the contractor to perform the work specified in the contract or order. The COR is the point of contact through whom the contractor can relay questions and problems of a technical nature to the PCO.


(2) The COR is prohibited from issuing any instruction which would constitute a contractual change. The COR shall not instruct the contractor how to perform. If there is any doubt whether technical instructions contemplated fall within the scope of work, contact the PCO for guidance before transmitting the instructions to the contractor.

b. Contract Surveillance


(1) The COR shall monitor the contractor's performance and progress under the contract. In performing contract surveillance duties, the COR should exercise extreme care to ensure that he/she does not cross the line of personal services. The COR must be able to distinguish between surveillance (which is proper and necessary) and supervision (which is not permitted). Surveillance becomes supervision when you go beyond enforcing the terms of the contract. If the contractor is directed to perform the contract services in a specific manner, the line is being crossed. In such as situation, the COR's actions would be equivalent to using the contractor's personnel as if they were government employees and would constitute transforming the contract into one for personal services.


(2) The COR shall monitor the contractor's performance to see that inefficient or wasteful methods are not being used. If such practices are observed, the COR is responsible for taking reasonable and timely action to alert the contractor and the PCO to the situation. When contract performance is taking place at a government location, the COR shall also monitor contractor employees performing under the contract with regard to kind, number and hours worked to ensure that the contractor is properly charging time applied to the contract. A record of such personal observations should be kept and compared with charges invoiced by the contractor for that task and time frame. This information can also be used as a tool in evaluating the contractor certificate of performance. It is essential that the COR coordinate these efforts with the CAO designated in the contract.


(3) The COR will take timely action to alert the PCO to any potential performance problems. If performance schedule slippage is detected, the COR should determine the factors causing the delay and report them to the PCO, along with the contractor's proposed actions to eliminate or overcome these factors and recover the slippage. Once a recovery plan has been put in place, the COR is responsible for monitoring the recovery and keeping the PCO advised of progress.


(4) The COR shall maintain surveillance of the contractor's performance to determine if the percentage of work performed reasonably corresponds to the percentage of funds expended. This responsibility requires a thorough review of the contractor's progress reports. The COR shall immediately report to the PCO any difficulties perceived in this area. The COR is also responsible for providing the contractor with any written comments the PCO may make in response to the progress reports and/or personal observations of the COR.


(5) If the Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS) is applicable to the contract you are responsible for completing a Contractor Performance Assessment Report (CPAR) in the CPARS Automated Information System (AIS).  The initial CPAR, under an eligible contract, must reflect evaluation of at least 180 days of contractor performance.  The completed CPAR, including contractor comments if any, (NOTE: contractors are allowed 30 days to input their comments) should be available in the CPARS AIS for reviewing official (PCO) review no later than 270 days after start of contract performance.  Subsequent CPARs covering any contract option periods should be ready at 1-year intervals thereafter. 

c. Invoice Review and Approval/Inspection and Acceptance


(1) The COR is responsible for quality assurance of services performed and acceptance of the services or deliverables. The COR shall expeditiously review copies of the contractor's invoices or vouchers, certificate of performance and all other supporting documentation to determine the reasonableness of the billing. In making this determination, the COR must take into consideration all documentary information available and any information developed from personal observations. 


(2) The COR must indicate either complete or partial concurrence with the contractor's invoice/voucher by executing the applicable certificate of performance furnished by the contractor. The COR may request DCAA to take a payment offset on questioned costs, when documentary evidence or personal observations do not support submitted invoices. The COR shall notify DCAA when questioned costs have been resolved with the contractor. The COR will ensure that DCAA conducts floor checks and/or timecard checks when actual monitoring is not feasible. The COR will be cognizant of the invoicing procedures and the prompt payment due dates detailed elsewhere in the contract.


(3) The COR will provide the PCO and the CAO with copies of acceptance documents such as Certificates of Performance. 


(4) Upon completion of all services under the contract, the COR shall work with the Contractor to obtain and execute a final voucher no more than 60 days after completion of performance.  The COR shall ensure that the voucher is clearly marked as a “Final Voucher.”

d. Contract Modifications/Orders Under Indefinite Delivery Contracts. 


(1) The COR is responsible for developing the statement of work for tasking orders, change orders or modifications and for preparing an independent government cost estimate of the effort described in the proposed statement of work.


(2) Once the Ordering Officer has requested and received the contractor's proposal the COR shall review and evaluate the contractor's proposal and furnish comments and recommendations to the authorized Ordering Officer, as appropriate.


(3) The COR may interface with the contractor to obtain necessary information to assist in his/her development of the task statements, but the contractor shall not develop the task.

e. Administrative Duties


(1) The COR is responsible for taking appropriate action on technical correspondence pertaining to the contract and for maintaining files on each contract. This includes all modifications, government cost estimates, contractor invoices/vouchers, certificates of performance, DD 250 forms and contractor's status reports. 


(2) The COR shall maintain files on all correspondence relating to contractor performance, whether satisfactory or unsatisfactory, and on trip reports for all government personnel visiting the contractor's place of business for the purpose of discussing the contract. 


(3) The COR must take prompt action to provide the PCO with any contractor or technical code request for change, deviation or waiver, along with any supporting analysis or other required documentation. 

f. Government Furnished Property. When government property is to be furnished to the contractor, the COR will take the necessary steps to ensure that it is furnished in a timely fashion and in proper condition for use. The COR will maintain adequate records to ensure that property furnished is returned and/or that material has been consumed in the performance of work.

g. Security. The COR is responsible for ensuring that any applicable security requirements are strictly adhered to.

h. Standards of Conduct. The COR is responsible for reading and complying with all applicable agency standards of conduct and conflict of interest instructions.

i. Written Report/Contract Completion Statement.


(1) The COR is responsible for timely preparation and submission to the PCO, of a written, annual evaluation of the contractors performance.  The report shall be submitted within 30 days prior to the exercise of any contract option and 60 days after contract completion.  The report shall include a written statement that services were received in accordance with the Contract terms and that the contract is now available for close-out.  The report shall also include a statement as to the use made of any deliverables furnished by the contractor.  For contracts where delivery orders are issued, one consolidated report which addresses all actions under the contract may be submitted.


(2) If the Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS) is applicable to the contract you are responsible for completing a final Contractor Performance Assessment Report (CPAR) in the CPARS with 30 days of contract completion.


(3) The COR is responsible for providing necessary assistance to the Contracting Officer in performing Contract Close-out in accordance with FAR 4.804, Closeout of Contract Files.
7. The Technical Assistant (TA), if appointed, is responsible for providing routine administration and monitoring assistance to the COR. The TA does not have the authority to provide any technical direction or clarification to the contract. Duties that may be performed by the TA are as follows: 

a. Identify contractor deficiencies to the COR. 

b. Review contract/delivery order deliverables, recommend acceptance/rejection, and provide the COR with documentation to support the recommendation.

c Assist in preparing the final report on contractor performance for the applicable contract/delivery order in accordance with the format and procedures prescribed by the COR.

d. Identify contract noncompliance with reporting requirements to the COR.

e. Evaluate the contractor's proposals for specific delivery orders and identify, for the COR, any potential problems, areas of concern, or issues to be discussed during negotiations.

f. Review contractor status and progress reports, identify deficiencies to the COR, and provide the COR with recommendations regarding acceptance, rejection, and/or Government technical clarification requests.

g. Review invoices for the appropriate mix of types and quantities of labor, materials, and other direct costs, and provide the COR with recommendations to facilitate COR certification of the invoice.

h. Provide the COR with timely input regarding technical clarifications for the statement of work, possible technical direction to provide the contractor, and recommend corrective actions.

i. Provide detailed written reports of any trip, meeting, or conversation to the COR subsequent to any interface between the TA and contractor.

252.232-7006 WIDE AREA WORKFLOW PAYMENT INSTRUCTIONS (MAY 2013)

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause—

Department of Defense Activity Address Code (DoDAAC) is a six position code that uniquely identifies a unit, activity, or organization.

Document type means the type of payment request or receiving report available for creation in Wide Area WorkFlow (WAWF).

Local processing office (LPO) is the office responsible for payment certification when payment certification is done external to the entitlement system.

(b) Electronic invoicing. The WAWF system is the method to electronically process vendor payment requests and receiving reports, as authorized by DFARS 252.232-7003, Electronic Submission of Payment Requests and Receiving Reports.

(c) WAWF access. To access WAWF, the Contractor shall—

(1) Have a designated electronic business point of contact in the System for Award Management at https://www.acquisition.gov; and

(2) Be registered to use WAWF at https://wawf.eb.mil/ following the step-by-step procedures for self-registration available at this web site.
