EXHIBIT DESIGN AND FABRICATION FOR 

THE U.S. NAVAL ACADEMY MUSEUM, ANNAPOLIS, MD 

Background: 

The Naval Academy Museum will present a special exhibit from 20 June 2015 through 20 December 2015 on the history of the United States Naval Institute. The exhibit is intended to provide a broad history of the U.S. Naval Institute, its mission, and it relationship to the United States Naval Academy and the evolution of naval thought – strategic, operational, and tactical.  

This scope of work is for the fabrication and installation of the completed design.  The contractor will be required to develop detailed shop drawings for government review and approval prior to fabrication and installation of the exhibit elements.  

The fabrication team will be required to visit the site and take detailed measurements before start of fabrication to ensure that the exhibit elements are compatible with the space.  

The completed exhibit shall include all of the exhibit features including the exhibits, graphic panels, lettering, videos, wall treatments, window scrims and audio-visual equipment.  There are a large number of Quick Response (QR) codes planned for inclusion in the exhibit as a means of providing more in-depth information to the visitor.  The content of the QR codes will be developed and installed by government representatives.  

Overview:  

The design team will be required to visit the site and take detailed measurements before start of design to ensure that the design is compatible with the space.  The US Naval Academy will provide rough sketch, text and artifacts for the exhibit.

The exhibits will be designed in a collaborative effort by the exhibit designer and government representatives.  The general themes of the exhibit will be a broad overview displaying a history of naval thought through the United States Naval Institute.  The purpose of the exhibits is to make midshipmen aware of the contributions of their predecessors in advancing naval thought through the medium of the United States Naval Institute.  

The designated space for the exhibit is 800 square feet total, including all circulation space through the exhibit.  

The displays will be primarily text and graphic based with a small amount (<25%) of artifact and video display.  All artifacts used in the displays will be provided by the Naval Academy and may include trophies, historic artifacts, plaques, and other memorabilia as the design requires.  

The Naval Academy Museum and the United States Naval Institute have an extensive photography and video libraries that will be made available for use in the exhibit.  Selection of photographs and video from this library for use in the exhibit will be made by the exhibit designer with input from government representatives.  

Videos used in the displays will be employed at a minimum and shall be developed to a concept level using story boards and scripts developed under the direction of the Director of the Naval Academy Museum.  

The completed design shall include location and layout of the exhibit features including design of the exhibits, display features, and interpretive elements.  As the visitor passes through the exhibit space, they shall be told an unfolding story and come to understand the history of naval concepts through the United States Naval Institute.  The Director of the Museum and Dr. Harmon will provide general storyboards for the exhibit as well text to be used for various panels.

Design:

The exhibit designer shall provide exhibit design, as needed, for the following elements:

- Exhibit design and specifications for purposes of fabrication

- Free standing gallery partitions

- Glass or Plexiglas barriers

- Casework, display cases, cabinets for visitor-activated video and audio programs

- Display platforms

- Interpretive and exhibit panels

- Interactive displays 

- Signage

- Graphic design, selection of photographs, photo murals, display transparencies, screen-printed labels and graphics

- Exhibit lighting

Fabrication and Installation:

The exhibit fabricator and installer shall provide the following elements as shown in the design documents:

- Five glass cases currently in the exhibit area will be modified with wheels to ensure mobility.

- Casework, display cases, cabinets for visitor-activated video and audio programs

- Interpretive and exhibit panels

- One panel and exhibit case will be assigned for the history of the Naval Lyceum

- One panel and exhibit case will be assigned for the founding of the Naval Institute

- Subsequent panels and exhibit cases will be provided on a decade-by-decade approach beginning with the 1870s and ending with the 2000s 

- Signage

- Selection of photographs, photo murals, decals, printed graphic wallpapers, screen-printed labels and graphics.

- Exhibit lighting integral to the exhibits.

- Backlit graphics and lettering.  

- The mobile app and QR code content will be developed by government representatives.  Graphic panels describing the mobile app and the QR codes shall be provided throughout the exhibit as specified in the design.

Schedule of Deliverables:


- Week 1 (March 7): Meet with customer on site and conduct site investigations.


- Week 2 (March 14): Present 20% Concept Design and Specifications to customer in Annapolis.


- Week 3 (March 24): Receive written comments back from customer.
