1.Expected windows for Period of Performance are 18 MAY 2015 to 23 MAY 2015 and 01 JUNE 2015 to 12 JUNE 2015.  Work is expected to take approximately two(2) weeks total to order/ fabricate materials and conduct installation.  Period of Performance is subject to change based on operational needs and contractor is expected to be flexible with sudden changes to schedule.

The following are the specific work requirements by the vendor:  

Removal of the following:

· Remove and dispose all old wall coverings; approximately 135 linear feet of vinyl wall covering, corner desk unit, 1 each of locker, receptacles.
Procurement and installation of the following:
· Wall Covering: approximately 135 linear feet Class 2 type vinyl wall covering.  Wall Covering color or pattern to be approved by the Ship’s Chaplain, LT Michael Geoghegan or RP1 Jerry Hutchins.
· Pulpit: 1 each of laminated w/lift top storage, and adjustable shelves with pencil trim style.
· Ship’s Chaplain, LT Michael Geoghegan or RP1 Jerry Hutchins will approve drawing before fabrication.
· Locker: 1 each approximately 36”x 78”x 20”locker w/ coat hanger(s) and 3 each of drawers in bottom section with pencil trim style.
· Desk unit: 1 each of 40” unit (approx.) with pencil trim, CPU storage, 1 each of leg, back splash.
· One accent bulkhead:  Approximately 25 linear feet of HPPL (wood laminate). Three bulkheads 110 linear feet with class2 wall covering.  All colors or patterns must be approved by the Ship’s Chaplain, LT Michael Geoghegan or RP1 Jerry Hutchins.

The contractor furnished equipment (CFE) must be of construction similar to that of commonly used Navy Shipboard spaces and in accordance with CD-NSWC and NAVSEA specifications.  Generally, the furniture and office equipment must be IAW Navy standard and hull type drawings, or military, Federal, or Navy authorized commercial specifications, or have a certified test/evaluation or controlled shipboard performance testing with approval by NSWCCD-SSES CODE 974.

Prior to material delivery or installation, the contractor shall provide the ship and the contracting officer with a written certificate of conformity from the contractor, stating that the materials procured for installation meet applicable NAVSEA specifications and drawings.  These specifications include, but are not limited to, MIL-PRF-32038 (Shipboard Furniture, Fixtures, Fittings, and Accessories General Specification for, Performance Specification), MIL-STD-1623 (Fire Performance Requirements and Approved Specifications for Interior Finish Materials and Furnishings, Naval Shipboard Use, Military Standard), and NAVSEA Drawing Number 803-5959610/A (Furniture Construction Details).
