Subj:  STATEMENT OF WORK FOR COMMODORE’S CABIN (02-59-4-L)
1. Period of Performance are 18 MAY 2015 to 23 MAY 2015 and 01 JUNE 2015 to 12 JUNE 2015.  Period of Performance is subject to change based on operational needs and contractor is expected to be flexible with sudden changes to schedule.  
2. 
The following are the specific work requirements by the contractor:
Procurement, Removal, and Installation of the following:

· Relocate:  Current (old) L-Shaped: desk from Commodore’s Cabin (02-59-4-L) and appropriately re-install this desk unit in Supply Office space (02-113-1-Q).
· L-shape desk unit:  New desk unit will consist of 2 each CPU storage w/top drawer, 2 drawer file, 3 drawer pedestal, and pencil drawer, printer cabinet w/ pullout tray and top drawer, kick panel.  Exterior of desk unit shall have pencil trim on facial and all drawer faces.
· Credenza: 1 Each of 78” x 18” x 30” (approx.) w/ sliding doors and adjustable shelves, all wires shall be hidden with a back panel over credenza.

· Sofa: Using existing will be ungraded by thicker cushions and new foam and upholstered in a type 2 fabric.

· Dining table: Modify existing table to a longer length by adding on approximately 18 inches.

· Buffet Unit: One (1) each of 6’ x 36”x 19” (approx.) w/ laminated top and back splash, unit shall consist of one (1) each of drawer unit and 2 each of doors w/ top drawer.

· Decking: Approximately 246 square feet of SPACIA floor tile in accordance with NAVSEA standard items 009-32, 009-26.
· Wall Covering: Approximately 30 square yards of type 2 vinyl wall covering.  All associated trim and two interior doors shall be painted to match back ground color of wall covering. Color to be selected by the Supply Officer.

Contractor will be responsible for removal and proper disposal of excess material and waste from the work conducted.  
4. 
The contractor furnished equipment (CFE) must be of construction similar to that of commonly used Navy Shipboard spaces and in accordance with CD-NSWC and NAVSEA specifications.  Generally, the furniture and office equipment must be IAW Navy standard and hull type drawings, or military, Federal, or Navy authorized commercial specifications, or have a certified test/evaluation or controlled shipboard performance testing with approval by NSWCCD-SSES CODE 974.

Prior to material delivery or installation, the contractor shall provide the ship and the contracting officer with a written certificate of conformity from the contractor, stating that the materials procured for installation meet applicable NAVSEA specifications and drawings.  These specifications include, but are not limited to, MIL-PRF-32038 (Shipboard Furniture, Fixtures, Fittings, and Accessories General Specification for, Performance Specification), MIL-STD-1623 (Fire Performance Requirements and Approved Specifications for Interior Finish Materials and Furnishings, Naval Shipboard Use, Military Standard), and NAVSEA Drawing Number 803-5959610/A (Furniture Construction Details).
