SCOPE

The rental facility shall be utilized for one (1) 48-hour Personal Resilience Retreat (PRR) for Naval Base Great Lakes, Illinois  60088.   As stated within, the events will be conducted under the supervision of the on-site CREDO Mid-Atlantic Region Detachment Groton chaplain, a Navy chaplain appointed by CREDO Groton to facilitate the retreat, or a contract civilian hired by CREDO Mid-Atlantic Region. Our goal for the retreat site shall provide a setting in which couples can spend quality time together or, if so desired, with other couples in a relaxing environment.   The contract will be for one fiscal year (FY) beginning 01 October 2014 through 30 September 2015.  All retreat dates are to be covered for this contract.  These are targeted dates that may only be amended by contract modification and mutual consent between CREDO Mid-Atlantic Region Detachment Groton (CREDO Groton), the Contracting Officer, and the Contractor. 

1.  SCHEDULED DATES 

Calendar date for the FY 2015 scheduled event is:

a. Retreat One:   
15-17 June 2015 (Mon-Wed)

2.  ARRIVAL AND DEPARTURE 

a. Arrival time is 3:00 p.m. Day One of the retreat 

b. Departure time 3:00 p.m. Day Three of the retreat. 

3.  THE RENTAL FACILITY  

a. The facility can be a large lodge with multiple bedrooms or conference center with dormitory style rooms.  Lodging, meals, meeting rooms, nature trails, and recreation must all be available on location of the rented facility. Both types of facilities must have ample meeting space as described below that is suitable for a maximum of 27 participants and 2 CREDO facilitators (27 individuals total) unless that number is modified by mutual agreement between the Contracting Officer and the contractor and in accordance with other terms and conditions of this statement of work. 

1) A CREDO facilitator shall be defined as a staff member of CREDO Groton, an appointed representative of CREDO Groton staff member.

b. The facility shall have a front desk that is staffed 24 hours a day or an onsite point of contact to accommodate CREDO Groton Government Technical Point of Contact (GTPOC; see Section 11 below), to immediately address concerns that may arise.

c. The facility shall be within 75 driving miles in any direction of Naval Base Great Lakes, Illinois 60088.   

d. The facility shall be available for all program events in Section 1.  All retreat dates are to be covered for this contract. These are targeted dates that may only be amended by contract modification and mutual consent between CREDO Mid-Atlantic Region Detachment Groton GTPOC, the Contracting Officer, and the Contractor.  All funding for FY-15 retreats is contingent upon the approval of the Continuing Resolution Act.

e. The facility shall be available to persons of any race, gender, creed, religion, or sexual orientation. 

f. The facility shall have a variety of outdoor recreation available (basketball, volleyball, tennis, pool, canoeing, nature trails, etc.).  These facilities shall be within walking distance of the meeting room and housing (see below).

g. THE MEETING ROOMS (2)

1) There shall be one meeting room (hereafter Room 1) that can accompany 27 individuals in a circle of seats.  An additional meeting room (Room 2) is required for a group of 13 individuals in a circle of seats.  

2) The meeting rooms shall be utilized exclusively by CREDO Mid-Atlantic Region Detachment Groton throughout the training event. 

3) Meeting Rooms 1 and 2 shall be in an area which affords privacy and where music and conversation will not disturb other patrons residing at the facility.

4) The contractor shall provide a minimum 6 foot x 8 foot projection screen, preferably a wall/ceiling mounted model, in Room 1.

5) The contractor shall provide a surge suppressor with 110v, 3-hole plugs that are plugged into a wall outlet to power government-owned video projector, laptop computer, portable sound system, audio visual equipment, and multi-disc DVD player in both meeting rooms.  

6) WI-FI/Internet access during contract period of performance is also needed.

h. HOUSING 

1) Individuals participating in the retreat shall be housed in the same building in which they meet—particularly in the event of inclement/cold weather.  Participants will NOT be traveling via personally owned conveyance from housing to meeting rooms.

2) The facility must have adequate housing for 27 individuals of both genders.  Rooms shall only be shared with members of the same gender.  The rooms will have twin or bunk bed for each individual (participants and facilitators).  Large open bedrooms with individual beds that can house four or more individuals is acceptable as long as there are separate rooms for each gender.  The number of rooms and room nights shall be contingent upon room facilities.  

Examples

a. (1) Room has (2) Beds = (15)  Rooms, (2) Room Nights

b. (1) Room has (3) Beds = (11) Rooms, (2) Room Nights

3) The rooms will be utilized for two nights (Day One and Day Two).

4.  MEALS 

a. Appendix A is a suggested menu.  The facility may plan the actual meals in accordance with their established menu or specialty dishes.  The contactor shall send the proposed menus for the entire retreat to CREDO Groton GTPOC at least (5) business days prior to the scheduled retreat for approval.

b. The facility shall provide meals for the maximum number of 27 individuals (27 participants and 2 CREDO Staff facilitators) who will eat together as a group. The mealtimes will be according to the times listed below and subject to change only by mutual agreement between the CREDO GTPOC and the contractor.  

c. Six (6) meals shall be provided.  Required meals and preferred times are:

1) Supper (2) on Days One and Two, serving at 6:00 p.m.

2) Breakfast (2) on Days Two and Three, serving from 6:30-8:30 a.m.

3) Lunch (2) on Days Two and Three, serving from 12:00-1:00 p.m.

d. The facility shall provide food groups and food group substitutes for those with special dietary needs.  CREDO Groton will notify the contractor of special dietary needs as soon as they become known.

e. BREAK SERVICE

1) The contractor shall provide three (3) snacks.  The snack assortment can include items such as cookies, brownies, chips, fruits, nuts, vegetables with dip, items for diabetics, and fat free snacks.

5.  PARKING

6.  NUMBER OF PARTICIPANTS

a. The Government shall pay for a minimum of 12 individuals (10 participants and 2 CREDO Staff facilitators) and a maximum of 27 individuals (27 participants and 2 CREDO Staff facilitators).  

b. The Government shall pay for the exact number of participants who attend between the minimum and maximum numbers for the retreat. 

c. Any changes in the number of minimum or maximum participants on the retreat shall be made by mutual consent and receipt of a written modification to the order signed by the Contracting Officer, CREDO GTPOC, and the Contractor.

7.  HOTEL SAFETY

8.  CANCELLATION 

a. All scheduled retreats are subject to cancellation due to factors such as lack of  participants signing up for a specific retreat, budget cuts, illness of the retreat leaders, lack of transportation, current operational schedule of the military, or inclement weather making travel hazardous.  

b. If cancellation becomes necessary for any reason other than inclement weather or natural disaster, the Government shall give the contractor at least five (5) business days' notice prior to the scheduled arrival time.  

c. The retreat may be rescheduled on dates that are mutually agreeable to CREDO Mid-Atlantic Detachment Groton, the Contracting Officer, and the contractor made and amended via contract modification award.
