[bookmark: _GoBack]The NAVSUP Fleet Logistics Center (FLC) Norfolk, Philadelphia Office intends to acquire, on an other than full and open competitive basis from AAR Defense Systems & Logistics of Wood Dale, IL, continued inventory management (identification and cataloging) and warehousing services for the Navy’s GR9 material acquired from the British Government in support of the AV-8B program on behalf of the NAVSUP Weapons Systems Support (WSS) Office.  The material acquired included over 33,000 line items of repairable and consumable aircraft spares representing approximately 3.6 million parts.  Services include inventorying, issuing, storing, packaging as required for storage; local transport; and disposal of government material.  The Contractor will coordinate and provide local transportation of assets in support of engineering analysis, repair or other efforts requiring movement of material to and from the warehouse.  In support of their efforts, the Contractor will also provide and maintain an Inventory Management System (IMS) that provides computerized storage of all inventory information and perform management and control functions with on-line web-based accessible interactive query on a real-time basis.  The procurement is being processed through other than full and open competition pursuant to the authority of Section 4202 of the Clinger-Cohen Act of 1996, as implemented by FAR 13.501(a).  The Government intends to solicit and negotiate with AAR Defense Systems & Logistics on a sole source basis since they are the only known source at this time providing inventory management and warehousing services for US Harrier aircraft and the only source with specific knowledge of Aviation Supply publications, practices and procedures related to the Harrier aircraft necessary to ensure the GR9 assets are inventoried and properly vetted for release into the US Navy inventory or disposed of by the end of 2016; the only source with operational facilities in close proximity to MCAS Cherry Point to allow efficient access to MCAS logistics and engineering resources; and the only source with an existing inventory management system that can allow for the material to be completely capitalized into the government supply system or disposed of by the end of 2016.  Services are anticipated to be provided for a base period of one (1) year beginning 3 January 2015 with two (2) six-month renewal option periods.  At that time it is expected that all the assets will be completely capitalized into the government supply system.  No further contract support is expected after completion of this effort.  A Firm Fixed Price (FFP) contract will be awarded as a result.  THIS NOTICE OF INTENT IS NOT A REQUEST FOR COMPETITIVE PROPOSALS.  Interested persons may identify their interest and capability to respond to this requirement.   Information received as a result of this notice of intent will normally be considered solely for the purpose of determining whether to conduct a competitive procurement.  A determination by the Government not to compete this proposed procurement action based on the responses received is solely within the discretion of the Government.  The Government will not pay for any information submitted in response to this notice.
