-  FAR provision 52.212-1 has been amended to correct language in paragraph (b)(III)(1)(b) regarding quoters’ Past Performance submissions.

-  FAR provision 52.212-2 has been amended to correct language in paragraph (a)(1).

2.  QUESTIONS AND RESPONSES  

Question 1:
What is the average time to complete a form 278?

Response:
This information is not available.  OGC does not have firm data sufficient to answer the question.  Forms differ significantly in their complexity.   

Question 2:
What is the historical level of effort in terms of FTE, hours worked by FTEs?

Response:
This information is not available; OGC has not collected this data in the past.   

Question 3:
If any of CLINs 1001 thru 1005 are exercised, is it anticipated overtime would be required or an increased level of personnel performing on the project and have those options been exercised in the past?

Response: 
For the base period, CLINs 1001 and 1005 are the basic requirement and CLINs 1002, 1003, and 1004 are optional lots to support additional reviews.   OGC is unable to provide insight into the question of potential overtime/increased level of personnel as it relates to option quantities.  Quoters are responsible for determining the appropriate level of personnel required to accomplish this effort and for ensuring all applicable costs are accounted for in the quoter’s Firm-Firm Price for the individual CLINs.
Question 4:
PWS section 1.0 states AGCE is responsible for more than 472 reports and JAG is responsible for an additional 325 reports. Schedule B calls for 472 reports to be priced with the possibility of increasing by 40 through exercising CLINs 1002 to 1005. Are the additional 325 reports for JAG anticipated to be part of this project?

Response:
No.  It is anticipated that the JAG may order in lots of 10 – up to 30 additional reports.  The total number of potential reports to be reviewed in any performance year is 502.  In the base year, the optional quantities (up to 30 reports for JAG) are represented by CLINs 1002, 1003, and 1004.

Question 5:
The synopsis states that Past Performance references only should be listed and should not be described in the offer, but Page 31 paragraph (b) states quoters should provide a detailed explanation demonstrating relevance. Should references be listed in the body of the narrative and the explanation be explained in the Past Performance Information Form? Please clarify.

Response:
The identified statement in the synopsis is hereby removed.  Quoters should follow the instructions in FAR provision 52.212-1 and include their Past Performance submissions on the Past Performance Information Forms provided.  FAR provision 52.212-1 has been updated. 
Question 6:
Page 32, 52.212-2 paragraph (a) (1) states shall contain a response to each of the areas identified in section L. I did not see a section L.
Response:
The identified statement was meant to indicate FAR provision 52.212-1 “Instructions to Quoter – Commercial Items.”  Please see updated FAR provision 52.212-2.  
Question 7:
Page 33, 52.212-3 states vendors current in SAM fill out only paragraph b and return and in the Synopsis quoters are reminded to include a completed copy of FAR 52.212-3 but elsewhere in the solicitation it states if quoters’ information is current and up to date in ORCA Reps and Certs do not need to be provided. Please clarify.

 Response:
Quoters who are current in SAM should follow the guidelines in FAR provision 52.212-3 to fill out only paragraph (b).  These quoters should review the solicitation to ensure that there are no solicitation provisions missing from their SAM representations and certifications; any provisions not in the SAM system should be completed by the quoter and included in their quote submission.  Any quoter current in SAM should state in its quote that the representations and certifications of its company may be found in SAM.
Question 8:
Does the quoter’s corporate office need to have experience with form 278 or just the personnel provided to support the requirement?

Response:
In order to be considered for award, personnel performing under the resultant contract need to have experience with the OGE Form 278.  The corporate office need not have such experience, but such experience may be relevant to both the Past Performance and Performance Approach evaluation factors.   

Question 9:
Has the incumbent employee(s) been providing an acceptable level of support and is it desired by the government the successful quoter offer first right of refusal in accordance with 52.222-17 Non-displacement of qualified workers?

 Response:

(4)  Requirements for Style:  Each quoter shall submit a quotation that clearly and concisely sets forth the contractor’s response to the requirements of the solicitation.  Unnecessary elaboration or other presentations beyond that sufficient to present a complete and effective quote are not desired and may be construed as an indication of the quoter’s lack of cost consciousness.  Elaborate artwork, expensive paper or bindings, and expensive visual or other presentation aids are neither necessary nor desired.
