Section C - Descriptions and Specifications

STATEMENT OF WORK
Statement of Work – Defense Demilitarization Program Course 

1. Introduction: This requirement is for the delivery of the Defense Demilitarization Program course for employees at the Philadelphia and Mechanicsburg NAVSUP Weapon Systems Support sites. 

2. Background: In order to meet the functional training needs of the NAVSUP WSS employees, it is necessary to hold an on-site Defense Demilitarization (DEMIL) Program Course (DDPC). The Defense Demilitarization Program Course is "mandatory" for DoD Component personnel involved with the DoD DEMIL Program.  Many of NAVSUP WSS Philadelphia and Mechanicsburg employees involved in the DoD DEMIL Program are not current with the requirement for completion of an instructor-led course. The training will not only ensure WSS compliance with Defense Demilitarization requirement, but will also provide the required skills for WSS employees who must implement the program.   

3. Requirements: 

The contractor providing the training must be approved by the DoD Demilitarization (DEMIL) Program Office.  The training must cover all aspects of the Defense Demilitarization Program policies and programs. Upon successful completion of the course, students will be able to:

· Identify regulatory and implementing documents used in DEMIL and Trade Security controls.

· Examine the USML to identify MLI.

· Discuss requirements for each DEMIL code.

· Assign DEMIL codes to MLI.

· Identify additional requirements for instructions associated with DEMIL code G, P and F items.

· Identify the entities authorized to perform physical DEMIL.

· Distinguish between DEMIL code “Q” and DEMIL code “A” items by using the Commerce Control List. 

· Determine appropriate disposition requirements for MLI and CCLI by using the DEMIL Code Challenge Program

· Interpret disposition requirements for Munitions List Items and Commerce Control List Items.

· Discuss DoD Trade Security Controls

· Interpret the policies and programs applicable to MLI and CCLI in Contractor Inventory. 

4. Delivery:

Training is required for 70 students (40 at Mech. and 30 at Phil.). Course duration is 3 business days from 0800 until 1530. The contractor will provide a clear syllabus outlining and defining the topics to be discussed and will provide one set of training materials (books, handouts, etc.) for each student. Contractor must bring laptop computer if necessary to present course materials since NAVSUP WSS computers are on the NMCI network and there are no ‘guest’ accounts for non-government employees. The service provider should include a statement of any additional audio/visual equipment required to conduct training. 

5. Place of Performance: 

Philadelphia - Naval Support Activity, Naval Supply Systems Weapons Systems Support, 700 Robbins Avenue, Philadelphia, PA. Training will take place in a NAVSUP WSS training room in Building 2C room B. 

Mechanicsburg - Naval Support Activity, Naval Supply Systems Weapons Systems Support, 5450 Carlisle Pk, Mechanicsburg, PA. Training will take place in Building 14 rooms 5 and 6.

6. Government-Furnished Property: NAVSUP WSS will provide a furnished room where training can be comfortably provided.  Audio/visual equipment such as projector, speakers, white boards, etc. will be provided as required. Internet access will not be available due to instructors due to Information Assurance security restrictions. 

7. Period of Performance: 

Mechanicsburg: The class will begin on Tuesday June 2nd 2015 and end on Thursday June 4th. 

Philadelphia: The class will begin on Tuesday September 15th 2015 and end on Thursday September 17th. 

8. Security: No security level is required.
