The NAVSUP Fleet Logistics Center Norfolk (FLCN) Philadelphia Office is issuing this sources sought synopsis as a means of conducting market research to identify parties having the capability to support this increased requirement for Technical Assistance for Repairable Processing (TARP) Shore Support for Mobile Nodes for NAVSUP Weapon Systems Support (WSS).  The TARP Mobile Node effort is currently being performed under contract N00189-15-D-Z033 with Leidos, Inc. and the Government is looking to increase the requirement to meet planned future mobile node requirements in Iwakuni, Japan (permanent) and Edinburgh, Australia (temporary) not provided for in the basic contract.    

The submission of information in response to this notice will assist the Government in identifying potential sources and determining if a competitive solicitation is appropriate for this increased support.  A submission shall not be construed as an invitation for bid, request for quotation, request for proposal, or as an obligation on the part of the Government to acquire any products or services.  Your response to this Sources Sought Notice will be treated as information only and part of market research and will not be shared outside of the Government.  No entitlement to payment of direct or indirect costs or charges by the Government will arise as a result of contractor responses to this announcement.  This request does not constitute a solicitation for proposals or the authority to enter into negotiations to award a contract.

The expected NAICS code for this procurement is 541611.  Any information submitted is voluntary.  If your organization has the capability to perform these services, please provide the following information:  (1) organization name, address, email address, website address, telephone number, and size and type of ownership of the organization and (2) tailored capability statement addressing the ability of your firm to meet the requirements for this effort with appropriate documentation supporting claims of organizational and staff capability (no more than 5 pages).  If subcontracting or teaming is anticipated in order to deliver technical capability, organizations should address the administrative and management structure of such arrangements.

The scope is as follows:

Current ATAC policy provides for support of the deployed customer while in combat zones and in support of deployed joint exercises with Allies (Cobra Gold, Thailand; Talisman Sabre, Australia; Foal Eagle, South Korea; Balikatan, Philippines).  The TARP representative is fully responsible for all retrograde processing, packaging, screening, producing customs documents, and transportation at Mobile Node sites including coordination of reusable containers.  The mobile node rep typically operates independently and must have enough repairables processing experience/knowledge to be able to deal with unpredictable, constantly changing circumstances. Transportation carriers are typically in country sub-contractors representing large transportation carriers (Fedex, DHL, etc.) who may require special coordination/permits to pick up retrograde. The TARP rep must be able to establish a Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) for a permanent node which will include the description of the customer’s responsibilities, procedures for eRMS processing (including manifesting), and use of the ATAC grid. The host group (i.e. typically USMC for OCONUS nodes) must provide care and feeding for TARP reps in a war zone. Internet access on base may be inconsistent or available only during typical non-work hours. Requirement to establish a crating operation meeting all DoD Wood Packaging Material (WPM) requirements in accordance with DoD Manual 4140.65-M “Compliance for Defense Packaging:  Phytosanitary Requirements for Wood Packaging Material”, may be needed in austere areas.  Representatives must be able to deploy within forty-eight (48) hours; therefore, representatives must have all required training and inoculations necessary.  When directed, the contractor shall also be required to operate government trucks and material handling equipment (MHE) and must comply with international and local rules governing licensing and safety requirements.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Contractor personnel shall have a working knowledge of eRMS, retrograde processing/tracking, Foreign Military Sales, and Coast Guard processes and be able to identify and document process deficiencies that affect readiness and recommend process improvements.  They must be knowledgeable in packaging standards applicable to the military storage and distribution environment, such as  MIL-STD-2073-1, MIL-STD-129 and the commercial and military specifications referenced therein.  An in-depth knowledge of the packaging of aviation and ship components is required, including knowledge and awareness of hazardous material (HAZMAT) transportation requirements.     

All TARP personnel are required to have a SECRET clearance.  Valid passports, immunizations, Combat Readiness Center (CRC) training and entry in the Synchronized Pre-deployment and Operations Tracker (SPOT) database are mandatory for all deployable personnel.  Contractor shall have the ability to expeditiously meet country requirements, obtain visas, messing, and housing for combat locations, if necessary.
