Utility High Voltage Electrical Operations Vehicle

Background and Scope

The PWD Newport Utilities Branch located at Naval Station Newport, RI operates a high voltage electrical operations vehicle.  This project involves the transfer of existing warning lights, interior electrical generator, vise, shelving, cabinets, air delivery system, interior electrical accessories from existing to new high voltage electrical operations vehicle.  This project will also install new rear working lights, exterior electrical outlets, safety come storage and carbon monoxide detector.

The high voltage electrical operations vehicle is located at Bldg A9, A9 Chandler Street, Newport, RI 02841.  Work may be performed at Bldg A9 or successful vendor’s facilities. 

Where specific, branded equipment is specified no deviation is allowed.

Prospective vendors may inspect vehicle at the address noted above.

Customer will drop off and pickup both vehicles.

Contractor shall test all transferred equipment to ensure it is operational per OEM specifications.

Work Description

Equipment is currently installed on vehicle VIN # 1FCKE39L76DBO30099 and PLATE # G43-4274D. Equipment to be transferred (removed and reinstalled) in new vehicle VIN #1FC3E3KL7FDA36874 and PLATE # G43-0046R includes:

· Transfer warning lights to include Federal signal maser LED arrow boards with full feature controls heads mounted above the rear doors and above ICC marking lights on front of vehicle.  Two control panels mounted in cab area.

· Transfer interior – curbside one (1)  12.5KW cabinet mount generator mounted behind the bulkhead with access doors from the exterior and interior.  Cabinet to have one inch insulation.  Above generator cabinet the work bench top to be constructed of hard wood with a clear of polyurethane.

· Transfer a vise – Wilton model 675, 5-1/2” utility vise with 180 degree rotating base.  The vise to be mounted on the front edge of the workbench with a reinforcing backing plate.

· Transfer shelving – one (1) weather guard shelf unit mounted after the generator cabinet.

· Transfer manhole air delivery system – TEAM FENEX module includes the following components: a two speed ventilation system with electric and hot water heating; remote outlets; power chord reel; and air compressor.  Model mounted at rear door.

· Transfer interior – curb side rain storage cabinet; two lockers mounted after the bulkhead.

· Transfer shelving – two (2) weather guard shelf units with shelf dividers.

· Transfer interior work area lighting – two eight foot fluorescent 120 volt lights mounted on each side of ceiling with control switch located at the load center.

· Transfer outlet strip – wire mold outlet strip with six outlets, four inches above workbench, and GCFI protected.

· Transfer power outlets – one (1) three gang 12 volt power outlets with one bank wired to the main vehicle battery.  Located at the work bench.

· Install new safety cone storage device.  Safety cone storage device mounted to the front bumper.

· Install new rear work spot lights – two (2) equivalent to Buyers 1492155 LED work lights, 12 volt work lights mounted on each side of the arrow board with the control switch at the dash panel.

· Install new rear work spot lights – Two (2) equivalent to Buyers 1492142 LED work lights mounted beside the Buyers 1492115 work lights.  All LED lights are low voltage.  These lights will be connected to the generator battery so they won’t run the truck battery down.  Control switches mounted at rear door.

· Install new exterior outlets – Four (4) 120 volt, 20AMP, GFCI protected outlets.  Location to be determined after award of contract.

· Install new carbon monoxide detector – mount carbon monoxide detector above the work bench.

Transfer fuel pump from old truck to new trucks gas tank to fuel generator to run off of fuel tank.

Install openings in side of truck to install louvers for air makeup also small door in rear of truck for air hoses and air make up pipe just like old truck.
