1.0 INTRODUCTION

1.1 Fleet Readiness Center Mid-Atlantic Detachment Washington 900 Division FRCMA DET Washington 900 Division requires an annual contract for quarterly Calibration and Preventive Maintenance Service for the (1) CO2 Monitoring System on (1) Pauli Systems Blast Booth. The vendor shall perform operational inspections, troubleshoot, and calibrate equipment in accordance with OEM specifications and working parameters to the maximum extent practicable.  

1.2 A Blast Booth is used to strip flight line and aircraft support equipment of corrosion due to weather and substantial maintenance usage.  Individuals using either a blast or paint booth require safe breathing air that is sent to the user by an air compressor that enables the operator to strip or paint equipment with an unlimited supply of fresh breathable air.  The CO2 Monitoring System monitors oxygen levels of an individual that is conducting stripping and painting evolutions of support equipment and parts.  The CO2 Monitoring System was installed summer 2015.  The Calibration Service for the unit expired 90 days after the CO2 Monitoring System's installation was completed.  

1.3 The support equipment maintained by FRCMA DET Washington 900 Division directly supports VR-1 Executive Transport Squadron of CNO, Commandant of the Marine Corps and other VIP Navy personnel. FRCMA DET Washington also supports one C130 Transport Squadron and transient naval aircraft at Joint Base Andrews, MD.  The purpose of this annual contract is to provide (4) on-site quarterly visits to perform Calibration and Preventive Maintenance Service for (1) CO2 Monitoring System that is on (1) Pauli Systems Blast Booth in accordance with OEM recommended calibration, maintenance service , and working parameters to the maximum extent practical.

2.0 SCOPE OF WORK

2.1 The vendor shall perform quarterly operational inspection, troubleshooting, calibration, maintenance service for (1) CO2 Monitor on (1) Pauli Systems Blast Booth.

2.2 The vendor shall replace all worn parts identified during scheduled visits.

2.3 The vendor shall inspect, troubleshoot, calibrate, lubricate, and perform operational maintenance checks for all valves, filters, compressed air components, mechanical, electrical equipment, to include all hoses, dust collector, and interlocks.

2.4 The vendor shall lubricate all motors, shafts, and moving parts as needed.

2.5 The vendor shall inspect spare parts inventory and provide recommendations to ensure the equipment meets OEM operational and safety standards.

2.6 The vendor shall provide a detailed written technical report of all equipment upon completion of the quarterly on-site visit.

2.7 The vendor shall provide all labor, materials, and equipment to perform inspections, troubleshooting, calibration, and maintenance service for the Blast Booth CO2 Monitoring System.

2.8 The vendor shall provide all necessary calibration equipment in order to perform the calibration service for the CO2 Monitoring System.  The required calibration equipment includes the following:

2.9 The vendor shall ensure all equipment is upgraded, repaired, and/or replaced as applicable. If materials are required to complete a repair or upgrade action, the vendor shall identify the required components for Government purchase.  The Government Technical Point of Contact (GTPOC) will notify the vendor of material availability and schedule the repair. 

2.10 The vendor shall comply with all local, state, and federal regulations regarding CO2 Monitoring Systems and blast booths.

2.11 The vendor shall provide and install any required parts and equipment within the scheduled visit at no additional charge.

3.0 ADDITIONAL REPAIRS AND EQUIPMENT

3.1 If repair work has been discovered at any point during the inspection while preventive maintenance calibration process is executed the vendor shall not initiate the said repair without prior approval from the GTPOC and Contracting Officer.

3.2 Repair Service is any maintenance and/or servicing performed by the vendor on a piece of equipment at other than the planned scheduled time, and is necessary to keep the piece of equipment in proper operational condition.

3.3 The vendor shall respond on site for trouble calls within 24-hours of notification from the GTPOC.  

3.4 The vendor is required to provide a written estimate of the cost (labor and materials) of the additional work to the Government Technical Point of Contact (GTPOC) prior to the commencement of the said job.  The quote shall include the following as a minimum: Nature and Description of Repair, Parts, Materials, Estimated Number of Hours, Unit Price, Extended Price, and Total Cost.  The GTPOC shall evaluate and provide a recommendation to the Contracting Officer (KO) to process a contract modification that shall be awarded prior to the vendor's commencement to work.

4.0 VENDOR QUALIFICATIONS

4.1 The vendor shall demonstrate educational and/or equivalent experience, aptitude and technical competence in the field of CO2 Monitoring Systems used in Blast and Paint Booths.  The vendor shall possess certifications (qualifications) from Repair/Maintenance Schools or Trade License (s) or State Working Permits (or equivalent) for each of the personnel assigned to work this contract.

The GTPOC shall provide work schedule information for uninterrupted vendor access to FRCMA Washington prior to the contract’s period of performance.

6.0 METHOD OF PAYMENT  

Payment for this contract shall be made via Defense Finance Accounting Service (DFAS) Electronics Funds Transfer (EFT) utilizing the Wide Area Work Flow (WAWF) System.  The vendor is required to register and setup an account in the WAWF System in order to receive payment.  The Government reserves the right to change this payment method through other means only by a contract modification if necessary.

7.0 SECURITY

7.1 The vendor shall coordinate and comply with “all security requirements” regarding each personnel assigned to this project through the Government Technical Point of Contact (GTPOC)or designated representative within 5 days (for base access purposes) of contract award.

7.2 The vendor shall provide full name (first, middle, last), and proof of identity of “all personnel” assigned on this project at least (5) days of contract award.  The information shall be routed to the SUBASE Security Officer via GTPOC for background and security check. 

7.3 The vendor shall provide personal identifiable information (PII) via secure encrypted manner to include the full names, social security numbers, place and date of birth, make/model/state/license for vehicle (if rental, indicate "Rental Car"), company name and phone number of individuals that require Base Access to the GTPOC within (5) days of contract award and (10) days prior to the date of access onto the Naval installation to ensure that the vendor’s base access is granted.  

7.4 All vendor equipment, personnel and vehicles are subject to inspection and search by US government security officials (or designated representatives) upon entry to any government owned and/or operated installations and facilities.

7.5 Vendor personnel shall comply with all local base/installation security procedures required to gain access to US Government ships, facilities and other assets (as necessary).

7.6 If directed by US government security officials (or designated representatives), the vendor shall remove (and replace as necessary) vendor-personnel and/or its representatives considered a security risk at no additional cost to the government.

8.0 BASE VEHICLE PASSES 
Base vehicle passes are required for all vendor employees privately owned vehicles requiring access to Government facilities for the performance of this contract.  The methodology for obtaining varies from one installation to another, therefore; the contractor will coordinate with the GTPOC to gain access to the base facilities to complete the work assigned under this contract.  

9.0 SECURITY CLEARANCE

The vendor is not required to have a security clearance to perform any of the services listed within this contract.  If the vendor’s service trucks are over nine feet high, they will need to ask for a security corridor pass. 

10.0 ACCESS TO GOVERNMENT FACILITIES

Government facilities will be made available to the contractor.  Scheduling and access to facility will be coordinated through the GTPOC. "Commander, Navy Installations Command (CNIC), has established the Navy Commercial Access Control System (NCACS), a standardized process for granting unescorted access privileges to vendors, contractors, suppliers and service providers not otherwise entitled to the issuance of a Common Access Card (CAC) who seek access to and can provide justification to enter Navy installations and facilities. Visiting vendors may obtain daily passes directly from the individual Navy installations by submitting identification credentials for verification and undergoing a criminal screening/ background check. Alternatively, if the vendor so chooses, it may voluntarily elect to obtain long-term credentials through enrollment, registration, background vetting, screening, issuance of credentials, and electronic validation of credentials at its own cost through one of the designated independent contractor NCACS service providers. Credentials will be issued every five years and access privileges will be reviewed and or renewed on an annual basis. The costs incurred to obtain Navy installation access of any kind are not reimbursable, and the price(s) paid for obtaining long-term NCACS credentials will not be approved as a direct cost of this contract. 11.0 AUTHORIZED CHANGES AUTHORIZED ONLY BY THE CONTRACTING OFFICER
The vendor shall not comply with any order, direction or request of Government personnel unless it is issued in writing and signed by the Contracting officer who is pursuant to specific authority otherwise included as a part of this contract. 

The Contracting Officer is the only person authorized to approve changes in any of the requirements of this contract and notwithstanding provisions contained elsewhere in this contract, the said authority remains solely the Contracting Officer's.
