PERFORMANCE WORK STATEMENT
CONFINEMENT OF MILITARY MEMBERS NAVY REGION MID-ATLANTIC NORTHEAST AREA

1.0  SCOPE OF WORK.  The contractor shall provide safe quarters and subsistence, including but not limited to feeding three meals daily (at least two will be hot meals), laundry services, and commissary privileges for purchasing hygiene and health/comfort items, for military personnel for the confinement duration, to include pre-trial confinement, transient military personnel who require confinement, and adjudged prisoners convicted at courts-martial.  Military prisoners/detainees shall be given the same privileges and be subject to the same restrictions afforded other inmates, except when specifically altered by this Performance Based Statement of Work (PBSOW).

1.1.  The contractor shall be within 70 mile radius of Naval Submarine Base New London.

1.2.  The contractor shall charge a daily rate that covers the support of one Federal detainee per "Federal detained day", which shall include the day of arrival, but not the day of departure.

1.3.  The Federal Government estimates there will be an average of 2 to 3 prisoners in confinement at any given time.  Averages are derived from historical data and may or may not accurately reflect the actual numbers of prisoners housed in the contractor’s facility.

1.4.  The Federal Government shall make payments to the contractor/vendor on a monthly basis, promptly after receipt of an appropriate invoice.  

2.0.  GOVERNANCES.  Per the Manual for Courts-Martial (2012) Chapter III, Rule 305; "Any person who is subject to trial by court-martial may be confined if the requirements of this rule are met."  This PBSOW is entered into under the authority of 14 USC 141, 10 USC 809, and 18 USC 4042.

4.0.  TASKS

4.1.  The contractor shall provide single occupancy cells for military personnel for the entire time of confinement when space permits.

4.2.  The contractor shall comply with and maintain applicable certifications by a state Department of Corrections (DOC), American Correctional Association (ACA), U.S. Marshals Service (USMS), Federal Bureau of Prisons (BOP), and Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) standards.

4.3.  The contractor shall provide lodging areas for military personnel completely separate from foreign nationals in order to comply with Manual for Courts Martial Article 12 which states:  "No member of the armed forces may be placed in confinement in immediate association with enemy prisoners or other foreign nationals not members of the armed forces."

4.4.  The contractor shall provide initial issue of uniform items to include (3) t-shirts, (3) shorts, (3) sox, (1) uniform shirt, (1) uniform pants and (1) pair of footwear.  Females shall receive (3) bras and (3) panties instead of shorts.

4.5.  The contractor shall provide initial issue of personal hygiene items to include: toothbrush, drinking cup, toothpaste, bar of soap and a comb.  

4.6.  The contractor shall provide access to a commissary to purchase additional personal hygiene items as necessary.

4.6.1  Members in a Pay Status – Prisoners in a pay status will provide for their own comfort items through deductions from their personal accounts or charges to their pay accounts.  When services, including laundering, tailoring, barbering, and cobbling, cannot be provided to prisoners in a pay status, they shall be obtained from the most economical sources and charged to the prisoner.

4.6.2  Members in a Non-pay Status- It is the responsibility of the prisoner’s unit Officer in Charge (OIC) to ensure prisoners have an adequate supply of health and comfort items upon confinement; however, if prisoners are confined without personal necessities, they shall be  provided by the confinement facility during in-processing.  The OIC of the facility is responsible for ensuring all prisoners receive a  periodic re-supply of consumable items.  Personnel in a non-pay status shall be furnished health and comfort supplies as gratuitous issues.  Issues are limited to not less than $20, excluding the cost of services provided.  Maximum gratuitous issue is $40, per DoD FMR Vol 10 Ch12.  All gratuitous issues and clothing lent to prisoners are chargeable to the operation funds of the command furnishing logistic support to the confinement facility.

4.7.  The contractor shall provide separate inmate housing for pre-trial (pre-arraigned) and post-trial (sentenced) personnel.

4.8.  The contractor shall maintain prisoner classification and personnel records for each military member throughout the entire pre-trial and post-trial confinement period.

4.9.  The contractor shall segregate pre-trial detainees by classification as well as segregate post-trial prisoners by classification.

4.10.  If space does not permit the contractor to provide single occupancy cells, double occupancy is acceptable provided that double occupancy does not house two individuals being detained for the same case.  The contractor shall house military detainee separately if the individual detained is familiar with other military detainees/prisoners; is familiar with other detainee/prisoners at the contractor's facility; or if the military detainee/prisoner shall be testifying against another individual confined.  Double occupancy is only permitted if both occupants of cell are military members and they are not being detained for the same or related case.

4.11.  The contractor shall allow only pre-arranged qualified military escorts to pick up and drop off military detainees from the facility with the exception that the contractor shall transport military detainees to hospital for emergencies.

4.12.  The contractor shall NOT in-process military personnel under this contract into jail records as if incarcerated by any civilian law enforcement agency. 

4.13.  The contractor shall take possession, maintain accountability and control of personal property until military member is released.

4.14.  The contractor shall maintain a picture identification card so that proper internal inmate accounting can be accomplished.  

4.15.  The contractor shall conduct an orientation of inmate rules and regulations prior to being placed in any general population scenario.

4.16.  The contractor shall allow for military counseling services by assigned military counselors upon detainee/prisoner request.  

4.17.  The contractor shall conduct sick call five (5) days a week and shall contact Naval Submarine Base New London Military Corrections Liaison Office (MCLO) when military member requests military medical attention.  

4.18.  The contractor shall have an official grievance procedures set in place.

4.19.  The contractor shall have a library available for detainee use.

4.20.  The contractor shall provide religious services to be conducted by various religious and church groups.

4.21.  The contractor shall perform evacuation drills per local, state and federal laws.  

4.22.  The contractor shall provide opportunity for hair cutting.

4.23.  The contractor shall have a formal discipline process for handling minor violations and shall inform the Navy Liaison of any infraction that could result in civilian charges against military prisoners/detainees.  The contractor shall not subject military prisoners/detainees to additional punitive duties or labor without first using the process outlined above.

4.24.  The contractor shall allow the military prisoner/detainee's command to conduct official visits on, at a minimum, a weekly basis (not to count against family or attorney visit limitations).  

4.25.  The contractor shall make available non-pay parking for all military staff on official business, official military vehicles, official visitors, and assigned or retained Defense counsel.

4.26.  The contractor shall allow military prisoners/detainees to attend training sessions and have access to program services (i.e., AA).

4.27.  The contractor medical staff shall, when necessary in its judgment as on-scene provider, immediately provide urgently-needed medical treatment to military prisoners/detainees and shall notify Naval Submarine Base New London Military Corrections Liaison Office (MCLO) of such medical treatment as soon as practicable.  The contractor shall provide medical treatment to military prisoners/detainees when care cannot wait until the next medical appointment.  The contractor shall treat military prisoners/detainees as provided below.

4.27.1.  In an emergency situation, the contractor personnel shall transport the military prisoner/detainee to the closest hospital or treat the prisoner/detainee on-site and notify the Naval Submarine Base New London Military Corrections Liaison Office (MCLO) as soon as practicable.  If the military prisoner/ detainee is transported to a hospital, the Naval Submarine Base New London Military Corrections Liaison Office (MCLO) shall arrange to have Navy personnel relieve the contractor staff on guard duty at the hospital. 

4.27.2 In a non-emergent situation, the contractor medical staff shall notify the Naval Submarine Base New London Military Corrections Liaison Office (MCLO) of the need for medical treatment for a military prisoner/detainee who shall make necessary arrangements relative to securing proper military medical treatment for the prisoner/detainee, including but not limited to making medical appointment arrangements, notifying the contractor of an impending short-term release, transporting the military prisoner/detainee to his or her medical appointment, and returning the military prisoner/detainee to the contractor with any accompanying medical information for insertion into the prisoner's/detainee's medical record.  

4.28.  The contractor shall afford female detainees or prisoners the following additional safeguards as mandated by military regulations:

4.28.1.  Female and male detainees or prisoners may not occupy the same space at the same time.

4.28.2.  Female prisoners/detainees shall be both visually and acoustically berthed separately from male prisoners.

4.28.3.  The contractor assigned to process and handle female military prisoners/detainees shall be female and shall be trained and qualified.

4.29.  The contractor shall not make military prisoners/detainees perform punitive labor or perform other tasks that could be construed as punishment with post-conviction prisoners from the general population.

4.30.  The contractor shall recognize Naval Submarine Base New London Military Corrections Liaison Office (MCLO) as the single point of contact, 24-hours a day, seven days a week for all military detainee/ prisoner issues, including transfer and final release.

5.0.  INSPECTIONS.  The US Navy Chain of Command and its representativives reserve the right for oversight and audit of the confinement process and conditions of confinement for Naval members subject to confinement as the contractor’s facility.  This oversight and review audit shall be done annually and advance coordination will occur.

6.0   Enterprise-wide Contractor Manpower Reporting Application (ECMRA) Reporting Requirements:

The contractor shall report contractor labor hours (including subcontractor labor hours) required for performance of services provided under this contract for the [NAMED COMPONENT] via a secure data collection site. 52.212-4      CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS-- COMMERCIAL ITEMS (MAY 2015) 

(a) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. If repair/replacement or reperformance will not correct the defects or is not possible, the Government may seek an equitable price reduction or adequate consideration for acceptance of nonconforming supplies or services. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights (1) within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and (2) before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item. 

(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3727). However, when a third party makes payment (e.g., use of the Governmentwide commercial purchase card), the Contractor may not assign its rights to receive payment under this contract.

(c) Changes. Changes in the terms and conditions of this contract may be made only by written agreement of the parties. 

(d) Disputes. This contract is subject to 41 U.S.C. chapter 71, Contract Disputes'', as amended (41 U.S.C. 601-613). Failure of the parties to this contract to reach agreement on any request for equitable adjustment, claim, appeal or action arising under or relating to this contract shall be a dispute to be resolved in accordance with the clause at FAR 52.233-1, Disputes, which is incorporated herein by reference. The Contractor shall proceed diligently with performance of this contract, pending final resolution of any dispute arising under the contract. 

(e) Definitions. The clause at FAR 52.202-1, Definitions, is incorporated herein by reference. 

(f) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence such as, acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing as soon as it is reasonably possible after the commencement or any excusable delay, setting forth the full particulars in connection therewith, shall remedy such occurrence with all reasonable dispatch and shall promptly give written notice to the Contracting Officer of the cessation of such occurrence.

(g) Invoice. 

(1) The Contractor shall submit an original invoice and three copies (or electronic invoice, if authorized) to the address designated in the contract to receive invoices. An invoice must include--

(i) Name and address of the Contractor;

(ii) Invoice date and number;

(iii) Contract number, contract line item number and, if applicable, the order number;

(iv) Description, quantity, unit of measure, unit price and extended price of the items delivered;

(v) Shipping number and date of shipment, including the bill of lading number and weight of shipment if shipped on Government bill of lading;

(vi) Terms of any discount for prompt payment offered;

(vii) Name and address of official to whom payment is to be sent;

(viii) Name, title, and phone number of person to notify in event of defective invoice; and

(ix) Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN). The Contractor shall include its TIN on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(x) Electronic funds transfer (EFT) banking information.

(A) The Contractor shall include EFT banking information on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(B) If EFT banking information is not required to be on the invoice, in order for the invoice to be a proper invoice, the Contractor shall have submitted correct EFT banking information in accordance with the applicable solicitation provision, contract clause (e.g., 52.232-33, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer—System for Award Management, or 52.232-34, Payment by Electronic 

Funds Transfer--Other Than System for Award Management), or applicable agency procedures.

(C) EFT banking information is not required if the Government waived the requirement to pay by EFT.

(2) Invoices will be handled in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and Office of Management and Budget (OMB) prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(h) Patent indemnity. The Contractor shall indemnify the Government and its officers, employees and agents against liability, including costs, for actual or alleged direct or contributory infringement of, or inducement to infringe, any United States or foreign patent, trademark or copyright, arising out of the performance of this contract, provided the Contractor is reasonably notified of such claims and proceedings. 

(i) Payment.--

(1) Items accepted. Payment shall be made for items accepted by the Government that have been delivered to the delivery destinations set forth in this contract.

(2) Prompt payment. The Government will make payment in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(3) Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT). If the Government makes payment by EFT, see 52.212-5(b) for the appropriate EFT clause.

(4) Discount. In connection with any discount offered for early payment, time shall be computed from the date of the invoice. For the purpose of computing the discount earned, payment shall be considered to have been made on the date which appears on the payment check or the specified payment date if an electronic funds transfer payment is made.

(5) Overpayments. If the Contractor becomes aware of a duplicate contract financing or invoice payment or that the Government has otherwise overpaid on a contract financing or invoice payment, the Contractor shall--

(i) Remit the overpayment amount to the payment office cited in the contract along with a description of the overpayment including the--

(A) Circumstances of the overpayment (e.g., duplicate payment, erroneous payment, liquidation errors, date(s) of overpayment);

(B) Affected contract number and delivery order number, if applicable;

(C) Affected contract line item or subline item, if applicable; and

(D) Contractor point of contact.

(ii) Provide a copy of the remittance and supporting documentation to the Contracting Officer.

(6) Interest. 

(i) All amounts that become payable by the Contractor to the Government under this contract shall bear simple interest from the date due until paid unless paid within 30 days of becoming due. The interest rate shall be the interest rate established by the Secretary of the Treasury as provided in 41 U.S.C. 

7109, which is applicable to the period in which the amount becomes due, as provided in (i)(6)(v) of this clause, and then at the rate applicable for each six-month period as fixed by the Secretary until the amount is paid.

(ii) The Government may issue a demand for payment to the Contractor upon finding a debt is due under the contract.

(iii) Final decisions. The Contracting Officer will issue a final decision as required by 33.211 if--

(C) The Contractor requests a deferment of collection on a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer (see 32.607-2).

(iv) If a demand for payment was previously issued for the debt, the demand for payment included in the final decision shall identify the same due date as the original demand for payment.

(v) Amounts shall be due at the earliest of the following dates:

(A) The date fixed under this contract.

(B) The date of the first written demand for payment, including any demand for payment resulting from a default termination.

(vi) The interest charge shall be computed for the actual number of calendar days involved beginning on the due date and ending on--

(A) The date on which the designated office receives payment from the Contractor;

(B) The date of issuance of a Government check to the Contractor from which an amount otherwise payable has been withheld as a credit against the contract debt; or

(C) The date on which an amount withheld and applied to the contract debt would otherwise have become payable to the Contractor.

(vii) The interest charge made under this clause may be reduced under the procedures prescribed in 32.608-2 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation in effect on the date of this contract.

(j) Risk of loss. Unless the contract specifically provides otherwise, risk of loss or damage to the supplies provided under this contract shall remain with the Contractor until, and shall pass to the Government upon: 

(1) Delivery of the supplies to a carrier, if transportation is f.o.b. origin; or 

(2) Delivery of the supplies to the Government at the destination specified in the contract, if transportation is f.o.b. destination. 

(k) Taxes. The contract price includes all applicable Federal, State, and local taxes and duties. 

(l) Termination for the Government's convenience. The Government reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for its sole convenience. In the event of such termination, the Contractor shall immediately stop all work hereunder and shall immediately cause any and all of its suppliers and subcontractors to cease work. Subject to the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall be paid a percentage of the contract price reflecting the percentage of the work performed prior to the notice of termination, plus reasonable charges the Contractor can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Government using its standard record keeping system, have resulted from the termination. The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor's records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred which reasonably could have been avoided. 

(m) Termination for cause. The Government may terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for cause in the event of any default by the Contractor, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any contract terms and conditions, or fails to provide the Government, upon request, with adequate assurances of future performance. In the event of termination for cause, the Government shall not be liable to the Contractor for any amount for supplies or services not accepted, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Government for any and all rights and remedies provided by law. If it is determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience. 

(n) Title. Unless specified elsewhere in this contract, title to items furnished under this contract shall pass to the Government upon acceptance, regardless of when or where the Government takes physical possession. 

(o) Warranty. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract. 

(p) Limitation of liability. Except as otherwise provided by an express warranty, the Contractor will not be liable to the Government for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items. 

(q) Other compliances. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, executive orders, rules and regulations applicable to its performance under this contract. 

(r) Compliance with laws unique to Government contracts. The Contractor agrees to comply with 31 U.S.C. 1352 relating to limitations on the use of appropriated funds to influence certain Federal contracts; 18 U.S.C. 431 relating to officials not to benefit; 40 U.S.C. chapter 37, Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards; 41 U.S.C. 

chapter 87, Kickbacks; 41 U.S.C. 4712 and 10 U.S.C. 2409 relating to whistleblower protections; 49 U.S.C. 40118, Fly American; and 41 U.S.C. chapter 21 relating to procurement integrity.

(s) Order of precedence. Any inconsistencies in this solicitation or contract shall be resolved by giving precedence in the following order: (1) the schedule of supplies/services; (2) The Assignments, Disputes, Payments, Invoice, Other 

Compliances, Compliance with Laws Unique to Government Contracts, and Unauthorized Obligations paragraphs of this clause; (3) the clause at 52.212-5; (4) addenda to this solicitation or contract, including any license agreements for computer software; (5) solicitation provisions if this is a solicitation; (6) other paragraphs of this clause; (7) the Standard Form 1449; (8) other documents, exhibits, and attachments; and (9) the specification. 

(t) System for Award Management (SAM). (1) Unless exempted by an addendum to this contract, the Contractor is responsible during performance and through final payment of any contract for the accuracy and completeness of the data within the SAM database, and for any liability resulting from the Government's reliance on inaccurate or incomplete data.
