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LIMITED SOURCE JUSTIFICATION FOR FSS ORDER (above SAT)

[bookmark: _GoBack]1.  IDENTIFICATION OF AGENCY AND CONTRACTING ACTIVITY:  This is a Limited Source Justification.  The requiring activity is the United States Naval Academy (USNA); the contracting activity is the Fleet Logistics Center Norfolk, Contracting Department, Philadelphia Office.

2.  NATURE/DESCRIPTION OF CONTRACT ACTION:  This acquisition is conducted under the authority of the Multiple Award Schedule Program (Title III of the Federal Property and Administrative Services Act of 1949 (41 U.S.C. 251, et seq.) and Title 40 U.S.C. 501, Services for Executive Agencies). This is a limited source action to be awarded as a new Federal Supply Schedule order and/or modification of an existing order to the large business identified in paragraph 3 below.  The placement of a firm, fixed price order is anticipated. 

3.  DESCRIPTION OF REQUIRED SUPPLIES/SERVICES:  The proposed acquisition is to renew managed hosting of USNA’s licensed Blackboard Learning Management System, including two option years.  It is intended to acquire these products from Blackboard, Inc, who is the manufacturer and sole distributor of the software under GSA Schedule GS-35F-0554M.  The requirement consists of 12 months (base year) with two (2) 12-month option periods.  

4.  IDENTIFICATION OF THE JUSTIFICATION RATIONALE AND/OR DEMONSTRATION OF CONTRACTOR’S UNIQUE QUALIFICATIONS:  The statutory authority which permits restricting consideration of schedule contractors to fewer than that required in FAR 8.405-1 or 8.405-2 is 41 U.S.C. 251, as implemented by FAR 8.405-6.  Blackboard software provides a secure web-based location for instructors and students to post source materials, conduct assessments, administer assignments, maintain student grades, etc.  The Blackboard system is currently used by all the faculty and staff of the Naval Academy in the normal conduct of their classes.  As the sole software publisher of their software products, only Blackboard has access to the software codes that are necessary for implementation of the required support to include upgrades, maintenance releases, patches and troubleshooting support.  Without access to the software source codes, no other firm can provide the required support.  Since hosting will be managed on existing Blackboard software, Blackboard is the only possible source to satisfy the requirement.

5.  DETERMINATION OF THE BEST VALUE:  GSA has already determined the prices of supplies of the schedule contracts to be fair and reasonable. Therefore, ordering activities are not required to make a separate determination of fair and reasonable pricing.  The Fleet Logistics Center Norfolk, Contracting Department, Philadelphia Office Contracting Officer will determine, using the procedures in FAR 8.405, that the order represents the best value and results in the lowest overall cost alternative (considering price, special features, administrative costs, etc.) to meet the Government's needs. The contracting officer may, also, seek additional discounts before placing the order.

6.  DESCRIPTION OF MARKET RESEARCH:  The requiring activity and contracting activity have conducted  market research among schedule holders.  The requiring activity certifies that the requirement can be met by a commercial item and provides supporting documentation which is attached. 

7.  ANY OTHER SUPPORTING FACTS: This procurement uses a GSA Schedule and will be solicited and awarded in accordance with FAR Subpart 8.4.

8.  ACTIONS TAKEN TO REMOVE BARRIERS TO COMPETITION:  All future requirements will be handled on a case-by-case basis.
