INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
1)
Disconnect power from the vending machine through the Main power switch or by un-plugging it from the wall.  FAILURE TO DISCONNECT POWER CAN RESULT IN PERMANENT DAMAGE TO THE CAD AND/OR THE VENDING MACHINE ELECTRONICS.

2)
Remove the existing bill acceptor or bill plate.  If no such provision exists, cut the appropriate hole in the vending machine door to the proper dimensions.  (See cut-out dimensions on the following pages)
3)
Insert the CAD into the cut out. Install appropriate hardware (nuts and/or Stand-offs) to hold it securely in place. 

4)
Mate the IMDB (6) pin connector from the CAD with any available IMDB connector within the vending machine. All power and interface signals are applied through this connection as per the Multi-Drop Bus specifications.  


If the CAD is being used in conjunction with a Coin changer:

a. Disconnect the Coin changer IMDB cable from the vending machine Control board. 

b. Connect the CAD IMDB cable to the vending machine.

c. Connect the Coin changer IMDB cable to the CAD IMDB cable.
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5)
Restore power to the vending machine and set up CAD as required.
Note it may be necessary to change settings on the vending machine so that it will recognize the CAD.  Contact the Vending machine dealer for details.
