Additionally, the Harris AN/PRC-152 is the only radio that has the exact look, feel, weight, and compatibility, and is the only suitable radio for training EOD students. All other tactical radios do not use any of the PRC-152 interfaces or accessories currently on hand.   
6.  OFFERS ARE SOLICITED FROM AS MANY POTENTIAL SOURCES AS IS PRACTICABLE:

Other brand names are not sought because any deviation from this brand name manufacturer would cost the Navy substantial amount of money in converting existing  systems not to mention the additional cost to re-training thousands of sailors on a new system.
