1.  Contracting Activity.  

	NAVSUP FLEET LOGISTICS CENTER (FLC) SAN DIEGO

2.  Description of the Action Being Approved:  Award of an IDIQ contract on a sole source, HUBZone direct award basis for services for shop towel delivery, pickup, and cleaning for Navy activities throughout California and Nevada in support of the NAVSUP FLC San Diego Regional HAZMAT Department.  The proposed action is in accordance with FAR 19.1306, FAR 6.302-5(b)(5), and 15 U.S.C.§65a. 

3.  Description of Supplies/Services.  In support of the Navy Region’s HAZMAT Department, the proposed contract (including a base year and 4 one-year options) offers Regional customers a vehicle to obtain clean shop towels on a regular basis as the Government does not own shop towels nor does it possess the capability of laundering materials contaminated with oil/grease/solvents/ink/paint.  The requirement is for both Red and Blue towels as well as Lost towels.  These services are a follow-on effort to a previous HUBZone direct award contract, N00244-07-D-0038.  The previous contract covered Arizona in addition to California and Nevada, and allowed all Federal Government Activities to use the contract.  The tables below show the unit prices and the total based on current quantities.  The IGE for this contract effort was based on quantities that included Navy customers throughout California and Nevada; quantities were later revised to include a customer that was inadvertently left out.

4.  Statutory Authority Permitting Other Than Full and Open Competition.  

10 U.S.C. 2304(c)(5), Authorized or required by statute. Sole source awards under the HUBZone Act of 1997—15 U.S.C. 657a



5.  Rationale Justifying Use of Cited Statutory Authority.  This proposed contract action is a follow-on to a HUBZone direct award.  According to its contract file, the previous contract was advertised as full and open and did not receive any offers.  It was then set aside for HUBZone and one proposal was received then withdrawn.  Further research identified one HUBZone company to be capable and interested in performing.  A direct award was then made to that HUBZone company, EBS Supply, Inc.  The Contracting Officer does not, therefore, have a reasonable belief that offers would be received from two or more HUBZone Small Business concerns for this follow-on effort, and the decision was made to make a direct award to the HUBZone company, EBS Supply, Inc.  EBS Supply, Inc. is a responsible company with respect to performance. This course of action was made in coordination with the Deputy for Small Business.


6.  Description of Efforts Made to Solicit Offers from as Many Offerors as Practicable. 

Market research was conducted in accordance with FAR part 10.  Market research revealed three potential HUBZone companies.  All were contacted, one company did not do shop towels, one company did shop towels but only in San Diego, the other company was the incumbent EBS Supply, Inc of San Diego, CA.  Authority for direct award to HUBZone company is set forth at FAR 19.1306, FAR 6.302-5(b)(5), and 15 U.S.C.65a. 
 
A synopsis will be issued announcing the sole source HUBZone award.  

7.  Determination of Fair and Reasonable Cost.  The Contracting Officer has determined the anticipated cost to the Government of the supplies/services covered by this J&A will be fair and reasonable.  


8.  Actions to Remove Barriers to Future Competition.

This contract is for a base and 4 option years.  Each year the determination in accordance with FAR 17 will be made, ensuring that the prices in the contract remain fair and reasonable.  

At the end of the term of the contract, a new market research will be conducted to obtain current information about the market for these commercial services
