The following tests and alignment establish the requirements for the above mentioned specifications:

This measurement determines the energy variation between pulses in a series of laser pulses.  To perform this measurement the UUT is aligned to the Collimator Module and ALTA.  The ALTA contains a high-speed photodiode attached to a fiber optic cable. One end of the fiber optic cable is located optically at the center of the InGaAs camera. The fiber optic routes the laser pulses to the high-speed diode.  The high-speed diode has the capability to respond to rapid energy changes.  The high-speed diode output goes to the digital oscilloscope and a sequence of pulses is digitized and recorded using software. The amplitude of the resulting electrical pulses is correlated to the laser energy through EOV calibration factors.  The energy in each pulse and the variation among the pulses is evaluated using software.

Accuracy Required: (  15%

Repeatability Required: ( 4.5%

This measurement determines the beam divergence of a laser rangefinder or designator UUT.  Beam divergence is defined as the cone angle that contains 90 percent of the energy out of the laser.  Divergence is a critical parameter that determines how large the laser spot is on a distant target.  This is measured by first aligning the laser to the Collimator Module and ALTA.  The laser is fired and the laser spot is imaged through the Collimator Module onto the laser camera in the ALTA. The ALTA uses a broadband InGaAs camera with 320 x 240 pixels to image the laser spot.  A frame of ALTA camera video of the laser spot profile is captured and the spot profile is analyzed using software to find the apparent spot diameter that contains 90 percent of the energy.  This diameter is divided by the focal length of the Collimator Module to yield the divergence and this value is recorded.

Accuracy Required: ( 10% of the measured value over the divergence measurement range of 130 to 1000 µrad

Repeatability Required: ( 5%

This test measures the energy per pulse in a single pulse or series of pulses from a laser.  This is a key laser performance parameter since the energy in the pulses determines how far the laser can stand-off to designate targets, measure range to targets, and how far from the target a guided weapon can acquire the designator spot on the target.  

Accuracy Required: ( 8.7%

Repeatability Required: ( 4.5%

The entire energy measurement path is calibrated as a whole to an accuracy of ( 5%.  

This measurement determines the temporal width of a pulse, either singly or for a series of laser pulses.  Pulse width is a critical laser parameter since it is inversely proportional to the peak power in the laser pulse.  Peak power is usually what rangefinder receivers or guided weapon receivers trigger off of.

Accuracy Required: ( 10% for 15 to 70 nsec pulse widths

The high-speed diode risetime contributes a known +2.5 nsec to the risetime measurement, which is compensated for, and an uncertainty of ( 0.5 nsec. 

These factors yield a combined accuracy of ( (0.21% + 0.5 nsec), or ( 4.6% for the worst-case 15 nsec pulsewidth.

This measurement tests the energy sensitivity of the laser rangefinder receiver. This is critical to being able to measure range to the most distant or low reflectance targets.

The following information was extracted from the TETS IR Module Calibration Procedure:

The accuracy of the blackbody system is dependent on the accuracy of the thermometer used in calibration.  To achieve full rated accuracy of the system, a thermometer with .01 degree Centigrade accuracy should be used.  If reduced system accuracy is acceptable, then a less precise thermometer may be used.  During the calibration process, it is necessary only to measure absolute temperature (the temperature at a single point).  A check of calibration, however, is more meaningful if the thermometer can measure differential temperature (the temperature difference between two points).  The Precision Thermometer must measure both absolute and differential temperatures with .001 degree resolution and .01 degree accuracy, and is a suitable instrument for calibration of this temperature controller.

The thermo-well in the blackbody for the calibration thermometer is designed to accommodate probes .138 inches in diameter and 1.6 inches long.  There is a second calibration well which can accommodate a probe .67 inches long mounted with a 10-32 thread.  Better results will be obtained with the greater immersion depth of the longer probe.

NEDT is a measure of the overall noise level present in a thermal imaging system. This noise level on top of the acquired image limits low contrast target feature recognition. The NEDT is the temperature difference between a target and the background at which the signal to RMS-noise ratio of the sensor under test is unity. To perform this test the sensor is first aligned to the Collimator Module.  Software then calls up either a 4-bar or vertical bar target. The delta temperature is set to zero. The difference in temperature is then gradually increased. The channel of interest is monitored on the digital oscilloscope. When the signal and noise are at the same value the delta temperature is recorded. Software selects the next channel and the measurement is repeated for all channels.

Required Accuracy: ( 3.9 % over the range ( 10˚C delta T.

Required Repeatability: ( 2.0 % over the range ( 10˚C delta T.

BLACKBODY SOURCE

Within the specified temperature delta range for this measurement (+/-10˚C) the blackbody differential accuracy is 0.01˚C or (0.1% (whichever is greater), or better than 1%.  Within the specified temperature delta range for this measurement (+/-10˚C) the blackbody repeatability (stability) is (0.01˚C (or ( 0.1% of the worst case 10˚C temperature delta).

The TETS EOV has precision temperature sensors embedded in both the IR source and the ambient reference plate.  The ambient reference plate is reflected by the reflective target geometry of the EOV.  The ambient reference plate temperature is thus projected as the apparent temperature of the target mask surface (referred to as the target temperature). Software can read either of these two sensors to determine the resulting temperature difference projected. The apparent target temperature floats at ambient temperature. Therefore, two temperatures are reported, target temperature and blackbody temperature.

This measurement is an overall measure of the system’s ability to resolve both image detail and temperature differences simultaneously.  MRTD is a manual test that includes the observer and human eye-brain interaction.  To perform this test the sensor is first aligned to the Collimator Module.  The blackbody source in the IR Module backlights the selected 4-bar target mask.  The Collimator Module collimates the target image and projects it into the IR sensor.  This is a subjective test that relies on the observer’s abilities and training.  The basic test criterion applied is whether or not the observer can see the 4-bars of the target at a specified temperature difference (or contrast).  Procedurally, a target and starting temperature are selected for each test step.  The observer is prompted to interactively increase the blackbody temperature until the 4-bar pattern is just detected.  This is then repeated except that the observer decreases the blackbody temperature until the 4-bar pattern is just detected (with the opposite contrast). The positive and negative temperature deltas at which the target just becomes visible are added and divided by two to get the temperature difference for that frequency.  Each of these computed temperature differences, or delta Ts, is plotted versus the spatial frequency (in cycles per mrad) of the 4-bar targets to produce the complete MRTD curve.  This curve displays spatial frequency on the horizontal axis versus temperature delta required to see the corresponding frequency on the vertical axis. Proposal Content

Volume I – Technical Proposal

The Technical Proposal shall be so specific and complete as to clearly demonstrate to the Government that the offeror has a thorough comprehension of and capabilities to perform all aspects of the solicitation requirements including technical, product assurance and fabrication/production as well as all other provisions of this solicitation.  Statements of compliance (i.e., “understood”: “will comply”) without the detailed description of how compliance will be met may not be considered sufficient evidence that the proposed requirements can be technically satisfied by the offeror.

Volume I must not contain any contract price or cost information.

The offeror shall describe the proposed warranty including warranty period, terms and conditions, parts covered, turn-around time, and warranty action processing.

Volume II – Past Performance. 

 This section shall contain past performance information on your three most recent contracts for identical or similar items and completed within the last three years.  Contracts listed may include those entered into with the federal government agencies of state and local governments, and commercial customers.  Offerors that are newly formed entities without prior contracts should list contracts and subcontracts as required above for all critical personnel.  The following information shall be furnished for each contract cited:

(2) Contract Type

(3) Date of Contract Award/Period of Performance  

(4) Total Contract Value (Including all options)

(5) Project or Contract Title and description of requirement

52.212-2     EVALUATION--COMMERCIAL ITEMS (JAN 1999)

BASIS FOR AWARD: 
The Government intends to award a contract on the basis of initial offers received, without discussions.  Therefore, each initial offer should contain the Offeror’s best terms from a cost or price and technical standpoint.  However, if considered necessary by the Contracting Officer, discussions will be conducted with only those Offerors determined to have a reasonable chance for award.

A finding of Unacceptable in one of the non-cost or price factors (Technical Capability and  Past Performance Providing Similar Supplies) may result in the entire proposal being determined Unacceptable and therefore, ineligible for award. 

The Government reserves the right to make an award to other than the lowest priced Offeror or to the Offeror with the highest technical rating if the Contracting Officer determines that to do so would result in the greatest value to the Government.

The Contracting Officer intends to conduct this as a greatest value evaluation using the adjectival ratings and the associated definitions.    Inherent in this approach is the fact that the Contracting Officer, while always mindful of price, is encouraging strengths and/or innovative approaches in the proposals. 
 The Offeror’s proposal shall be in the format prescribed by this solicitation. 
 The technical evaluation factors listed below are in descending order of importance. 


FACTOR I  -  Technical Capability 


FACTOR II -  Past Performance Providing Similar Supplies

FACTOR III - Price 
Technical Evaluation Factors I is  significantly more important than Factor II however Factors I and II when combined are more important  than Price.
 (a) The Government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation will be most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered. The following factors shall be used to evaluate offers:

Offerors’ proposals will be evaluated first under Factor I above, which represents the minimum acceptable criteria.  Under this factor, the proposal will be determined to be either  technically acceptable or unacceptable.  Failure to meet the minimum criteria for this factor will render the offer to be technically unacceptable and to not be considered for award.  See paragraph (b) below.

Only those offers which meet the minimum technical requirements required by Factor I will be further evaluated under Factors II and III.  In the second step of evaluating those offers determined under Factor I to be technically acceptable, Factor II is significantly more important than Factor III.
At the discretion of the Contracting Officer, the Government intends to evaluate proposals and award a contract without discussions with offerors.  Each initial offer should, therefore, contain the offeror’s best terms from both a price and technical standpoint.

(b) Technical capability will be assessed by evaluating the information submitted in response to FAR 52.212-1, Instructions to Offerors, as amended above.  Offerors’ technical information will be used to determine whether the items proposed meet the statement of work and purchase description included in this solicitation.

Items offered, as provided in the offeror’s technical proposal, will be evaluated as technically acceptable or technically unacceptable.  Offers which are determined to be technically unacceptable may not be considered further for award.  

(c) Offerors’ past performance information submitted, as required by the proposal contents information set forth above, will be used to make a determination of whether the offeror has a satisfactory record of past performance.  Offerors should therefore provide performance history and references to demonstrate satisfactory performance for up to three similar contracts performed within the past three years.

TECHNICAL EVALUATION FACTOR II - Past Performance Providing Similar Supplies.
 The following narrative descriptions apply to the evaluation grade for evaluation of PAST PERFORMANCE INFORMATION ONLY:
The definition of “acceptable”, “unacceptable”, and “neutral” for (2) Past Performance are:

Acceptable: Previously awarded contracts consistently met contractual requirements or exhibited a trend of becoming adequate or better quality.  Past performance record leads to an expectation of adequate performance. Previously awarded contracts met contractual requirements with some problems for which Offeror’s corrective actions or proposed actions are expected to be satisfactory. 

Unacceptable: Consistently poor quality Past Performance. Past performance record leads to a strong expectation that acceptable performance will not be achieved. Previously awarded contracts did not met most contractual requirements and reflected serious problems for which Offeror either failed to identify or implement corrective actions, or for which the corrective actions were ineffective.

Neutral: Applicable to past performance only. No relevant past performance available for evaluation.  Offeror has asserted that it has no relevant, directly related or similar past performance experience.  Proposal neither receives nor loses credit; however, Offeror with no relevant past performance history may not represent the most advantageous proposal to the Government and thus, may be an unsuccessful proposal when compared to the proposals of other Offerors.
 Further, the Government may take into account past performance information regarding predecessor companies and key personnel who may have relevant experience with other organizations.  Such information should clearly state and identify the employee’s role in that work effort and organizational structure.  The Government may also consider the past performance information of subcontractors that will perform major or critical aspects of this solicitation’s requirements when such information is relevant to the procurement.  

Finally, in the case of an Offeror without a record of relevant past performance or for whom information on past performance is not available the Government will not evaluate the Offeror favorably or unfavorably on past performance.  Such Offerors will receive a neutral rating for past performance.  However, the proposal of an Offeror with no relevant past performance history, while rated neutral in past performance, may be considered an unacceptable risk to contract performance and therefore not competitive. 

Past Performance information should be provided on the Contractor Performance Data Sheet provided as  Attachment 1 to this solicitation.  Information utilized will be obtained from these references as well as any other sources who may have relevant information.
