JUSTIFICATION AND APPROVAL

TO PROCURE USING OTHER THAN FULL AND OPEN COMPETITION

1.  Contracting Activity:

The Contracting Activity is the Fleet and Industrial Supply Center (FISCSD), San Diego, CA Regional Contracts Department.  

2.  Description of the Action Being Procured:
Award of a firm fixed price contract on a sole source basis for the purchase twenty-five (25) E2C2 vaneaxial fan assembly housing strators.

3.  Description of Supplies/Services:

Fleet Readiness Center Southwest has a requirement for the purchase of twenty-five (25) E2C2 vaneaxial fan assembly housing stators.  The only known qualified source of supply is Ontic Engineering and Manufacturing Inc., 20400 Plummer Street, Chatsworth, CA 91313.  Estimated value is $******.  Delivery is expected to take place 165 days after receipt of order.  Funding is in hand for award of order for said supplies.

4. Statutory Authority Permitting Other than Full and Open Competition:
The statutory authority permitting other than full and open competition is 10 U.S.C. 2304(c)(1), "Only one responsible source and no other supplies or service will satisfy agency requirements", as implemented by FAR Part 6.302-1(b)(1)(i).

5.  Rationale Justifying Use of Cited Statutory Authority:

The Vane Axial Fan was originally provided by Midland-Ross Corp. Midland-Ross was acquired by Grimes Aerospace who was in turn acquired by Honeywell. Honeywell assigned manufacturing rights for the end item Vane Axial Fan Assembly to Ontic Engineering and Manufacturing who is currently the only known qualified manufacturer.

6.  Description of Efforts Made to Solicit Offers from as Many Offerors as Practicable:
As stated earlier, ONTIC is the only known qualified source of manufacture. They hold the overall drawing and proprietary data rights to the required material as assigned to them by Honeywell.

7. Determination of Fair and Reasonable Cost:
The Contracting Officer will determine the price to be fair and reasonable through price analysis.

8. Actions to Remove Barriers to Future Competition:: 

A market survey was conducted by the requiring activity and the sources contacted do not have the ability to obtain new material from Ontic nor is there any realistic potential for unused surplus of the required stator.  Ontic Engineering and Manufacturing maintains the design and data rights to this item and there are no current plans for the U.S. Navy to purchase the rights to the drawings in order to make a competitive procurement viable.  With only 100 E2C2 aircraft flying, it is highly unlikely the Navy will ever make the decision to purchase the drawing rights.
