	The original RFP and subsequent amendments have clearly defined requirements that pertain to what is widely considered in the wireless industry as a "Flat Rate Plan." Amendment 0005, especially the Government's comments about the review of industry web sites, suggest that the requirements are for a pre-paid plan. This clarification has a significant impact on the overall proposal response, rate plan design, and ELIN attachments for the Flat Rate Plan. Offeror is respectfully requesting an extension of 1 (one) week from the current proposal due date of June 24, 2010 to July 1, 2010 to be able to more thoroughly address  the Government's requirement for a pre-paid wireless plan.


	The Navy issued the RFP in draft and it was discussed at a Navy pre-solicitation conference held with identified interested parties, including current contract holders and industry-wide representatives.  At that conference, the Navy discussed the “Pre-Pay Plan” (Pre-Pay Plan) requirements and its corresponding ELINS. Participants understood that the name of that Pre-Pay Plan would change to conform more to an industry-wide standard name.  It changed to “Flat-Rate Plan” (Flat-Rate Plan).  The Flat-Rate Plan requirements did not change, only the name of the plan changed.  Accordingly, the Flat-Rate Plan terms and conditions were in fact fully vetted by all participants.  The Navy will not change the Flat-Rate Plan requirements.  It remains unchanged by this Amendment.

	The row that corresponds to ELINs AD01 and BD01 are missing the "Est Qty for Evaluation Purposes." These ELINs do not allow the Offeror to bid an Extended Price for AD01 and BD01. Could the Government provide a revised version of Attachments J-001 and J-001.1 to enable the Offeror to enter a Unit, Unit Price and Extended Price for AD01 and BD01.


	AD01 and BD01 are linked to a Title not an ELIN for pricing. Therefore, the Attachments will not be revised at this time.
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	 J-001 and J-001.1


	In order to more fully explain the ELIN prices Offeror will include a breakdown of the individual unit price.  Additionally, offeror proposes to provide additional details explaining our plans and our structure. 


	An ELIN unit price needs to reflect one amount.  Although the Navy appreciates your willingness to provide additional details explaining your plans, a breakdown as you suggest complicates the evaluation process.  Additional non-solicited details may be interpreted as non-responsive or as an exception, which is not acceptable. "Notes" or "Explanations" may also be interpreted as exceptions to the RFP.  The basic requirements (including unlimited texts) are mandatory for all plans, exceptions are not acceptable.

	Offeror's interpretation of FAR 52.232.6,  Payment under Communication Service Contracts with Common Carriers (Apr 1984) The Government shall pay the Contractor, in arrears, upon submission of invoices for services and facilities furnished in accordance with the terms of CSAs issued under this contract, the rates and charges for the services and facilities as set forth in the clause entitled “Rates, Charges and Services.”   Sprint would like clarification that “Pre-Paid services” are paid before usage and not in arrears and may be purchased in accordance with FAR 52.232.6.


	In accordance with FAR 32.11, the clause identified in the question, FAR 52.232-6 is a contract clause for non-commercial purchases.    This is a commercial purchase; therefore this clause is not applicable.  Please see 52.212-4      CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS-- COMMERCIAL ITEMS (MAR 2009) 

Be advised, that the Navy properly obligates the entire amount of hours ordered, or the flat-rate amount, when it orders the services.    Accordingly, for the Flat-Rate Plan, the Navy would "order" and "obligate funds" for devices and blocks of minutes when it issued the task order.  Until the device is delivered or the block of minutes activated, services have not been performed and invoices cannot be paid. Current law does not permit the Government to pay in advance for wireless services – accordingly, although money is obligated, the contractor can only invoice monthly for minutes consumed.  It is understood however that the Navy is obligated and funded for the full amount of the block of minutes ordered.  Should the Navy end-user not consume all minutes, the contractor will be able to invoice for minutes available but not used under the ordered Flat-Rate Plan.  See Title 31 United States Code §3324
