The following have been added by full text: 

        DESCRIPTION OF AMENDMENT 04
The purpose of this Amendment is to clarify the closing date, clarify information regarding reports and invoicing; add paragraph C 17 QASP, Qs&As, and clause changes.  Minimum order information is changed to “$3,000 for supplies and $2,500 for services”.  Reporting for UIC end-users is changed to align with invoices on a monthly basis.  

1. Closing date is unchanged and remains June 24, 2010, 4 PM local time.

2. Clarify Invoicing/Reports/WAWF -- WAWF training web site: http://www.wawftraining.com/ may provide additional details to help identify the correct procedures for submitting your invoices.  For the resulting contracts, invoices will be submitted into WAWF under CLIN 0001 for the base period and CLIN 0002 for the option period.  The CLIN amount will be for the aggregate Order amount, no further breakdown of the invoiced price is required for WAWF.  The usage reports will be provided to Ordering Officers and CORs, as indicated on Orders, for use with verifying services received.

2.1 The invoice data to be entered into WAWF by the contractor includes the invoiced amount by either CLIN or SLIN (titled "Item No" in WAWF), and the corresponding ACRN for that amount.  In cases where there are multiple SLINs to fund a single CLIN, the training makes a point of stating that the SLINs must total to the extended total CLIN amount.  So if there is only one CLIN and no SLINs on the Task Order, the contractor would only have the one CLIN to enter.  If the CLIN was funded by multiple SLINs, the vendor would enter a separate invoiced amount for each SLIN on the order.  This procurement does not require ELINs to be input into WAWF, therefore, contractors only include the invoiced amount for a CLIN when inputting into WAWF.  

3.  Change C.2.1.1 to the following: 

“2.1.1 Description: This RFP is for cellular and wireless services and devices for DoN.  There are four basic devices, voice (cell phone); Blackberry (NMCI Certified voice and data); smart phone (voice and data); and air cards (internet access for laptop computers) and other wireless services may be included.  This acquisition is for Indefinite Delivery/Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ), Multiple Award contract (MAC) contracts for various cellular and wireless devices, services, etc.  The Contractor shall provide all labor, management, supervision, tools, material, and equipment to perform all requirements described in the Statement of Work for each task order. The contract will be awarded to two or more contractors. The contract performance period will be for a base year plus an option for six months.  Individual task orders may range from $3,000 for supplies and $2,500 for services to the $max amount of NTE. The minimum guarantee for this contract is $5,000 for the life of the contract and will be satisfied with the issuance of a task order over the life of each contract. The Government intends to award two or more contracts.  “

4. Change C 2.1.2 to the following:

“2.1.2 Orders placed on any contract awarded under this RFP shall be competed among awardees on a competitive basis (unless sole source procedures are followed or any individual order is less than $3,000 for supplies or $2,500 for services, then see below) giving each awardee a fair opportunity to compete. A “fair opportunity” is defined for each task order.  For example, the Government may choose to award a task order on a lowest-priced, technically acceptable basis.  In that instance, the Government may highlight a specific technical feature, features, or qualities that are required, and compete the requirement among awardees. It will then issue a written or oral request for quotes and solicit technical submissions and quotations.  The Government will then award the task order to that lowest priced, technically acceptable awardee providing that technical feature(s) or qualities are required.  The awardees may offer a lower price on the task order than those set forth in the basic contract.  Fair opportunity can also be defined as a simple price comparison.  In that instance, the Government may choose to compare the ELIN prices in each awardee contract and simply place an order with all technical or qualities set forth in the contract.   No written or oral request for quotations will be made in that case. The Government also reserves the right to do a price-technical trade-off.  The Government will solicit offers from awardees on a “best-value” basis whereby non-price factors may be more important than price.  When using the “best-value” method, the Government will issue a written RFP with stated factors and acceptable price trade-offs.  The awardee will then provide both a technical and price proposal.  It may also reduce its contract prices in response to a best-value task order.  See C 14 herein.”

5. Change C 2.1.3 to the following:

“2.1.3  The contracting officer must provide each awardee a fair opportunity to be considered for each order exceeding $3,000 for supplies or $2,500 for services issued under multiple delivery-order contracts or multiple task-order contracts, unless exceptions at Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 15.505(b)(2) apply.  For task or delivery orders in excess of $5,000,000 see FAR 15.505 (b) (1) (iii). Each contractor is required to respond to all RFPs or RFQ's sent to them. Contractors are required to identify any FCC defined “dead zones” for zip codes included in any proposal submitted in response to a Task Order RFP.”  

6. 14.0 TASK ORDERS:  Change C 14.1 to the following:

“14.1 Orders may be placed via Government Purchase Card by card holders, up to $3,000 for supplies or $2,500 for services.”  

7. Change C 14.1 to the following:

“14.2 In accordance with FAR 16.505 (b) (1), the contracting officer must provide each awardee a fair opportunity to be considered for each order exceeding $3,000 for supplies or $2,500 for services issued under multiple delivery-order contracts or multiple task-order contracts, except as provided for in FAR 16.505 (b) (2).”   

8. Change C 14.12.2 to the following:

“14.12.2 Except as provided below, for orders issued under this contract, each awardee shall be provided a fair opportunity to be considered for each order in excess of $3,000 for supplies or $2,500 for services. In considering fair opportunity to be considered for each order, such factors as past performance, quality of deliverables, coverage, cost control, etc. will be considered. The Government may use oral proposals and streamlined procedures in selecting awardees. The ordering officer need not contact each multiple awardee if the ordering officer has information available to ensure that each awardee is fairly considered. 

(a) Awardees need not be given an opportunity to be considered for a particular order in excess of $3,000.00 000 for supplies or $2,500 for services .under multiple task order contracts if the ordering officer determines that: “

9. Change C 14.6 to the following:

“14.6 For Task Orders over $3,000.00 for supplies or $2,500 for service, evaluation criteria may be lowest price only (via either written request for proposal, or calculated by the Government from unit prices on each awardee’s contract); Lowest Price, Technically Acceptable, Best Value, or other basis set forth in the Task Order RFP.  “

10. Change C 15.2 to the following:

“15.2 Reporting - End User (or UIC) Level:  The Contractor shall provide to the Activity’s designated Technical POC, a monthly report providing a summary of the Activity’s usage, broken down by task order and individual rate plan, line and service or device, and the resulting total cost for each month.  This report is tied to invoicing and verification of services received.  Access to these reports will be requested from and subsequently granted to the individual ordering end-user commands/activities.  The following data access capabilities and reporting elements are required:”

“15.2.2 Online (or web) access must be granted prior to submission of invoices in order to allow technical review of services performed.”

Is the government asking for the ELINs to be reformatted and totaled as part of 3.2.8 (e) using the example shown in 3.2.4?


	3.2.4 is an explanation of how the NTE is derived.  Offerors shall Provide completed ELINs (attachments J-001 and J-001.1). ELINs are NOT to be reformatted.  The total amount of all ELINs for the base period is what is shown on the CLIN 0001and on the summary sheet, and the total amount of all ELINs for the option period is what is shown on the CLIN 0002 and on the summary sheet.
