Repair, Cleaning and Re-installation and of NAVBASE SD Synthetic Log Camels, Chains and Associated All Hardware

1.0 INTRODUCTION

The Port Operations Program for the Commander, Navy Region Southwest requires the non-personal Firm Fixed Priced (FFP) services of contractor employees to provide services for regional program requirements.     
2.0 SCOPE
The purpose of this order is to secure the necessary contractor employee level of expertise for the overall technical and operational needs of the Commander, Navy Region Southwest (CNRSW), Port Operations program.  The contractor shall provide employees with the appropriate level of technical expertise specified in this Statement of Work.
3.0 BACKGROUND

Port Operations has 12 piers throughout NAVBASE SD area that has 483 synthetic log camels affixed to the quay walls and pier berths to protect the quay walls and piers from damage.  These synthetic log camels were installed in FY 04 for the support both ‘Home Ported’ and ‘Visiting’ ships in the San Diego area.  Due to normal wear and tear, many of the attaching fasteners, eye bolts, chains, hawse pipes and counter weights have become deteriorated through normal movement of the tides and have failed.  The failure of the chains has allowed many of the synthetic log camels to break free from there intended positions and become adrift causing a serious hazard to navigation for ships and small craft alike. Failure to conduct regular maintenance, repair or replace the supporting hardware, and reinstall the synthetic log camels will lead to more costly damage to the quay walls, piers and potentially ships as a navigational hazard.  The replacement of the worn and failing supporting hardware and reinstallation of the synthetic log camels is a critical requirement to ensure the safety of all vessels afloat.

4.0 CONTRACTOR  FURNISHED EQUIPMENT

The contractor will be required and responsible to furnish all services and material required to reinstall, clean and repair the synthetic log camel system to include, but not limited to the required work boat, pressure washers, personal tools, small work skiff with a small motor (as required) and portable generator, to remove, replace and/or re-install the synthetic log camels and associated hardware as required.  The contractor will provide there own gasoline for all there equipment.  The contractor is responsible for the maintenance and repair of all there own equipment brought to the work site.  The contractor will also be responsible to provide the following items, not to exceed 7% cost increase per item to the government and the materials estimate will be included in the total price of the contract: Estimated eight thousand feet of 5/8” galvanized steel chain with associated fasteners (eye bolts, nuts washers etc.) to quay wall and piers, and (not to exceed) 200, 150lb anchor weights/devises, estimated 50 hawse pipe throughways of the synthetic logs.  Cost estimate shall include the procurement of the items listed within the initial price of the contract. (Any additional cost increase for material required, must be approved before procurement in writing by the Government Representative/COR)

5.0 STATEMENT OF WORK

Establish a service contract to clean off excessive sea growth, replace deteriorated chains and associated hardware,  the associated one hundred fifty lb dead weights, repair or replace deteriorated 50% deteriorated hawse pipes and synthetic logs on the piers and quay walls throughout the NAVBASE SD.   

A. Contractor shall be required to clean, reposition  and re-install 100 floating synthetic logs in accordance with Government Representative’s direction as follows:

· Contractor shall clean (100 ea.) synthetic log camels and attach their chains with/to the installed eyebolts along piers and the quay wall where required for proper installation. Contractor shall install eye bolts along quay wall where they are missing and are need to be installed. 

· Clean all excess marine growth from synthetic logs

· Repair or replace any and all missing or broken eye bolts

· If only one side of the hawse pipe within the camel is worn 50%, the contractor shall reverse the position of the camel (turn it around) so the chain comes in contact with the opposite side of the hawse pipe.

· If both sides of the hawse pipe are worn to 50% the Contractor shall be required to repair and/or replace hawse pipe before the chain is installed and camel re-attached.

· Contractor shall be required to make all appropriate connections of chain to the quay wall/pier and the counter weight, as per original design.

B.  Upon completion of installation of all loose synthetic logs, the contractor will inspect all quay walls and piers identify worn or deteriorated chains of 30% deterioration or more and submit a written report identifying the discrepancies to the Government Representative. 

C.  Prioritized order of cleaning and repairs will be established by the Government Representative to facilitate ships movements. 

D. Any excess material not utilized shall be turned over to the Government Rep upon completion of the project.

E. Contractor shall be responsible for the proper disposition of all scrap materials and recyclable materials will be deposited in the NAVBASE SD recycle bins that will be provided.

F. Contractor employees shall maintain all equipment and the assigned work area in a clean and orderly manner at all times.

7.0 PERSONAL QUALIFICATIONS

The contractor shall be responsible for employing technically qualified personnel to perform the work specified in this Statement of Work.  The Contractor shall maintain the personnel, organization, and administrative control necessary to ensure that the work delivered meets the contract specifications and requirements.  Personnel assigned to, or utilized by, the contractor in performance of work shall be fully capable of performing the contemplated functions of the respective labor categories in an efficient, reliable, and professional manner.  
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CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.212-1      INSTRUCTIONS TO OFFERORS--COMMERCIAL ITEMS (JUN 2008) 

(a) North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) code and small business size standard. The NAICS code and small business size standard for this acquisition appear in Block 10 of the solicitation cover sheet (SF 1449). However, the small business size standard for a concern which submits an offer in its own name, but which proposes to furnish an item which it did not itself manufacture, is 500 employees.

(b) Submission of offers. Submit signed and dated offers to the office specified in this solicitation at or before the exact time specified in this solicitation. Offers may be submitted on the SF 1449, letterhead stationery, or as otherwise specified in the solicitation. As a minimum, offers must show-- 

(1) The solicitation number; 

(2) The time specified in the solicitation for receipt of offers;

Unless otherwise specified in this solicitation, these samples shall be submitted at no expense to the Government, and returned at the sender's request and expense, unless they are destroyed during preaward testing. 

(e) Multiple offers. Offerors are encouraged to submit multiple offers presenting alternative terms and conditions or commercial items for satisfying the requirements of this solicitation. Each offer submitted will be evaluated separately. 

(f) Late submissions, modifications, revisions, and withdrawals of offers:

(1) Offerors are responsible for submitting offers, and any modifications, revisions, or withdrawals, so as to reach the Government office designated in the solicitation by the time specified in the solicitation. If no time is specified in the solicitation, the time for receipt is 4:30 p.m., local time, for the designated Government office on the date that offers or revisions are due.

(2)(i) Any offer, modification, revision, or withdrawal of an offer received at the Government office designated in the solicitation after the exact time specified for receipt of offers is “late” and will not be considered unless it is received before award is made, the Contracting Officer determines that accepting the late offer would not unduly delay the acquisition; and--

(A) If it was transmitted through an electronic commerce method authorized by the solicitation, it was received at the initial point of entry to the Government infrastructure not later than 5:00 p.m. one working day prior to the date specified for receipt of offers; or

(B) There is acceptable evidence to establish that it was received at the Government installation designated for receipt of offers and was under the Government's control prior to the time set for receipt of offers; or

(C) If this solicitation is a request for proposals, it was the only proposal received.

(ii) However, a late modification of an otherwise successful offer, that makes its terms more favorable to the Government, will be considered at any time it is received and may be accepted.

(g) Contract award (not applicable to Invitation for Bids). The Government intends to evaluate offers and award a contract without discussions with offerors. Therefore, the offeror's initial offer should contain the offeror's best terms from a price and technical standpoint. However, the Government reserves the right to conduct discussions if later determined by the Contracting Officer to be necessary. The Government may reject any or all offers if such action is in the public interest; accept other than the lowest offer; and waive informalities and minor irregularities in offers received. 

(h) Multiple awards. The Government may accept any item or group of items of an offer, unless the offeror qualifies the offer by specific limitations. Unless otherwise provided in the Schedule, offers may not be submitted for quantities less than those specified. The Government reserves the right to make an award on any item for a quantity less than the quantity offered, at the unit prices offered, unless the offeror specifies otherwise in the offer.

52.212-2     EVALUATION--COMMERCIAL ITEMS (JAN 1999)

(a) The Government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation will be most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered. The following factors shall be used to evaluate offers:

     (i)  TECHNICAL CAPABILITY TO MEET THE REQUIREMENT

    (ii)  PAST PERFORMANCE

   (iii)  PRICE

Offerors' proposals will be evaluated first under Factor (i) above, which represents MINIMUM acceptable criteria.  Under this factor, products offered will be determined to be either technically acceptable or unacceptable.  Failure to meet the minimum criteria for this factor will render the offer to be technically unacceptable and to not be considered for award.  See paragraph (b) below.

Only those Offers which meet the minimum requirements established by Factor (i) will be further evaluated under Factors (ii) and (iii).  In the second step of evaluating those offers determined under Factor (i) to be technically acceptable, Factor (ii), PAST PERFORMANCE, combined with Factor (i), is significantly more important than Factor (iii), PRICE. Although cost is not as important as Past Performance, it should not be ignored.  The degree of its importance will increase with the degree of equality of the proposals in relation to past performance, or when it is so significantly high as to diminish the value of past performance superiority to the government.

At the discretion of the Contracting Officer, the Government intends to evaluate proposals and award a contract without discussions with offerors.  Each initial offer should, therefore contain the Offeror's best terms from both a price and technical standpoint.

Any Offeror's proposal which has no relevant past performance history, while rated neutral, may not represent the most advantageous proposal to the Government and thus, may be an unsuccessful proposal when compared to the proposals of other offerors.

The Contracting Officer will evaluate Offeror's PAST PERFORMANCE as follows:

NEUTRAL:  No relevant past performance available for evaluation.  Offeror has asserted that it has no relevant directly related or similar past performance experience.  Proposal receives no merit or demerit for this factor.

OUTSTANDING:   No risk anticipated with delivery of quality product, on time, or of any degradation of performance, or lack of customer satisfaction based upon offeror's past performance.

SATISFACTORY:  Very little risk anticipated with delivery of quality product, on time, or of degradation of performance, or lack of customer satisfaction based upon the offeror's past performance.

UNSATISFACTORY:  Significant potential risk anticipated with delivery of quality product, on time, and of degradation of performance based upon the offeror's past performance.

(e)  A written notice of award or acceptance of an offer, mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful offeror within the time for acceptance specified in the offer, shall result in a binding contract without further action by either party.  Before the offer's specified expiration time, the Government may accept an offer (or part of an offer), whether or not there are negotiations after its receipt, unless a written notice of withdrawal is received before award.

Place of manufacture means the place where an end product is assembled out of components, or otherwise made or processed from raw materials into the finished product that is to be provided to the Government. If a product is disassembled and reassembled, the place of reassembly is not the place of manufacture.

Restricted business operations means business operations in Sudan that include power production activities, mineral extraction activities, oil-related activities, or the production of military equipment, as those terms are defined in the Sudan Accountability and Divestment Act of 2007 (Pub. L. 110-174). Restricted business operations do not include business operations that the person (as that term is defined in Section 2 of the Sudan Accountability and Divestment Act of 2007) conducting the business can demonstrate--

(1) Are conducted under contract directly and exclusively with the regional government of southern Sudan;

    (2) The design, development, documentation, analysis, creation, testing or

modification of computer systems or programs, including prototypes, based on and

related to user or system design specifications;

    (3) The design, documentation, testing, creation or modification of computer

programs related to machine operating systems; or

    (4) A combination of the aforementioned duties, the performance of which

requires the same level of skills.  (29 C.F.R. 541.400).

2)  AIR TRAFFIC CONTROLLERS AND WEATHER OBSERVERS - NIGHT PAY & SUNDAY PAY:  If you

work at night as part of a regular tour of duty, you will earn a night differential

and receive an additional 10% of basic pay for any hours worked between 6pm and 6am.

 If you are a full-time employed (40 hours a week) and Sunday is part of your

regularly scheduled workweek, you are paid at your rate of basic pay plus a Sunday

premium of 25% of your basic rate for each hour of Sunday work which is not overtime

(i.e. occasional work on Sunday outside the normal tour of duty is considered

overtime work).

HAZARDOUS PAY DIFFERENTIAL: An 8 percent differential is applicable to employees

employed in a position that represents a high degree of hazard when working with or

in close proximity to ordinance, explosives, and incendiary materials.  This

includes work such as screening, blending, dying, mixing, and pressing of sensitive

ordance, explosives, and pyrotechnic compositions such as lead azide, black powder

and photoflash powder.  All dry-house activities involving propellants or explosives.

  Demilitarization, modification, renovation, demolition, and maintenance operations

on sensitive ordnance, explosives and incendiary materials.  All operations

involving regrading and cleaning of artillery ranges.

A 4 percent differential is applicable to employees employed in a position that

represents a low degree of hazard when working with, or in close proximity to

ordance, (or employees possibly adjacent to) explosives and incendiary materials

which involves potential injury such as laceration of hands, face, or arms of the

employee engaged in the operation,  irritation of the skin, minor burns and the

like; minimal damage to immediate or adjacent work area or equipment being used.

All operations involving, unloading, storage, and hauling of ordance, explosive, and

incendiary ordnance material other than small arms ammunition.  These differentials

are only applicable to work that has been specifically designated by the agency for

ordance, explosives, and incendiary material differential pay.

** UNIFORM ALLOWANCE **

If employees are required to wear uniforms in the performance of this contract

(either by the terms of the Government contract, by the employer, by the state or

local law, etc.), the cost of furnishing such uniforms and maintaining (by

laundering or dry cleaning) such uniforms is an expense that may not be borne by an

employee where such cost reduces the hourly rate below that required by the wage

determination.

1444 (SF 1444)}

Conformance Process:

The contracting officer shall require that any class of service employee which is

not listed herein and which is to be employed under the contract (i.e., the work to

be performed is not performed by any classification listed in the wage

determination), be classified by the contractor so as to provide a reasonable

relationship (i.e., appropriate level of skill comparison) between such unlisted

classifications and the classifications listed in the wage determination.  Such

conformed classes of employees shall be paid the monetary wages and furnished the

fringe benefits as are determined.  Such conforming process shall be initiated by

the contractor prior to the performance of contract work by such unlisted class(es)

of employees.  The conformed classification, wage rate, and/or fringe benefits shall

be retroactive to the commencement date of the contract. {See Section 4.6 (C)(vi)}

When multiple wage determinations are included in a contract, a separate SF 1444

should be prepared for each wage determination to which a class(es) is to be

conformed.

The process for preparing a conformance request is as follows:

1) When preparing the bid, the contractor identifies the need for a conformed

occupation(s) and computes a proposed rate(s).

2) After contract award, the contractor prepares a written report listing in order

proposed classification title(s), a Federal grade equivalency (FGE) for each

proposed classification(s), job description(s), and rationale for proposed wage

rate(s), including information regarding the agreement or disagreement of the

authorized representative of the employees involved, or where there is no authorized

representative, the employees themselves.  This report should be submitted to the

contracting officer no later than 30 days after such unlisted class(es) of employees

performs any contract work.

3) The contracting officer reviews the proposed action and promptly submits a report

of the action, together with the agency's recommendations and pertinent

information including the position of the contractor and the employees, to the Wage

and Hour Division, Employment Standards Administration, U.S. Department of Labor,

for review.  (See section 4.6(b)(2) of Regulations 29 CFR Part 4).

4) Within 30 days of receipt, the Wage and Hour Division approves, modifies, or

disapproves the action via transmittal to the agency contracting officer, or

notifies the contracting officer that additional time will be required to process

the request.

5) The contracting officer transmits the Wage and Hour decision to the contractor.

6) The contractor informs the affected employees.

Information required by the Regulations must be submitted on SF 1444 or bond paper.

When preparing a conformance request, the "Service Contract Act Directory of

Occupations" (the Directory) should be used to compare job definitions to insure

that duties requested are not performed by a classification already listed in the

wage determination.  Remember, it is not the job title, but the required tasks that

determine whether a class is included in an established wage determination.

Conformances may not be used to artificially split, combine, or subdivide

classifications listed in the wage determination.
