PERFORMANCE WORK STATEMENT
LEASE AND CLEAN COVERALLS
1.0 Scope.  This Performance Work Statement (SOW) identifies necessary services and materials to provide personnel assigned to Fleet Readiness Center Southwest (FRCSW) and cited remote facilities, with the lease and cleaning of garments and working apparel, which are commensurate with industry standards.  The Period of Performance (POP) shall be 01 January 2014 through 30 September 2015.  The contractor must have full knowledge of the referenced clothing, must be able to perform services in compliance with all applicable technical specifications, and in accordance with this SOW.

2.0 Requirements.  The contractor shall:

2.1 Provide services Monday through Friday (excluding federal holidays), between the hours of 0600 A.M. and 10:00 A.M., local time.  These services include pick-up, cleaning, packaging, and delivery of a variety of articles of clothing. Fleet Readiness Center Southwest (FRCSW) personnel may expose these articles of clothing to petroleum based lubricant and preservation oils, grease, JP4/5 aircraft fuel, adhesives, and alcohol.  Upon request, the government will furnish a current copy of the applicable material safety data sheet (MSDS), for purposes of promoting contractor employee safety, as relates to the performance of this contract.

2.1.1 The contractor shall perform all pick-ups and deliveries on Tuesdays (or Monday with DGR concurrence).  Scheduled pick-ups or deliveries that fall on federal holidays will be on the next regularly scheduled workday of the Government. The contractor shall deliver all laundered items in “A” condition, meaning the contractor shall replace any missing buttons or broken zippers, and shall repair ripped fabric and loose hems. The contractor shall provide individual coveralls on individual hangers, except specific line items that require lint free, individual packaging or static free packaging.  All coveralls must be preshrunk.

2.2 Monitor service to ensure that delivery quantities meet the pre-determined levels.  If the contractor cannot sustain the quotas, regardless of cause, the contractor will immediately notify the designated Technical Assistant (TA).  The contractor will assist the TA in determining what measures are necessary to reestablish inventory levels. 

2.2.1 The estimated requirements shown on the schedule will vary with the demands of the FRCSW end users. These quantities are for information purposes and do not guarantee a minimum amount if FRCSW requirements lessen or restrict the maximum amount to be delivered throughout the contract period if FRCSW requirements increase. No variations from the estimated quantities, regardless of extent, entitle the Bidder to an adjustment in the unit price or to any other compensation.

2.3 Replace, periodically, all garments provided through this service.  Although variables may influence this process, the normal life-expectancy associated with similar industrial applications is from five to eight months.  All garments will be marked in a conspicuous manner to reflect their initial service date, and replaced no later than one year after the initial service.  All costs for marking these leased items, and their replacement, will be the expense of the contractor.

2.4 Provide “On-Site” Physical Inventories, semi-annually, for each Period-of-Performance (POP) of the contract.  The contractor will provide a close-out, on site physical inventory, at the conclusion of the agreement. The contractor will coordinate the schedule of the physical inventories with the TA.  Additionally, the contractor will provide a detailed service report to the government, wherein the results of the findings are made available, within seven days after performing the inventory.  The report shall identify, in detail, all information related to lease/cleaning, loss/ruined articles, and/or issues affecting the ability of the contractor to meet service requirements.  The contractor will transmit this information by either e-mail or expedited courier service to the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR) and the TA.

2.5 Not exceed the amount of costs specified in the contract, without prior approval from the contracting officer.  Failure to comply with this requirement will result in invoice rejection or reduction of the invoiced amount to the allowed amount.  The contractor will insure that all their personnel involved in the scope of this contract are aware of the monetary limitations.

2.6 Not charge for any additional service, other than those specified in this contract, regardless of when the services and/or deliverables were provided by the contractor. Charging  money for the time spent by “service/maintenance” personnel after arrival at the site (or lodging while awaiting the arrival of additional personnel, equipment, or the delivery of materials and/or parts), or during transportation to or from other sites, or for overtime work, or for work performed outside of normal business, is not allowed. 

3.0 Invoicing and Payment.

3.1 The contractor shall bill weekly with COR concurrence in arrears; following receipt by the Government of the order’s indicated “services and/or deliverables”.  The contractor shall submit all demands for payment in accordance with DFAR CLAUSE 252.232-7004 (JAN 2004), and provide all invoices electronically through Wide Area Work Flow (WAWF).  The contractor shall itemize all requests for payment by “Contract Line Item Number” (CLIN) specifying type, quantity, unit, unit cost, and total cost related to service.  The contractor shall provide a copy of each of their weekly delivery receipts signed by the contractually identified Point of Contact (POC) or their alternate at each site identified in the order for services.  Each signature shall have the printed name of the signatory and date of signature next to the signed name for identification purposes. The contractor shall assure that near the signature of the FRCSW point of contact on the delivery receipt there will be an “IN/OUT” table showing how many items FRCSW received and how many items the vendor took away for each CLIN.  All requests for financial compensation will be in accordance with the previously identified provisions, and shall be submitted within one week following completion of services.

4.0 Termination of Requirement.  The contract may be terminated upon thirty (30) days prior written notice, by either party.  Additionally, by accepting this contract, the contractor agrees to release the Government from any claims on any unused portion of this agreement.

5.0 Security. Upon award, the Contractor shall submit to the Fleet Readiness Center Southwest (FRCSW), Security Department, Code 6.5.2, a letter requesting site clearance for all maintenance personnel.  The letter shall include the name(s), date(s) of birth, place(s) of birth, vehicle license number(s), contract number, and contract commencement and end date.  The letter shall be required within five (5) days following receipt of this contractor, by the Contractor.  Additionally, the Contractor shall send a copy of the clearance request to the COR.
