1. Scope

3. General Requirements

3.1 [bookmark: _GoBack]Contractor Responsibility: Contractor will provide and ship a Portable Sink Unit, Part Number MFBL010163-1, First Article (1 each) per the Fleet Readiness Center Southwest (FRCSW) Drawing MFBL010163 and MFBL010163A-MF3771-EO. Upon acceptance of functionality and compatibility of the First Article, the Contractor will be notified by the contracting officer to continue processing and ship the additional (18 each) Portable Sink Units, Part Number MFBL010163-1.

3.2 Scope of Work: The Contractor will provide and ship a Portable Sink Unit, Part Number MFBL010163-1, First Article (1 each) per the Fleet Readiness Center Southwest Drawing MFBL010163. If there is a need for modification(s), per FRCSW Artisans and Engineering personnel, the Contracting Officer will contact the Contractor and make the necessary modification(s) to the additional  (18 each) Portable Sink Units, Part Number MFBL010163-1 and ship to FRCSW. If there is no need for modification(s), the Contracting Officer will contact the Contractor to process and ship the additional (18) Portable Sink Units, Part Number MFBL010163-1. Upon completion of services, the Contractor in accordance with FAR Clause 52.246-15, will provide a Certificate of Conformance (COC) and certify that the units are per specification.  A First Article Test is required.  The Contractor will package the unit(s), and COC using commercial practice for ground transportation via FedEx, UPS or similar service and ship to the Government. Parts shall be delivered Freight on Board (FOB) DESTINATION.

4. Quality Assurance Provisions

4.1 Inspection: Inspection shall be conducted by Government artisans and Engineers, within 10 working days of receipt of the units from the Contractor, in according with Fleet Readiness Center Southwest Drawing MFBL010163, MFBL010163A-MF3771-EO, and that a COC for services is provided.

4.2 Warranty: In the event that the parts delivered under this order by the contractor do not meet all specifications, inspection and technical criteria established by the contract and the parts cannot be fully accepted by the Government , BOTH the contractor and the FRCSW technical personnel are to contact the FLC San Diego Contracting Officer immediately. The Contractor shall specify and provide what type of warranty will be offered after the material has been fully inspected and accepted by the Government. The Government does not require more than a standard commercial warranty of what is normally provided for this particular type of process.

5. Period of Performance
The services shall begin immediately after the effective date of contract. The Government requires that the process for the First Article Unit (I each) be completed 21 days after the receipt of the contract and 30 days for the additional 18 units, after receipt of the contract.

6. Use of Government Equipment
It is anticipated that no Government Equipment shall be used in the performance of this service.
