Requirements:  In consideration of compensation in the amount to be determined, the vendor agrees to perform and/or provide the following:

1.  Contractor shall meet the certification requirements to perform maintenance on gurneys also referred to as cots manufactured by Stryker in various models. The contractor shall provide qualified personnel to complete inspection, testing and/or maintenance as required on the following identified gurney equipment:
 
 2.  Annual inspection, testing and maintenance on cots per NFPA 1917.  The contractor shall perform the required inspection, testing and maintenance on site at the installation F&ES Department.

3.  Required service of the Stryker Gurney cots will be at a central location suitable for annual maintenance and acceptable by the installation F&ES Department.

4.   Corrective maintenance returns a gurney to full operating capability to include:

     a.	Annual inspection, testing and maintenance requirements for Stryker Gurney models MX-Pro 6082, Power-Load 6390, Power-Pro XT 6500, and Power-Pro XT 6506.

    b.	Annual preventative maintenance only for one (1) MX-Pro Model 6802 as specified in accordance with manufacturer’s maintenance requirements and NFPA 1917.  

    c.	Annual preventative maintenance, parts, unscheduled service, SMRT battery replacement and product equipment checklist for three (3) Power-Pro XT Model 6500 and seventeen (17) Power-Pro XT Model 6506 as specified in accordance with manufacturer’s maintenance requirements and NFPA 1917.  

    d.	Annual preventative maintenance, parts, unscheduled service and product equipment checklist for thirteen (13) Power-LOAD Model 6390 as specified in accordance with manufacturer’s maintenance requirements and NFPA 1917.  

5. Service records.  The contractor shall provide itemized listed of deficiencies identified during the inspection, testing and maintenance of the cots.  When maintenance of any cot that reveals a deficiency immediate notification to the installation F&ES representative will be completed.  Identified deficiencies will be documented and cots are tagged out of service.

6.  The contractor will follow all applicable Federal, State and local laws, rules and regulations in a manner that will ensure cots are serviceability and prevent deterioration in value or effectiveness.

7.  The contractor shall provide all supervision, tools, supplies, equipment, transportation, and labor necessary to conduct annual inspection, testing and maintenance of Stryker gurney cots.

Place of Performance:  Contract requirements for annual maintenance will be performed at each installation F&ES that have been listed in the SOW of this contract.

Period of Performance:  The period of performance shall be for one (1) Base Year of 12 months and two (2) 12-month Option Years.   

Work Environment and Government Furnished Equipment:
Each Fire & Emergency Services department shall provide fire equipment as needed. Local Points of Contact (POCs) will be provided to vendor to assist with maintenance.  Access to the space may be granted on weekends and Federal Holidays via POCs.  The contractor may use these facilities as necessary to complete the required tasking.

Physical Security:  The contractor will be responsible for safeguarding all government property for contractor use.  At the end of each work period, all government equipment and material shall be secured.  The contractor will be required to register for the Rapid Gate Program to gain access to installations.

Base Access Requirements: RAPID Gate
The contractor will be required to apply for the NASNI RAPIDGate® Program pass and maintain it during the period of performance.
