This procurement is subject to Past Performance Information Retrieval System - Statistical Reporting (PPIRS-SR), authorized by the Department of Defense for use by participating activities during the acquisition of supplies and services. 

(2) The purpose of the PPIRS-SR is to provide contracting personnel with quantifiable past performance information regarding delivery and quality, as collected from existing DoD reporting systems. C.120  AWARD EVALUATION 
1)  Award under this procurement will be made to the technically acceptable offer which provides the best value to the Government, price and past performance considered.  In determining the best value to the government, a trade-off analysis of the relative benefits of price and past performance will be performed, if necessary.  Inherent in the trade-off analysis process is the assessment of risk, and its impact on contract performance.

2)  Technically Acceptable - In order to be determined technically acceptable, offers must meet or exceed the specifications, delivery requirements, and other terms and conditions in the solicitation and any subsequent amendments.
