The labels shall consist of 2.3 mil white polyolefin or polyester thermal transfer and conforms to the additional specification below.  The release liner substrate shall be perforated to allow each label to be removed individually form the label roll.

The die cuts shall be precise and consistent throughout each roll of labels, and the labels shall be 100% usable.
