A. Background.  SWFPAC currently uses a combination of outdated MS Access applications and manual tracking of controlled assets.  Manual processes are also used to track asset location changes, route approval documents, and schedule support personnel.

SWFPAC is currently using Maximo 7.1 to track asset location, configuration, status, maintain job plans and procedures, schedule work orders for preventive and corrective maintenance, prepare workload planning reports, manage consumable inventory, and manage configuration items for a separate group of assets.  Key Performance Indicators (KPI’s) have been developed as a management tool.

Multiple instances of Maximo 7.1 are installed with one instance residing on an unclassified network for test/training purposes, and three instances that run on a classified network for separation of production, test and development functions.

B. Base Contract Scope. We would like to expand or activate the following Maximo 7.1 capabilities.  Vendor shall have minimum 3 years experience maintaining Maximo and at least 1 year experience specifically with Maximo version 7.1.  Vendor shall have experience modifying Maximo 7.1 database, screens, workflow, escalations and have knowledge of how different Maximo applications relate to one another.

B.1. Locations-

-All assets are currently stored within a single site, utilizing a location hierarchy.  Configure current location hierarchy to prevent other users from having visibility to this group of assets 

-Location hierarchy must indicate building with multiple storage locations.

-Provide a report that includes a list of assets and total weight of all items in a particular building

-Provide further definition within our location hierarchy to include specific locations within a room with special locations to include vertical as well as horizontal locations.

-Develop a KPI that shows buildings sorted by available capacity 

B.2. Asset Tracking-

-Expand use of classifications to identify attribute data for locations, labor/people and assets

-Add approximately twenty fields (four drop down lists, three checkbox fields, and some comment fields) 

-Assist SWFPAC in developing a manageable configuration hierarchy for tracking assets that are components within hierarchical system(s)

-We have some items that are both assets and locations, provide a recommendation that supports this situation

B.3. WorkOrders-

-Workorder for item move can be at the system or subsystem level

-Workorder number will be generated in distinct format/sequence from other work types as Move Order Reference Number on Attachment 1

-Must also be able to generate a workorder for assets, locations, or systems (to include contained assets).

-Develop a workflow process to manage proposed asset moves.  This would include verification that proposed asset relocation does not exceed location limitations, route proposed asset move for review and approval by appropriate personnel, notification of the proposed asset relocation to predefined distribution list(s), schedule of the qualified/certified labor to support the asset move, and finally update asset location once the move is complete.  

-prepare a formatted report per Attachment 1 which support identification of four items on each move request of propose/develop a method to move multiple items 

-provide forecast reports to determine if specific building limitations are exceeded if additional assets are moved to a building.

-We would like to manage all labor training and qualifications via Maximo to include providing reports of labor to help managers schedule training and excluding labor from being scheduled to perform work if certification/qualification has expired.  We want to associate Labor required to each move workorder.

-In an associated requirement we have locations staffed 24/7 and would like to utilize Maximo scheduling capability to assist managers in identifying qualified/certified labor and then assign to cover each shift for multiple locations.  Available personnel would be from the same pool used to support move workorders.

B.4. Deliverables:

Provide packaged software, scripts, documentation to perform changes on a complimentary network.

C. Option 1 Scope

Resources-

-Automatically create Labor record when People record is created and populate all available fields.

-Provide a recommendation for managing these shared resources.

-Configure Maximo to support scheduling of guard personnel who must meet specific labor qualifications for each location with multiple shifts per day.  Available personnel shall be sorted with those with the longest off-duty time at the top of the list.

The Contractor’s Security Representative shall be responsible for initiating reinvestigations as required.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date.  

Sensitive Positions 
Contractor employee whose duties require accessing a DoD unclassified computer/network, working with sensitive unclassified information (either at a Government or contractor facility), or physical access to a DoD facility must be a US citizen and possess a favorable trustworthiness determination prior to installation access. To maintain continuing authorization for an employee to access a DoD unclassified computer/network, and/or have access to sensitive unclassified information, the contractor shall ensure that the individual employee has a current requisite background investigation.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall be responsible for initiating reinvestigations as required and ensuring that background investigations remain current (not older than 10 years) throughout the contract performance period.

IT Systems Access

When access to IT systems is required for performance of the contractor employee’s duties, such employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract. The Contractor’s Security Representative shall ensure that each individual employee pending assignment shall accurately complete the required forms for submission to the Navy Command’s Security Manager.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall screen the investigative questionnaires for completeness and accuracy and for potential suitability/security issues prior to submitting the request to the Navy Command’s Security Manager.  Forms and fingerprint cards may be obtained from the Navy Command’s Security Manager.  These required items, shall be forwarded to the Navy Command's Security Manager for processing at least 30 days prior to the individual employee’s anticipated date for reporting for duty.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will review the submitted documentation for completeness prior to submitting it to the Office of Personnel Management (OPM).  Suitability/security issues identified by the Navy Command’s Security Manager may render the contract employee ineligible for the assignment.
