1.0 BACKGROUND 

1.1 SSBN requires cleaning of the ships ventilation system.  Puget Sound Naval Shipyard and Intermediate Maintenance Facility (PSNS&IMF) management of planned overhaul and maintenance requirements requires that work be performed by specialized skilled personnel having knowledge, expertise and specialized equipment to efficiently accomplish work on ships systems. The Planning and Engineering Department of PSNS&IMF has determined that to meet the Department of Navy Shipyard manning and equipment availability, it is in the Government’s best interest to have this work performed by outside personnel. 

2.0 SCOPE
2.1 Contractor shall accomplish requirements of Reference (a) through (h). 

2.1.1 Contractor shall provide a detailed production schedule to Work Integration Manager and Contracting Officer’s Representative to allow for work/schedule de-confliction.

2.2 Contractor shall clean SSBN Class Submarine Ships Ventilation System to an acceptable level of “Clean” as specified in reference (i), page B-3. 

2.2.1 Scope of work to include vent ducting identified by reference (j).  Scope of work to include vent ducting associated with all vent fans with the following exceptions:

· Fan systems 25-27 and portion of fan system 18 aft of VH-13 (Frame 94) shall not be disturbed (no access to RC allowed)

· Fan systems 28-33, 46 and 47 shall not be disturbed (no access to MCC/NAV CTR Fan Room allowed)

2.3 Contractor shall perform all necessary actions to disassemble, inspect, test, clean, restore, and certify the work.  If any part of the System(s) requires disassembly, removal or adjustment by the Contractor to accomplish the scope of the work, the Contractor shall clean all interior surfaces of the Ventilation discharge. At no time shall any of the Contractor’s methods of cleaning result in forcing contaminants into equipment and /or damaging any part of the Ventilation System.

2.4 The Contractor shall provide a Contractor Furnished Report (CFR) of all discrepancies found to the Work Integration Manager (WIM) or Contract Officer Representative (COR).

2.5 The COR shall coordinate the Contractor’s work with Ships Force and Shipyard personnel in such a way that the work performed does not adversely affect other work being done in the vicinity or work in the Engine room compartment.

2.6 To prevent possible contamination of the work environment and damage to other equipment or components while performing tasks under this contract, the Contractor shall take all necessary protective actions in the course of accessing, disassembling, or removing ventilation components/ equipment. Damages that occur as a result of Contractor actions shall be corrected at the Contractor’s expense. The Contractor shall ensure that any repairs accomplished are to an acceptable level as governed by applicable Ships Construction Drawings.

2.7 After all work is accomplished and prior to reassembly, The Contractor shall schedule, with 24 hours advance notice, a joint inspection with the COR. The COR shall accept the work accomplished, in accordance with reference (i), Appendix B, or note any areas requiring further cleaning by the Contractor to meet the acceptable level of cleanliness. Final acceptance by the COR will allow the Contractor to proceed with reassembly. Contractor shall maintain a record of joint inspections.

2.8 After full restoration of the Ship’s Ventilation System, The Contractor shall coordinate with the WIM/COR and Ships Force to independently test each system fan motor for proper operation. Energizing and operating equipment is the sole responsibility of Ships Force and at no time shall the Contractor operate the Ventilation System. All Safety precautions shall be observed during the operational test. The Contractor shall ensure that during initial startup, personnel are protected from possible harm that may result from loose objects, debris or waste dislodging and becoming a hazard to personnel near supply vents. 

2.9 The Contractor shall contact PSNS&IMF Code 106.3 for a worksite post inspection to ensure that the area is free from environmental discrepancies. Discrepancies are to be resolved to the satisfaction of Code 106.3. 

2.10 Contractor shall submit a completion report identifying conditions found and actions completed on supply systems, recirc. systems and exhaust systems.

7.4 The information shall not be disclosed, copied, modified, used (except in the completion of this contract) or otherwise disseminated to any other person or entity at any time to include, but not limited to, inclusion in any database external to the Government without the Government express consent.

10.2 All technical clarifications will be coordinated through the Contracting Officer Representative.

10.3 Lay-down and Utilities Requirements: Vendor to coordinate with Project Subject Matter Expert for delivery of parts to SSBN designated lay-down area.

10.4 Environmental and Safety Concerns

10.4.1 NOTE: The Contractor shall cooperate with each environmental, health, safety, and accident/mishap investigation.

11.0 RADIOLOGICAL REQUIREMENTS:

11.1 Contractor shall not accomplish work in areas that require personal monitoring of radiation, i.e. wearing a Thermoluminescent-Dosimeter (TLD).  Any vent cleaning unable to be performed due to this requirement shall be documented and reported to the COR and WIM. 

11.2 Unless the selected contractor is already exempt from the NAVSEA approval requirements outlined in NAVSEAINST 4350.2D, approximately 6 weeks will be required, between close of bidding and contract award, for the Shipyard to obtain NAVSEA approval per NAVSEAINST 4350.2D.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.212-3     OFFEROR REPRESENTATIONS AND CERTIFICATIONS--COMMERCIAL ITEMS (NOV 2013) ALTERNATE I (APR 2011)

“Place of manufacture” means the place where an end product is assembled out of components, or otherwise made or processed from raw materials into the finished product that is to be provided to the Government. If a product is disassembled and reassembled, the place of reassembly is not the place of manufacture.

Restricted business operations means business operations in Sudan that include power production activities, mineral extraction activities, oil-related activities, or the production of military equipment, as those terms are defined in the Sudan Accountability and Divestment Act of 2007 (Pub. Per HSPD-12 and implementing guidance, all contractor employees working at a federally controlled base, facility or activity under this clause will require a DoD CAC.  When access to a base, facility or activity is required contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy Command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract. 

ACCESS TO DOD IT SYSTEMS

In accordance with SECNAV M-5510.30, contractor employees who require access to DoN or DoD networks are categorized as IT-I, IT-II, or IT-III.  The IT-II level, defined in detail in SECNAV M-5510.30, includes positions which require access to information protected under the Privacy Act, to include Protected Health Information (PHI).  All contractor employees under this contract who require access to Privacy Act protected information are therefore categorized no lower than IT-II.  IT Levels are determined by the requiring activity’s Command Information Assurance Manager. Contractor employees requiring privileged or IT-I level access, (when specified by the terms of the contract) require a Single Scope Background Investigation (SSBI) which is a higher level investigation than the National Agency Check with Law and Credit (NACLC) described below. Due to the privileged system access, a SSBI suitable for High Risk public trusts positions is required. Individuals who have access to system control, monitoring, or administration functions (e.g. system administrator, database administrator) require training and certification to Information Assurance Technical Level 1, and must be trained and certified on the Operating System or Computing Environment they are required to maintain.  

Access to sensitive IT systems is contingent upon a favorably adjudicated background investigation.  When access to IT systems is required for performance of the contractor employee’s duties, such employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract. The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.  

INTERIM ACCESS

The Navy Command's Security Manager may authorize issuance of a DoD CAC and interim access to a DoN or DoD unclassified computer/network upon a favorable review of the investigative questionnaire and advance favorable fingerprint results.  When the results of the investigation are received and a favorable determination is not made, the contractor employee working on the contract under interim access will be denied access to the computer network and this denial will not relieve the contractor of his/her responsibility to perform.   

DENIAL OR TERMINATION OF ACCESS

The potential consequences of any requirement under this clause including denial or termination of physical or system access in no way relieves the contractor from the requirement to execute performance under the contract within the timeframes specified in the contract.  Contractors shall plan ahead in processing their employees and subcontractor employees. The contractor shall insert this clause in all subcontracts when the subcontractor is permitted to have unclassified access to a federally controlled facility, federally-controlled information system/network and/or to government information, meaning information not authorized for public release.

CONTRACTOR’S SECURITY REPRESENTATIVE

The contractor shall designate an employee to serve as the Contractor’s Security Representative.  Within three work days after contract award, the contractor shall provide to the requiring activity’s Security Manager and the Contracting Officer, in writing, the name, title, address and phone number for the Contractor’s Security Representative.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall be the primary point of contact on any security matter.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall not be replaced or removed without prior notice to the Contracting Officer and Command Security Manager. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO NATIONAL SECURITY POSITIONS OR PERFORMING SENSITIVE DUTIES 

Navy security policy requires that all positions be given a sensitivity value based on level of risk factors to ensure appropriate protective measures are applied.  Navy recognizes contractor employees under this contract as Non-Critical Sensitive [ADP/IT-II] when the contract scope of work require physical access to a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoD computer/network, to perform unclassified sensitive duties.  This designation is also applied to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information (PHI), provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Positions.  At a minimum, each contractor employee must be a US citizen and have a favorably completed NACLC to obtain a favorable determination for assignment to a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position.  The NACLC consists of a standard NAC and a FBI fingerprint check plus law enforcement checks and credit check.  Each contractor employee filling a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position is required to complete:

· SF-86 Questionnaire for National Security Positions (or equivalent OPM investigative product)

· Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)

· Original Signed Release Statements

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date.   Background investigations shall be reinitiated as required to ensure investigations remain current (not older than 10 years) throughout the contract performance period.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.

Regardless of their duties or IT access requirements ALL contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Employees requiring IT access shall also check-in and check-out with the Navy Command’s Information Assurance Manager.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The SAAR-N shall be forwarded

to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date. 

The contractor shall ensure that each contract employee requiring access to IT systems or networks complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  Contractor employees shall accurately complete the required investigative forms prior to submission to the Navy Command Security Manager.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will review the submitted documentation for completeness prior to submitting it to the Office of Personnel Management (OPM).  Suitability/security issues identified by the Navy may render the contractor employee ineligible for the assignment.  An unfavorable determination made by the Navy is final (subject to SF-86 appeal procedures) and such a determination does not relieve the contractor from meeting any contractual obligation under the contract.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will forward the required forms to OPM for processing.  Once the investigation is complete, the results will be forwarded by OPM to the DON Central Adjudication Facility (CAF) for a determination.  

If the contractor employee already possesses a current favorably adjudicated investigation, the contractor shall submit a Visit Authorization Request (VAR) via the Joint Personnel Adjudication System (JPAS) or a hard copy VAR directly from the contractor’s Security Representative.  Although the contractor will take JPAS “Owning” role over the contractor employee, the Navy Command will take JPAS "Servicing" role over the contractor employee during the hiring process and for the duration of assignment under that contract.  The contractor shall include the IT Position Category per SECNAV M-5510.30 for each employee designated on a VAR.  The VAR requires annual renewal for the duration of the employee’s performance under the contract. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO OR PERFORMING NON-SENSITIVE DUTIES 

Contractor employee whose work is unclassified and non-sensitive (e.g., performing certain duties such as lawn maintenance, vendor services, etc ...) and who require physical access to publicly accessible areas to perform those duties shall meet the following minimum requirements: 

· Must be either a US citizen or a US permanent resident with a minimum of 3 years legal residency in the United States (as required by The Deputy Secretary of Defense DTM 08-006 or its subsequent DoD instruction) and 

· Must have a favorably completed National Agency Check with Written Inquiries (NACI) including a FBI fingerprint check prior to installation access.  

To be considered for a favorable trustworthiness determination, the Contractor’s Security Representative must submit for all employees each of the following: 

· SF-85 Questionnaire for Non-Sensitive Positions

· Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)
· Original Signed Release Statements

The contractor shall ensure each individual employee has a current favorably completed National Agency Check with Written Inquiries (NACI) or ensure successful FBI fingerprint results have been gained and investigation has been processed with OPM 

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.  

* Consult with your Command Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager for local policy when IT-III (non-sensitive) access is required for non-US citizens outside the United States.

NECO

LIABILITY FOR GOVERNMENT PROPERTY UNDERGOING SERVICES, REPAIRS OR MODIFICATION

As to Government property delivered to or picked up by the Contractor for servicing, repairs, modification, or for services preliminary thereto, the Contractor shall be fully liable as an insurer for any loss of or damage to such equipment or property while in its care, custody, or control arising from any cause whatsoever, and agrees to reimburse the Government in full for its account.  Unless otherwise specified in the contract schedule, the Government retains title to any and all scraps, salvage, or other residual materials originating from said equipment or property.

STANDARD WARRANTY

The Contractor shall extend to the Government the full coverage of any standard warranty normally offered in a similar sale, provided such warranty is available at no additional cost to the Government.  Acceptance of the standard warranty does not waive the Government's rights under any "Inspection" clause that may be in the contract nor does it limit the Government's rights with regard to the other terms and conditions of this contract.  In the event of a conflict, the terms and conditions of the contract shall take precedence over the standard warranty.  The standard warranty period shall begin upon final acceptance of the applicable material and/or services listed in the Schedule.

The Contractor shall provide a copy of its standard warranty (if applicable) with its offer.  The warranty covers a period of ____________ months (offeror is to insert number).

REVIEW OF AGENCY PROTESTS
(a)  The procedures set forth in FAR 33.103 will be followed for submission and handling of agency protests.

(b)  All protests filed directly with the agency, NAVSUP Fleet Logistics Center Puget Sound (FLCPS), shall be addressed to the Contracting Officer.  A protester may appeal a decision rendered by a Contracting Officer to the Reviewing Official.

(c)  The Reviewing Official for FLCPS is the Director, Regional Contracting Department (Code 200), NAVSUP Fleet Logistics Center Puget Sound at 467 W Street, Bremerton, WA 98314-5100.

(d)  Offerors should note that a review of the Contracting Officer’s decision will not extend GAO’s timeliness requirements.  Therefore, any subsequent protest to GAO must be filed within 10 days of knowledge of initial adverse agency action.
USE OF PAST PERFORMANCE INFORMATION RETRIEVAL SYSTEM – STATISTICAL REPORTING (PPIRS-SR) IN PAST PERFORMANCE EVALUATION 

(1)   The offeror’s past performance shall be evaluated in accordance with FAR 13.106-2 or 15.305(a)(2), as applicable.  This procurement is subject to Past Performance Information Retrieval System – Statistical Reporting (PPIRS-SR), authorized by the Department of Defense for use by participating activities during the acquisition of supplies and services.  

(2)   The purpose of the PPIRS-SR is to provide contracting personnel with quantifiable past performance information regarding delivery and quality, as collected from existing DoD reporting systems.  PPIRS-SR uses the past performance data collected to classify each supplier’s performance by Federal Supply Class(es) or Service Code(s).

(3)   Quality:  The method used in PPIRS-SR to classify the quality of a supplier’s past performance is a comparison of quality records among all suppliers who have provided goods or services to the Federal Government which are categorized in the same Federal Supply Class or Service Class (FSC).  Based on the comparison among suppliers in a specific FSC group, suppliers are classified by PPIRS-SR into a color rating that represents the supplier’s overall quality performance for that specific Federal Supply Class or Service Class.  The following is a summarization of the PPIRS-SR classification colors:


1.  Dark Blue:
Top 5% of suppliers in FSC group*


2.  Purple:
Next 10% of suppliers in FSC group*


3.  Green:
Next 70% of suppliers in FSC group*


4.  Yellow:
Next 10% of suppliers in FSC group*


5.  Red:

Bottom 5% of suppliers in FSC group*

* If all supplier performance ratings for an entire FSC group are equal, all suppliers in that group will be classified Green.

(4)   Delivery:  Supplier delivery past performance is classified in PPIRS-SR by the supplier’s percentage of on time deliveries.  On time deliveries are calculated using the number of line items delivered and a weighting factor which reflects the length of time a delivery was overdue.

(5)   PPIRS-SR classifications are established monthly for each supplier and can be reviewed at http://www.ppirs.gov/.  Suppliers are granted access to PPIRS-SR for their own classifications.  Offerors are encouraged to review their own classifications as well as the PPIRS-SR reporting procedures and methodology detailed in the PPIRS-SR Procedures Manual and the PPIRS-SR User Guide available at http://www.ppirs.gov.  The method to challenge a rating is also found on the identified website.

(6)   Suppliers with no history in PPIRS-SR will be considered to have a neutral PPIRS-SR rating.

SINGLE AWARD FOR ALL ITEMS

Due to the interrelationship of supplies and/or services to be provided hereunder, the Government reserves the right to make a single award to the offeror whose offer is considered in the best interest of the Government, price and other factors considered.  Therefore, offerors proposing less than the entire effort specified herein may be determined to be unacceptable.

EVALUATION OF QUOTATIONS/OFFERS

1)   Award under this procurement will be made to the technically acceptable quote/offer which is most advantageous to the Government, price and past performance considered.

2)   Technically Acceptable - In order to be determined technically acceptable, offers must meet or exceed the specifications, delivery requirements, and other terms and conditions in the solicitation and any subsequent amendments.  If applicable, offers must also meet the requirements of FAR 52.211-6 Brand Name or Equal.   

The offer must be determined to be technically acceptable before further consideration.
3)   Price - Evaluation of price will include the following:
