SOURCES SOUGHT NOTICE FOR SMALL BUSINESS SET-ASIDE

NAVSUP Fleet Logistics Center Puget Sound is preparing a solicitation for a contract to provide a server virtualization platform and Storage Area Network (SAN) to consolidate existing server assets in support of the U.S. Naval Hospital Okinawa, Japan I.T. Department. 
The purpose of this Sources Sought Notice is to determine the number of small businesses capable of supporting the requirement described below:  
General Requirements for Server Virtualization

The server virtualization platform will be implemented to replace several separate systems currently running as discrete Microsoft Windows Servers.  The servers currently host/provide the following:

· Print services via Microsoft Windows Server 

· DHCP services via Microsoft Windows Server

· Microsoft IIS Intranet web services

· Microsoft SharePoint 2010

· Microsoft SQL Server 2008 R2

· Microsoft Windows Terminal Server

· Microsoft Windows Update Services

· Symantec Endpoint Manager running on Microsoft Windows Server

· A small variety of applications running on Microsoft Windows Server 

A Storage Area Network (SAN) will provide the storage space for this platform.  Multiple connections via 1Gbps and/or 10Gbps to the core network switch will be available.

Basic System Specifications

· Virtualize 10 existing servers with the capacity to add up to 5 more (utilizing typical specs outlined in the next bullet).

· Typical existing server is a single, dual threaded processor running at 3GHz with 4GB of RAM and a single 1Gpbs Ethernet connection.

· Ease in provisioning servers and allocating resources is required.

· System state backups should be automated.

Required Services
· Onsite installation and provisioning service.

· Administrator training - USNH Okinawa has no prior experience with any of the current server virtualization systems and will require onsite administrator training for daily operation, troubleshooting and reconfiguration.

General Requirements for SAN

The SAN will be implemented to replace several separate storage units all currently running as discrete Microsoft Windows Servers.  The SAN will provide file services, MS SQL compatibility and support for implementation of server virtualization (server platform not part of this request).  The overall requirement is a 12TB SAN with de-duplication and a backup solution.  Installation, administrator training and consultative service for data migration are also required for the main unit. Per Navy Medicine enterprise standards, the system must be based on the NetApp product line.
Basic System Capabilities

· 10Gbps network connection via fiber required for the 12TB unit.

· 12TB unit should be expandable to at least 32TB.

· Full integration with Active Directory.

· 12GB unit should provide full integration/support for Microsoft SQL Server.

· 12GB unit should be able to function as the storage unit for the selected server virtualization platform.

· Active data de-duplication.

· Immediate recovery of accidentally deleted files.

Backup and Disaster Recovery Specifications

· Continuous disk to disk backups.  This should be via TCP/IP to allow the backup storage unit to be remotely placed for offsite storage to safeguard data in the event of a catastrophic event in the main data center.

· The backup system must allow archival storage of data to allow retrieval of data at weekly snapshots over the last 1 year and monthly snapshots over the last 5 years.

· Archival storage can be stored on the backup storage unit or on removable media.  The initial capacity of the archival storage should be 1 year with additional drives or removable media purchases made by USNH Okinawa during future years.  Archival capacity requirement can be estimated based on 3TB of active storage with a 10% change per week or other acceptable formula proposed by the vendor.

· If removable media is proposed, archiving should be achievable without an operator changing out media during the actual process.  As such, multiple disk cartridge drives or a tape changer would normally be required.

Required Services
· Onsite installation service.

· Administrator training - USNH Okinawa has no prior experience with any of the current SAN systems and will require administrator training for daily operation, troubleshooting and reconfiguration.  Onsite or remote training is acceptable.

· Data migration - after installation USNH Okinawa administrator staff will perform most data migration tasks, however, we will require consultative assistance with data migration.  Remote support is acceptable.

PROCUREMENT INFORMATION:

This will be a best value source selection on the basis of technical capability, past performance, and price.  It is anticipated that the Request for Quotes (RFQ) will be set-aside for Small Businesses.  The solicitation will be available on the NECO website in mid to late June 2014 and will be open for approximately 30 days. 

The following information is requested of all interested offerors:
· The type of products and work your company has provided and performed in the recent past (2010-present) in support of the same or similar requirements

· Whether or not your company has provided items of this nature before, and completed a task of this nature before.  If so, when and for whom?
· The specific technical skills and resources your company possesses which will ensure capability to provide the required supplies and perform the required services.  
· An explanation of your company’s ability to perform greater than 50 percent of the effort required

· The business size standard of your company (please provide CAGE CODE)
