Marine Corps Air Station Futenma Strip and Paint Booth
Part 1
General Information
1.  GENERAL:  This is a non-personnel services contract to inspect and perform required maintenance,  perform an operational  check, provide training on the theory of operation, develop and provide a maintenance manual and Periodic Maintenance Cards, perform unscheduled maintenance (as needed), and disassemble,  move, reassemble
and confirm operational function of the Strip and Paint Booth (SPB).  The Government shall not exercise any supervision  or control over the contract service providers performing the services herein.  Such contract service providers shall be accountable solely to the Contractor who, in turn, is responsible to the Government.
1.1 Description of Services/Introduction:  The contractor shall provide all persotmel, equipment, supplies, transportation,  tools, materials, supervision, and other items and non-personal services necessary to inspect and perform required maintenance,  perform an operational check, provide training on the. theory of operation, develop and provide a maintenance manual and Periodic Maintenance Cards, perform unscheduled maintenance (as needed), and disassemble, move, reassemble and confirm operational function of the MCAS Futenma SPB as defined in this Performance  Work Statement, except for those items specified as government furnished property and services.  The contractor shall perform to the standards in this contract.
1.2 Background:   The SPB is used to strip and paint the US Marine Corps H-1 aircraft undergoing Integrated Maintenance  Plan (IMP), scheduled maintenance. The SPB is not a Commercial off the Shelf (COTS) product.  The Enclosure is manufactured by "Big Top Manufacturing Company, Perry, Florida"; the Blast equipment is manufactured  by "Blast Off, Inc, Perdido, AL"; the Air Exchange system is manufactured  by "EnviroSystems
Air Wall Collection System Tucson, Arizona"; and the Breathing Air System is manufactured  by "E.D. Bullard
Company, Cynthiana, KY".
1.3 Objectives:  Ensure the SPB is in an operational status, perform necessary preventative  maintenance, conduct training on theory of operation,  perform unscheduled maintenance (as needed), disassemble,  move, and reassemble the SPB within the boundaries of the Marine Corps Air Station (MCAS) Futenma Flight Line.
1.4 Scope: Contractor shall:
a) Inspect SPB and perform required maintenance
b) Replace any items that would prohibit the SPB from operating at an acceptable level b) Perform a full operational check of all systems
c) Conduct training in theory of operation
d) Develop and provide to government, including all data rights: a maintenance manual including a list of all required consumable and repairable parts/components;  Periodic Maintenance Cards
(PMCs) identifying what maintenance is needed, how often and the required procedure to successfully accomplish each required task; and, a consumable replacement schedule.
e)  Perform unscheduled maintenance as needed
f) Disassemble, move, and reassemble the SPB within the boundaries of the MCAS Futenma Flight Line
1.5   Period ofPerfonnance:  This is a requirement for one year, with an option or follow-on requirement for four years
1.6 General Information:  The SPB has been operated aboard MCAS Futenma since 2008 without a formal logistics support contract.  Preventative maintenance and minor repairs have been performed by FRC WP DET Okinawa personnel, who have not had formal training.  In June, 2013, FRC WESTPAC initiated a Deficiency Notice against the SPB, citing makeshift repairs that"... could lead to employee exposure to toxic heavy metals."  The recommendation  in that Deficiency Notice was to"... incorporate departmental budgeting for recurring maintenance contract(s) of blast mediasystem/mobile  both ai?d other equipment as necessary to prevent makeshift repairs and use
of employees for tasks not related to their duties."  The SPB is currently fully assembled and housed in Hangar 501 on MCAS Futenma Marine Corps Air Station.  Hangar 501 is scheduled to undergo Fire Suppression Upgrade in

2016, at which time the SPB will have to be moved adjacent to Hangar 503, where it will remain.  The hanger does not have sufficient electrical power or pneumatic air to operate the SPB; a portable generator and compressor are situated adjacent to the hangar to provide power and compressed air.
1.6.1 Quality Control: The contractor shall develop and implement procedures to document the SPB is in an operational status.
1.6.2 Quality Assurance:  The government shall evaluate the contractor's performance under this contract in accordance  with the Quality Assurance Surveillance Plan.  This plan is primarily focused on what the Government must do to ensure that the contractor has performed in accordance with the performance standards.   It defines how
the performance standards will be applied, the frequency of surveillance, and the minimum acceptable defect rate(s).
1.6.3  Recognized Holidays: Contractor is not required to petform work on holiday. USG suppoti will not be available on US Holidays.

1.6.4   Hours of Operation:  The contractor is responsible for conducting business, between the hours of 07:00-1600, with an hour for lunch, Monday thru Friday except Federal holidays or when the Government facility is closed due
to local or national emergencies, administrative closings, or similar Government directed facility closings.  For other than firm fixed price contracts, the contractor will not be reimbursed when the government facility is closed for the above reasons.  The Contractor must, at all times, maintain an adequate workforce for the uninterrupted performance of all tasks defined within this PWS when the Government facility is not closed for the above reasons.  When hiring personnel, the Contractor shall keep in mind that the stability and continuity of the workforce are essential.
1.6.5 Place of Performance:  The work to be performed under this contract will be performed at MCAS Futenma, Japan.
1.6.6   Type of Contract:  The government will award a Firm Fixed Price Contract.  The contract resulting from this solicitation  will be awarded to that responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation will be most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered.  The Government reserves the right to make an award to other than the lowest price offeror or the highest non-price evaluation if the Contracting Officer determines that to do so would result in the best value to the Government.
1.6.7   Security Requirements:   At least one member of the team shall be cleared by MCAS Futenma to escort the other members of the team.  A FRC WP representative will be available to escort the team if, and only if, the Contractor  is unable to receive escort authorization from MCAS Futenma.
1.6.7.1  PHYSICAL Security:   The contractor shall be responsible for safeguarding all government equipment, information  and  property  provided  for  contractor  use. At the  close  of each  work  period,  government  facilities, equipment, and materials shall be secured.
1.6.8   Special Qualifications:  Experience in performing operational check, instruction in theory of operation, scheduled maintenance, unscheduled maintenance, disassembly, movement, and reassembly.
1.6.9  Post Award Conference/Periodic Progress Meetings:  The Contractor agrees to attend any post award conference convened by the contracting activity or contract administration office in accordance with Federal Acquisition Regulation Subpart 42.5.  The contracting officer, Contracting Officers Representative (COR), and other Government personnel, as appropriate, may meet periodically with the contractor to review the contractor's performance.  At these meetings the contracting officer will apprise the contractor of how the government views the contractor's performance and the contractor will apprise the Government of problems, if any, being experienced.
Appropriate action shall be taken to resolve outstanding issues.  These meetings shall be at no additional cost to the government.
1.6.10  Contracting Officer Representative (COR):  The COR will be identified by separate letter.  The COR monitors all technical aspects of the contract and assists in contract administration. The COR is authorized to perform the following functions: assure that the Contractor performs the technical requirements of the contract; perform inspections necessary in cmmection with contract performance; maintain written and oral communications with the Contractor concerning technical aspects of the contract; issue written interpretations of technical requirements, including Government drawings, designs, specifications; monitor Contractor's performance and notifies both the Contracting Officer and Contractor of any deficiencies; coordinate availability of government
furnished property, and provide site entry of Contractor personnel.  A letter of designation issued to the COR, a copy
of which is sent to the Contractor, states the responsibilities and limitations of the COR, especially with regard to changes in cost or price, estimates or changes in delivery dates.  The COR is not authorized to change any of the terms and conditions of the resulting order.
1.6.11  Key Personnel:  The following personnel are considered key personnel by the government:  Team lead familiar with the overall operation of the SPB.  The contractor shall provide a contract manager who shall be responsible for the performance of the work.  The name of this person and an alternate who shall act for the contractor  when the manager is absent shall be designated in writing to the contracting officer.  The contract manager or alternate shall have full authority to act for the contractor on all contract matters relating to daily
operation of this contract.  The contract manager or alternate shall be available between 07:00 to 16:00, with an hour
for lunch, Monday thru Friday except Federal holidays or when the government facility is closed for administrative reasons.
1.6.12  Identification of Contractor Employees:   All contract personnel attending meetings, answering Government telephones, and working in other situations where their contractor status is not obvious to third parties are required
to identify themselves as such to avoid creating an impression in the minds of members of the public that they are Government officials.  They must also ensure that all documents or reports produced by contractors are suitably marked as contractor products or that contractor participation is appropriately disclosed.  Contractor personnel will be required to obtain and wear badges in the performance of this service.
1.6.13 Contractor Travel: The Government anticipates the Contractor will have to travel to Okinawa at least two times during the first year. The first trip will be to inspect the SPB, perform full operational check, conduct training on the theory of operation and identify any necessary parts that will need to be ordered. The second trip will be to install the long-lead parts identified during the inspection performed during the first visit and to certify the facility as fully operational. If timing allows, the second trip will also include the disassemble, move, and reassemble of the SPB.  If timing does not allow, a third trip will be required to disassemble, move, reassemble and perform operational check of the SPB.
1.6.14 Other Direct Costs: Contractor will be required to procure repair parts on a cost reimbursable basis. Contractor will request and receive approval fi·om the COR before obligating any funds.
1.6.15  Data Rights: Full Data Rights will be given to the government for all manuals, Periodic Maintenance Cards and any other materials developed under this effort.

2.1.3.  CONTRACTING  OFFICER'S REPRESENTATIVE (COR).   An employee ofthe U.S. Government appointed  by the contracting officer to administer the contract.  Such appointment shall be in writing and shall state the scope of authority and limitations.  This individual has authority to provide technical direction to the Contractor as long as that direction is within the scope of the contract, does not constitute a change, and has no funding implications.   This individual does NOT have authority to change the terms and conditions of the contract.
2.1.4.  DEFECTIVE  SERVICE.  A service output that does not meet the standard of performance associated with the Performance Work Statement.
2.1.5.  DELIVERABLE.   Anything that can be physically delivered, but may include non-manufactured  things such as meeting minutes or reports.
2.1.6.   KEY PERSONNEL.  Contractor personnel that are evaluated in a source selection process and that may be required to be used in the performance of a contract by the Key Personnel listed in the PWS.  When key personnel are used as an evaluation factor in best value procurement, an offer can be rejected if it does not  have a finn commitment  from the persons that are listed in the proposal.
2.1.7.   PHYSICAL SECURITY.   Actions that prevent the loss or damage of Government  property.
2.1.8.  QUALITY ASSURANCE.   The government procedures to verify that services being performed by the
Contractor are performed according to acceptable standards.
2.1.9.  QUALITY ASSURANCE Surveillance Plan (QASP).  An organized written document specifying the surveillance  methodology to be used for surveillance of contractor performance.
2.1.1 0.  QUALITY CONTROL.  All necessary measures taken by the Contractor to assure that the quality of an end product or service shall meet contract requirements.
2.1.11.  SUBCONTRACTOR.  One that enters into a contract with a prime contractor.  The Government does not have privity of contract with the subcontractor.
2.1.12.  WORKDAY. The number of hours per day the Contractor provides services in accordance with the contract.
2.1.12.  WORK WEEK.  Monday through Friday, unless specified otherwise.

Once the inspection is complete, a list of parts will be provided to the COR for approval. The approved parts will be procured by the Contractor on a cost reimbursable  basis.
5.2.2 Replace any items that would prohibit the SPB from operating at an acceptable level.
5.2.3 Perform an operational check on the booth.  Document that the booth is operating within acceptable limits is required.
5.2.4 Conduct sixteen hours of training in theory of operation and scheduled maintenance requirements for six personnel designated by the government.
5.2.5 Develop a maintenance manual and Periodic Maintenance Cards. The contractor shall develop and provide to the government,  including all data rights: a maintenance manual including a list of all required consumable and repairable parts, Periodic Maintenance Cards identifying what maintenance is needed, how often maintenance is to be preformed, and the required procedure to successfully accomplish each required task, and a consumable replacement schedule.
