STATEMENT OF WORK
STATEMENT OF WORK AND SPECIFICATIONS FOR NAVSUP NAS WHIDBEY ISLAND, BLDG. 369, WASHINGTON

SCOPE OF WORK

The Offeror shall provide qualified personnel, supervision, materials, and transportation necessary to deliver the following industrial cabinets, mezzanine and stairs to NAVSUP NAS Whidbey Island, Bldg. 369, in Oak Harbor, Washington with all accessories, parts, and components required to perform installation and operational training services.  Operational and maintenance manuals are to be provided in electronic and compact disc form and are required as part of this requirement.

SPECIFIC TASKS

The Offeror shall install the new Small Parts Storage industrial cabinets, mezzanine and stairs in accordance with the standard installation procedures provided by the manufacturer. At a minimum, the Offeror shall:

· Install and commission new industrial cabinets, mezzanine and stairs and provide operational training and support for end user staff

· Be responsible for removing unnecessary equipment, tools, and materials upon completion of work and returning the work area to a clean, fully functional condition with installed cabinets, mezzanine and stairs. 

· Installation services shall be completed within 120 days after contract award

SMALL PARTS STORAGE SPECIFICATIONS

Required Item Specifications:

The new industrial cabinets, mezzanine and stairs for Small Parts Storage must include the following features:

· Cabinet housings shall be welded steel construction with an integral fork truck pickup base and base covers.

· Exterior Coating: Epoxy Polyester Powder Coated (Choice of standard colors at no extra cost)

· Cabinet housings shall have "knockout" holes in both sides and the back for side to side and back to back connection, as well as knockouts in the top and holes in the feet or base for cabinet stacking. Housings should include integral pallet feet.

· All drawers shall have a full extension suspension system with minimum load capacity of 400lbs. All manufacturers shall provide documented evidence that the drawer suspension system has been tested under full rated load conditions and has experienced at a minimum an average of 3,000 cycles without failure. A cycle shall be defined as full extension and return.

· Cabinet shelves and bottom pans (and their support members) shall withstand evenly distributed specified load weight without failure.

· All drawers shall have an aluminum extruded drawer pull which extends at least 75% of the width of the drawer. Drawer pulls shall have provisions to accept 1-1/4” plus or minus 1/4” tall paper labels and clear plastic “shields”. Each drawer pull shall have plastic end caps which are factory installed and mechanically locked to the drawer pull to prevent accidental removal and personnel injury.

PRICING

LOCATION OF SERVICE
The installation services shall be conducted in Bldg. 369 NAS Whidbey Island, Washington. Configuration of acquired cabinets within Bldg. 369 is required to be submitted with offer.  A site visit will be scheduled with the posting of the solicitation and attendance is strongly encouraged. 

OFFEROR INSTALLATION PERFORMANCE RESPONSIBILITIES

The Offeror will be responsible for the mechanical installation and assembly of all available components in accordance with the contract and manufacturer requirements. The Offeror will provide all necessary tools, trained installation technicians and testing equipment to facilitate installation of the systems.

Specifically, the Offeror shall be responsible for the following functions:

· Thorough check of floor level variations and preparation of site in readiness for installation;

· Provide anchoring and leveling hardware;

· Provide mechanical erection of storage systems in accordance with layout design detailed and accepted in contract. 

· Assemble any ancillary storage devices, modules or aids supplied under contract;

· Laser leveled assembly of systems, fitting of spacers and leveling shims where required. Secure structure to floor surface with expansion anchors;

· Consolidate all debris to a predetermined location within 150 feet of installation site.

INSTALLATION ACCREDITATION

USER GUIDES/MANUALS/INSTRUCTIONS

The Offeror shall provide standard commercially available user guides/manuals/instructions for the industrial cabinets, mezzanine, and stairs in the offered price. The user guides/manuals/instructions shall be written in English and be provided in electronic format. Manuals shall cover installation, operation and preventative maintenance of the industrial cabinets, mezzanine and stairs.  
WARRANTY SERVICE

The Offeror shall provide the manufacturer warranty services for the new industrial cabinets, mezzanine and stairs that may include a warranty for parts and/or maintenance services. The warranty period shall begin after the final Government acceptance. The warranty services shall be provided in accordance with the following conditions:

· The warranty services shall be locally available to installation site;

· The warranty period, at a minimum, shall be a limited lifetime warranty for all Offeror provided materials, and workmanship;

· The Offeror shall obtain any required warranty service and/or repair parts from the manufacturer on behalf of the Government;

· The Offeror shall pursue manufacturer-provided maintenance services and parts covered under the manufacturer’s warranty to the maximum extent practicable.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.203-17  CONTRACTOR EMPLOYEE WHISTLEBLOWER RIGHTS AND REQUIREMENT TO INFORM 

EMPLOYEES OF WHISTLEBLOWER RIGHTS (APR 2014)

(a) This contract and employees working on this contract will be subject to the whistleblower rights and remedies in the pilot program on Contractor employee whistleblower protections established at 41 U.S.C. 4712 by section 828 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2013 (Pub. Prices will be adjusted only if labor costs increase as a result of an increase in the annual E.O. minimum wage, and for associated labor costs and relevant subcontract costs. Associated labor costs shall include increases or decreases that result from changes in social security and unemployment taxes and workers' 

compensation insurance, but will not otherwise include any amount for general and administrative costs, overhead, or profit.

(ii) Subcontractors may be entitled to adjustments due to the new minimum wage, pursuant to paragraph (b)(2). Contractors shall consider any subcontractor requests for such price adjustment.

(iii) The Contracting Officer will not adjust the contract price under this clause for any costs other than those identified in paragraph (b)(3)(i) of this clause, and will not provideduplicate price adjustments with any price adjustment under clauses implementing the Service Contract Labor Standards statute or the Wage Rate Requirements (Construction) statute.

(4) The Contractor warrants that the prices in this contract do not include allowance for any contingency to cover increased costs for which adjustment is provided under this clause.

(5) A pay period under this clause may not be longer than semi-monthly, but may be shorter to comply with any applicable law or other requirement under this contract establishing a shorter pay period. Workers shall be paid no later than one pay period following the end of the regular pay period in which such wages were earned or

(July 2013)

Homeland Security Presidential Directive (HSPD)-12, requires government agencies to develop and implement Federal security standards for Federal employees and contractors.  The Deputy Secretary of Defense Directive-Type Memorandum (DTM) 08-006 – “DoD Implementation of Homeland Security Presidential Directive – 12 (HSPD-12)” dated November 26, 2008 (or its subsequent DoD instruction) directs implementation of HSPD-12.  This clause is in accordance with HSPD-12 and its implementing directives.

APPLICABILITY

This clause applies to contractor employees requiring physical access to any area of a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoN or DoD computer/network/system to perform certain unclassified sensitive duties.  This clause also applies to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information, provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Position, as advised by the command security manager. It is the responsibility of the responsible security officer of the command/facility where the work is performed to ensure compliance.  

Each contractor employee providing services at a Navy Command under this contract is required to obtain a Department of Defense Common Access Card (DoD CAC).  Additionally, depending on the level of computer/network access, the contract employee will require a successful investigation as detailed below. 
ACCESS TO FEDERAL FACILITIES

Per HSPD-12 and implementing guidance, all contractor employees working at a federally controlled base, facility or activity under this clause will require a DoD CAC.  When access to a base, facility or activity is required contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy Command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract. 

ACCESS TO DOD IT SYSTEMS

In accordance with SECNAV M-5510.30, contractor employees who require access to DoN or DoD networks are categorized as IT-I, IT-II, or IT-III.  The IT-II level, defined in detail in SECNAV M-5510.30, includes positions which require access to information protected under the Privacy Act, to include Protected Health Information (PHI). Due to the privileged system access, a SSBI suitable for High Risk public trusts positions is required. Individuals who have access to system control, monitoring, or administration functions (e.g. system administrator, database administrator) require training and certification to Information Assurance Technical Level 1, and must be trained and certified on the Operating System or Computing Environment they are required to maintain.  

Access to sensitive IT systems is contingent upon a favorably adjudicated background investigation.  When access to IT systems is required for performance of the contractor employee’s duties, such employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The decision to authorize access to a government IT system/network is inherently governmental.  The contractor supervisor is not authorized to sign the SAAR-N; therefore, the government employee with knowledge of the system/network access required or the COR shall sign the SAAR-N as the “supervisor”. 

The SAAR-N shall be forwarded to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.   

When required to maintain access to required IT systems or networks, the contractor shall ensure that all employees requiring access complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.  

INTERIM ACCESS

The Navy Command's Security Manager may authorize issuance of a DoD CAC and interim access to a DoN or DoD unclassified computer/network upon a favorable review of the investigative questionnaire and advance favorable fingerprint results.  When the results of the investigation are received and a favorable determination is not made, the contractor employee working on the contract under interim access will be denied access to the computer network and this denial will not relieve the contractor of his/her responsibility to perform.   

DENIAL OR TERMINATION OF ACCESS

The potential consequences of any requirement under this clause including denial or termination of physical or system access in no way relieves the contractor from the requirement to execute performance under the contract within the timeframes specified in the contract.  Contractors shall plan ahead in processing their employees and subcontractor employees. The contractor shall insert this clause in all subcontracts when the subcontractor is permitted to have unclassified access to a federally controlled facility, federally-controlled information system/network and/or to government information, meaning information not authorized for public release.

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO NATIONAL SECURITY POSITIONS OR PERFORMING SENSITIVE DUTIES 

Navy security policy requires that all positions be given a sensitivity value based on level of risk factors to ensure appropriate protective measures are applied.  Navy recognizes contractor employees under this contract as Non-Critical Sensitive [ADP/IT-II] when the contract scope of work require physical access to a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoD computer/network, to perform unclassified sensitive duties. Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date.   Background investigations shall be reinitiated as required to ensure investigations remain current (not older than 10 years) throughout the contract performance period.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.

Regardless of their duties or IT access requirements ALL contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Employees requiring IT access shall also check-in and check-out with the Navy Command’s Information Assurance Manager.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The SAAR-N shall be forwarded

to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date. 

The contractor shall ensure that each contract employee requiring access to IT systems or networks complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  Contractor employees shall accurately complete the required investigative forms prior to submission to the Navy Command Security Manager.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will review the submitted documentation for completeness prior to submitting it to the Office of Personnel Management (OPM).  Suitability/security issues identified by the Navy may render the contractor employee ineligible for the assignment.  An unfavorable determination made by the Navy is final (subject to SF-86 appeal procedures) and such a determination does not relieve the contractor from meeting any contractual obligation under the contract.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will forward the required forms to OPM for processing.  Once the investigation is complete, the results will be forwarded by OPM to the DON Central Adjudication Facility (CAF) for a determination.  

If the contractor employee already possesses a current favorably adjudicated investigation, the contractor shall submit a Visit Authorization Request (VAR) via the Joint Personnel Adjudication System (JPAS) or a hard copy VAR directly from the contractor’s Security Representative. (e)  If the descriptive literature fails to show that the product offered conforms to the requirements of the solicitation, the Government may reject the offer.
