5252.204-9400 Contractor Unclassified Access to Federally Controlled Facilities, Sensitive Information, Information Technology (IT) Systems or Protected Health Information 

(July 2013)

Homeland Security Presidential Directive (HSPD)-12, requires government agencies to develop and implement Federal security standards for Federal employees and contractors.  The Deputy Secretary of Defense Directive-Type Memorandum (DTM) 08-006 – “DoD Implementation of Homeland Security Presidential Directive – 12 (HSPD-12)” dated November 26, 2008 (or its subsequent DoD instruction) directs implementation of HSPD-12.  This clause is in accordance with HSPD-12 and its implementing directives.

APPLICABILITY

This clause applies to contractor employees requiring physical access to any area of a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoN or DoD computer/network/system to perform certain unclassified sensitive duties.  This clause also applies to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information, provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Position, as advised by the command security manager. It is the responsibility of the responsible security officer of the command/facility where the work is performed to ensure compliance.  

Each contractor employee providing services at a Navy Command under this contract is required to obtain a Department of Defense Common Access Card (DoD CAC).  Additionally, depending on the level of computer/network access, the contract employee will require a successful investigation as detailed below. 
ACCESS TO FEDERAL FACILITIES

Per HSPD-12 and implementing guidance, all contractor employees working at a federally controlled base, facility or activity under this clause will require a DoD CAC.  When access to a base, facility or activity is required contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy Command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract. 

ACCESS TO DOD IT SYSTEMS

In accordance with SECNAV M-5510.30, contractor employees who require access to DoN or DoD networks are categorized as IT-I, IT-II, or IT-III.  The IT-II level, defined in detail in SECNAV M-5510.30, includes positions which require access to information protected under the Privacy Act, to include Protected Health Information (PHI). Due to the privileged system access, a SSBI suitable for High Risk public trusts positions is required. Individuals who have access to system control, monitoring, or administration functions (e.g. system administrator, database administrator) require training and certification to Information Assurance Technical Level 1, and must be trained and certified on the Operating System or Computing Environment they are required to maintain.  

Access to sensitive IT systems is contingent upon a favorably adjudicated background investigation.  When access to IT systems is required for performance of the contractor employee’s duties, such employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The decision to authorize access to a government IT system/network is inherently governmental.  The contractor supervisor is not authorized to sign the SAAR-N; therefore, the government employee with knowledge of the system/network access required or the COR shall sign the SAAR-N as the “supervisor”. 

The SAAR-N shall be forwarded to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.   

When required to maintain access to required IT systems or networks, the contractor shall ensure that all employees requiring access complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.  

INTERIM ACCESS

The Navy Command's Security Manager may authorize issuance of a DoD CAC and interim access to a DoN or DoD unclassified computer/network upon a favorable review of the investigative questionnaire and advance favorable fingerprint results.  When the results of the investigation are received and a favorable determination is not made, the contractor employee working on the contract under interim access will be denied access to the computer network and this denial will not relieve the contractor of his/her responsibility to perform.   

DENIAL OR TERMINATION OF ACCESS

The potential consequences of any requirement under this clause including denial or termination of physical or system access in no way relieves the contractor from the requirement to execute performance under the contract within the timeframes specified in the contract.  Contractors shall plan ahead in processing their employees and subcontractor employees. The contractor shall insert this clause in all subcontracts when the subcontractor is permitted to have unclassified access to a federally controlled facility, federally-controlled information system/network and/or to government information, meaning information not authorized for public release.

CONTRACTOR’S SECURITY REPRESENTATIVE

The contractor shall designate an employee to serve as the Contractor’s Security Representative. BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO NATIONAL SECURITY POSITIONS OR PERFORMING SENSITIVE DUTIES 

Navy security policy requires that all positions be given a sensitivity value based on level of risk factors to ensure appropriate protective measures are applied.  Navy recognizes contractor employees under this contract as Non-Critical Sensitive [ADP/IT-II] when the contract scope of work require physical access to a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoD computer/network, to perform unclassified sensitive duties. The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.

Regardless of their duties or IT access requirements ALL contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Employees requiring IT access shall also check-in and check-out with the Navy Command’s Information Assurance Manager. 1.  SCOPE:
1.1 Title:  Performance Requirements for the Chemical Cleaning of the Vacuum Sanitary Waste System Piping on US NAVY VESSEL.

1.2 Purpose:  This document provides requirements for the use of acid based chemical cleaning processes to remove scale accumulations from Navy surface shipboard sanitary waste system piping.  This document also provides requirements for use of chemical cleaning processes in navy surface shipboard sanitary waste systems.

1.3 Although most of the material found in the piping should be hard inorganic scale, the contractor shall be prepared to also clean foreign objects (i.e. grease, etc.) if they appear in the piping or any other component of the sanitary waste system effected by the chemical cleaning.  The chemicals used in the cleaning shall not cause any significant detrimental effects to the sanitary waste system piping or any other sanitary waste system components when used within the constraints established in this document and shall comply with the corrosion requirements of 1.4.

1.4 The following information outlines the acceptable limits of the corrosion rate of the cleaning chemical on 90-10 copper-nickel (CuNi), 70-30 CuNi, 90-10 CuNi welded with 70-30 CuNi and bronze.  The 90-10 and 70-30 CuNi used to generate the corrosion data shall be as per 2.a, the welded 90-10 CuNi shall be as per 2.b and bronze shall be as per 2.c.  The corrosion data shall be generated by exposure of the 90-10 CuNi, 70-30 CuNi, welded 90-10 CuNi, and bronze to an agitated solution of the cleaning chemical for a total period of at least seventy-two (72) hours.  The pH of the solution shall be the pH intended for use during the chemical cleaning.  The corrosion data shall be obtained and reported every twenty-four hours of exposure.  The corrosion analysis shall be performed by an independent laboratory.  The corrosion studies shall be performed as per 2.d with the variations indicated herein.  Permissible limits on the corrosion rates reported by the contractor shall be the following:

Corrosion rates reported by the contractor shall be within these limits.  Cleaning chemical within these limits can be expected to be safe for use in cleaning sanitary waste system components within the guidelines set forth in this document.

Time and location for submission of the daily report shall be agreed upon between the contractor and the Surveillance Officer and between the contractor and ship’s CHENG or his designated representative prior to the start of the chemical cleaning.

1.9 Ultrasonic thickness (UT) readings shall be taken at various points on the top and bottom of the sanitary waste system main lines prior to cleaning, mid-way through the chemical cleaning, and at the end of the chemical cleaning.  UT readings shall be taken on the sanitary waste system main lines within six (6) inches of welds, when possible, or approximately every thirty (30) feet.  The before and after readings should be compared to cleaning chemical contact time to determine if any correlation exists.  All readings shall be provided to the Surveillance Officer upon completion of each zone.

1.10 The contractor shall have borescoping equipment capable of inspecting sanitary waste piping at least ten (10) feet beyond the borescope entry point.

1.11 The contractor shall keep at their chemical pumping stations a copy of the Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) for all chemicals that will be used in the chemical cleaning.

1.12 The contractor shall strategically place each tank where it will not interfere with other possible work 

1.13 When using a tank for containing hazardous substances or waste, the contractor shall place the tank in a secondary containment to prevent spills to the environment.  (Required by NAVSHIPREPFACINST 5090.1, Chapter 2, paragraph 2-2 b. (8)(e)4.) (See website, http://www.newpig.com/en_US/main.jhtml?catId=2LHB1COLLAPSIBLECONTAINMENT&page=browse/capture.jhtml for a sample secondary containment).

1.14 Tank pump out  will be arranged with CFAS NAVFAC FE Environmental Dept, for hazardous substances or wastes  in accordance with  reference 2k. . 

1.15 All services performed shall comply with the requirements outlined in the references listed in paragraph 2.

3.  REQUIREMENTS:
3.1 NAVSEA Standard Items

3.1.1 All Reports submitted to the Surveillance Officer and the Ship’s CHENG or his designated representative shall comply with the reporting requirements of section 009-09 of the reference listed at paragraph 2.e. 

3.1.2 REMOVED

3.1.4 Interferences that need to be removed to accomplish the work required by this PWS shall be removed and reinstalled as per the requirements of section 009-23 of the reference listed at paragraph 2.e.

3.1.5 Isolation, blanking, and tagging of piping and/or equipment, when necessary, shall be accomplished as per the requirements of section 009-24 of the reference listed at paragraph 2.e.

3.1.6 REMOVED

3.2 Personnel

3.2.1 A minimum of three (3) people shall be required to perform chemical cleaning evolutions.  This is to ensure the safety of the personnel performing the cleaning and that of the ship’s crew, visitors, shipyard workers, etc.  The following personnel stationing is required:

3.2.1.1 At least one (1) person shall monitor the effected sanitary space(s).

3.2.1.2 At least one (1) person shall monitor the cleaning chemical reservoir.

3.2.1.3 At least one (1) person (roving watch) shall monitor the sewage piping being cleaned and the space where the chemical pump returns the chemical cleaning agent to the chemical reservoir, as applicable.

3.2.1.4 All personnel involved in the chemical cleaning shall be equipped with multiplex communication equipment.  The communication equipment shall be independent from the shipboard communication equipment.

3.3 Safety & Health Precautions

3.3.1 Accomplish sanitary and hygienic procedures of paragraphs 593-4.1.1 through 593-4.5.5.20 of the reference listed at paragraph 2.f, as required.

3.3.2 Personnel involved in chemical cleaning procedures shall wear long sleeve coveralls, chemical resistant safety goggles, gloves and boots, as required.  Safety shoes shall always be worn.  Disposable rubber boots shall be worn if the person must step on spilled cleaning chemical or neutralizing compound when handling a spill.  When handling a spill (ex:  overhead leak), personnel shall wear a facemask and a rain suit if necessary.

3.3.3 Personnel shall not eat, drink, or smoke during the chemical cleaning.

3.3.4 Personnel shall wash hands, exposed parts of arms, and face thoroughly with soap and water or full strength surgical detergent after finishing chemical cleaning operations and always before eating, drinking, or smoking.

3.3.5 Any personnel experiencing skin contact with cleaning chemical or neutralizing compound shall flush effected areas with plenty of freshwater.  In the event of eye contact, flush with water for at least fifteen (15) minutes and seek immediate medical attention.  Any other indications in the Emergency and First Aid Procedures section of the chemical Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) shall also be observed.

3.3.6 Neutralizing compound shall be kept in all effected sanitary spaces, nearby the chemical pump that returns the cleaning chemical to the chemical reservoir, if applicable, and by the chemical reservoir in case of cleaning chemical spills.

3.3.7 If cleaning chemical and/or neutralizing compound is spilled, they shall be neutralized, swept up, washed with water, and swept again as appropriate.  The neutralized leakage shall be stored in a covered or sealed container for later disposal as a hazardous waste.  The contractor shall place a tag on the container warning personnel that the contents are a hazardous waste.

3.3.8 The contractor shall ensure that the cleaning work is coordinated through the Surveillance Officer and the ship’s Chief Engineer (CHENG), or his designated representative, or the safety superintendent at the Naval/Industrial Activity to provide adequate protection from chemical hazards.

3.3.9 Warning signs stating “No Welding”, “No Eating, Drinking, or Smoking”, and “No Burning” shall be posted at the chemical reservoir and any compartment where the cleaning chemical or the neutralizing compound are being used.  These signs shall remain posted throughout the chemical cleaning evolution and until all traces of the cleaning chemical and neutralizing compound have been removed by neutralization and flushing with fresh or seawater.

3.3.10 There shall be no welding or grounding of electric welding equipment on the affected sanitary waste system piping during the chemical cleaning.

3.3.11 Non-sparking tools and safety spark-proof lights shall be used if it becomes necessary to work on the piping system before the cleaning chemical is neutralized.  All cleaning chemical shall be drained from the piping before any work is done.

3.3.12 Hoses used in the chemical cleaning shall be inspected for damage and hydrostatically tested at their design pressure before use.  A sticker shall be affixed to each hose stipulating the test date and results.  All hoses used in the cleaning shall be acid resistant.

3.3.13 If chemicals are being openly handled inside the ship, negative ventilation of at least .25 inches water gauge, either via the ship’s ventilation system or temporary ventilation/exhaust ducts discharging to the weather, shall be maintained in the space where the chemicals are being handled.

3.3.14 If part of the sanitary waste system needs to be open or removed, and there is the possibility of sewage spilling on the deck, a container to collect the sewage shall be used.  The collected sewage shall be stored in a closed container for later transfer to the chemical cleaning waste collection tank(s).  The contractor shall place a tag on the container warning personnel of the contents.

3.3.15 The contractor shall comply with all other applicable safety and health precautions recommended by the manufacturer of the chemicals used in the cleaning, those specified in the chemicals’ Material Safety Data Sheets, and in all references.

3.3.16 The contractor shall avoid the spillage of sewage or debris from piping or equipment being inspected or cleaned.  However, if sewage or debris does spill, the effected area shall be immediately cleaned and disinfected.  The collected sewage shall be stored in a closed container for later transfer to the chemical cleaning waste collection tank(s).  The contractor shall place a tag on the container warning personnel of the contents.

3.3.17 Gas freeing of sanitary waste system tanks or piping shall be performed in accordance with the references listed in paragraphs 2.f and 2.g.  Permission to open any sanitary waste system tank or piping shall be obtained from the Surveillance Officer, or if he is unavailable, the ship’s Commanding Officer, CHENG, or his designated representative in accordance with Immediately Dangerous to Life or Health (IDLH) requirements.

3.3.18 Respiratory protective equipment, such as self-contained breathing apparatus or hose mask with blower, shall be worn until sanitary waste tanks or sanitary waste piping located below the highest point of the sanitary waste tank overflow piping have been certified gas free and a gas free certificate issued.

3.4 Areas to be cleaned

3.4.1 The components of the sanitary waste system piping that shall be cleaned are the following:

3.4.1.1 All urinal and water close sanitary waste collection piping.

3.4.1.2 All urinal and water closet headers.

3.4.1.3 All urinal traps and tailpieces (replacement of the traps and tailpieces is also acceptable).

3.4.1.4 Sewage pump suction and discharge piping (overboard and pier connection lines), if required.

3.4.1.5 Sewage pump suction and discharge ports and vent lines, if required.

3.5 Preliminary Requirements:  The contractor shall perform all preliminary requirements as provided below in preparation for the chemical cleaning.

3.5.1 The contractor shall conduct a preliminary ship survey to obtain information necessary for planning of the sewage pipe cleaning task.  Prior to the start of the chemical cleaning, the contractor shall brief the ship’s CHENG or his designated representative on the cleaning procedure, and advise at least one (1) day in advance and in writing what spaces and equipment or systems will need to be accessed, secured, or tagged out, and for how long.  The contractor shall arrange, through the Surveillance Officer, for cooperation of ship’s force where required to secure valves, spaces, or electrical controls.  The contractor shall provide the Surveillance Officer with applicable MSDS for the chemicals that will be used in the chemical cleaning.

3.5.2 The contractor shall install fittings in the appropriate locations to prevent sections of clean urinal piping from coming into contact with cleaning chemical for more than twelve (12) hours.  Fittings shall be installed in different areas as needed and the piping blanked off immediately downstream of the fitting.

3.5.3 While inspecting the sewage piping to be cleaned, the contractor shall ensure that no section of piping will be left connected into the system which cannot be completely neutralized and flushed with clean water after exposure to the cleaning chemical.

3.5.4 The contractor shall secure the affected sanitary space(s) to be cleaned and tag “Secured for Chemical Cleaning.”

3.5.5 The contractor shall establish multiplex communication between the affected sanitary space(s), the cleaning chemical reservoir, the location where the chemical pump returns the chemical cleaning agent to the chemical reservoir (if applicable), and any other location affected by the chemical cleaning.

3.5.6 Every commode and urinal shall be flushed three (3) times prior to gas freeing or chemical cleaning, as applicable.  Saltwater or freshwater can be used for the flushing and the effluent can be discharged to the pier sewage connection by means of the sewage discharge pump(s).  The pump(s) shall be set to AUTO.  If Government-furnished freshwater is used for flushing at any time during chemical cleaning evolutions, a backflow preventer with a cutout valve shall be installed to protect the freshwater supply.

3.5.7 The contractor shall gas free the sewage piping at the point that will be used to return the cleaning chemical reservoir, if applicable.  Gas freeing of this line shall be in accordance with the references listed at paragraphs 2.f and 2.g.

3.5.8 The contractor shall inspect the piping to be cleaned to determine its condition.  Document the condition of the lines and scale accumulation prior to starting the cleaning.  The contractor shall note any obvious areas of piping deterioration, which require repair.

3.5.9 A report of the inspection results shall be provided to the Surveillance Officer and another to the ship’s CHENG or his designated representative prior to starting the chemical cleaning procedure.  The report shall detail all the points inspected, their locations, and conditions found during the inspection.

3.5.10 The contractor shall conduct a static water test of the ship’s sanitary waste system piping, using clean fresh water or strained seawater.  The sanitary waste system piping to be cleaned shall be filled with water from the system’s highest point.  Exposed joints shall be inspected for leakage.  At least thirty (30) minutes shall elapse between filling of the system and inspection of the first joint.  Allowable leakage:  None.

3.5.11 Tag out of sanitary waste system valves shall be accomplished in accordance with section 009-24 of the reference listed at paragraph 2.e.

3.5.12 Lock out/Tag out/Try out of electrical equipment affected by the chemical cleaning shall be accomplished in accordance with section 009-24 of the references listed at paragraphs 2.e and 2.h.

3.6 Leakage Handling

3.6.1 All leaks shall be recorded and reported to the Surveillance Officer and the ship’s CHENG or his designated representative.  

3.6.2 If a minor leak (less than fifteen (15) drops per minute) is discovered during water flushing or during the hydrostatic test, the contractor shall make temporary repairs in accordance with 2.i.  In case of a larger leak (more than fifteen (15) drops per minute), the piping or joint shall be repaired or replaced with a temporary acid resistant spool piece, rubber couplings, and hose clamps before proceeding.  Any spilled liquid shall be stored in a covered or sealed container for later disposal as a hazardous waste.  A tag warning personnel of the contents of the container shall be placed on the container.  All leaking piping shall be permanently repaired or replaced after the cleaning is finished in accordance with the reference listed at paragraph 2.i.

3.6.3 In case of a minor leak during cleaning or neutralization, the contractor shall evacuate the liquid from the piping and then flush with fresh or seawater.  Low-pressure air or vacuum shall be used to completely evacuate any remaining liquid in the piping.  The contractor shall temporarily repair the piping or fitting in accordance with the reference listed at paragraph 2.i, and neutralize (if cleaning chemical is spilled liquid) and store the spilled liquid in a covered or sealed container for later disposal as a hazardous waste.  The contractor shall place a tag warning personnel of the contents of the container.  All leaking piping shall be permanently fixed or replaced after the cleaning is finished in accordance with the reference listed at paragraph 2.i.

3.6.4 In case of a larger leak during cleaning, the contractor shall evacuate the liquid from the piping and then flush with fresh or seawater.  Low-pressure air or vacuum shall be used to completely evacuate any remaining liquid in the piping.  The piping or joint shall be temporarily repaired in accordance with the reference listed at paragraph 2.i or replaced with an acid resistant spool piece, rubber couplings, and hose clamps before proceeding.  Any leakage shall be neutralized and stored in a covered or sealed container for later disposal as a hazardous waste.  All leaking piping shall be permanently fixed or replaced after the cleaning is finished in accordance with the reference listed at paragraph 2.i.  

3.7 Cleaning of Sanitary Waste System

3.7.1 The contractor shall accomplish cleaning of the sanitary waste system piping listed in 3.4.1 using the reference listed at paragraph 2.j for guidance.  The following shall be observed during the chemical cleaning to minimize the risk of corrosion to the sanitary waste system piping and components:

3.7.1.1 During chemical cleaning operations, the contractor shall not use the cleaning chemical at a solution pH lower then the pH at which acceptable corrosion test results in accordance with the corrosion data in 1.4 was generated.  The contractor shall monitor the pH of the cleaning solution at the chemical cleaning tank and record the solution pH on an hourly basis.

3.7.1.2 Sanitary waste system main lines that will be contacted by the cleaning chemical shall be borescoped every four (4) hours to determine if the piping is being corroded.  If the piping is being corroded, the piping will appear shiny at the areas where corrosion is occurring (typically the bottom of the piping).  If the piping appears shiny, the contractor shall stop cleaning through that line.  The contractor shall then contact the Surveillance Officer to obtain authorization to continue the chemical cleaning through the affected line or find an alternate route for completing the chemical cleaning.

3.7.1.3 No individual section of sewage piping shall be exposed to cleaning chemical for a period longer than twelve (12) hours.  If the line still has scale build up after twelve hours of chemical exposure and it is necessary to continue cleaning, the contractor shall borescope the line a minimum of every two (2) hours above the first twelve (12) hours of exposure to the cleaning chemical to determine if continued cleaning is necessary.

3.8 Post-Chemical Cleaning Inspection

3.8.1 The contractor shall inspect the sanitary waste lines (using appropriate borescope equipment capable of showing at least ten (10) feet of piping downstream of the entry point, where applicable) and the sanitary waste system components just cleaned to determine their condition.  Sanitary waste system piping and components shall be considered clean when all foreign objects have been removed from the system and when there are only sporadic scale strips about 1/16-inch thick or less throughout the system.  The inspection shall be accomplished in the presence of the Surveillance Officer and/or the CHENG or his designated representative, as applicable.  It is recommended that the inspection be accomplished immediately after the flushing so the system does not have to be reopened.  Inspection points shall include, in addition to any other specified by the Surveillance Officer or the ship’s CHENG or his designated representative, the following:

3.8.1.1 One cleanout, where installed, in each urinal drain line.

3.8.1.2 Water closet cleanouts, where installed, downstream of the header in each applicable sanitary space.

3.8.1.3 At least one cleanout, where installed, in each line downstream of the intersection of the water closet and urinal drains.

3.8.1.4 All urinal headers and tailpieces.

3.8.1.5 Sewage pump suction line and discharge lines to overboard and to the deck connections, if applicable.

3.8.1.6 At least one cleanout in each sewage main line

3.8.2 A copy of all inspection reports shall be provided to the Surveillance Officer and the ship’s CHENG or his designated representative.  The reports shall detail all the points inspected, their locations, and conditions found during the inspection.

3.9 Post Chemical Cleaning Requirements

3.9.1 Disposal of Chemicals

3.9.1.1 The Contractor shall be responsible for neutralization of the chemicals or chemicals used or generated during the cleaning. 






3.9.1.2 The Government will dispose of all neutralized chemicals and neutralized chemical wastes used and generated during the chemical cleaning.

3.9.2 After completing the chemical cleaning, the contractor shall return the sanitary waste system to its original condition.  All removed water closets, valves, etc. shall be reinstalled.

3.9.3 The contractor shall perform an operational test of all removed fixtures that were operational prior to the chemical cleaning.  The contractor shall correct discrepancies, if any, until the sanitary waste system has been returned to proper operational condition or to its original operating condition.  The contractor shall demonstrate proper operation of the sanitary waste system, or operation similar to the system original condition, to the Surveillance Officer and any other representatives such as ship’s force and request the Surveillance Officer, ship’s CHENG, or his designated representative, to sign off on the system operational check.

3.9.4 A report documenting post-chemical cleaning operational status of all sanitary waste system components shall be provided to the Surveillance Officer and the ship’s CHENG or his designated representative after all zones of a given vessel are completed.

4.  NOTES:
4.1 Chemical cleaning is only to be accomplished pier side.

4.2 Chemicals used in the cleaning shall be of strength and characteristic that shall not cause corrosion or any other damage to the sewage system components.

4.3 The contractor is responsible for providing all equipment and supplies associated with the execution of this Performance Work Statement.
