        QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS
Q1.
What is the manufacture of the ABC, K and D bottles

A1.   Multiple manufacturers such as Amerex, Buckeye, Badger etc.

Q2.
Can Vinyl be used in lieu of metallic decal

A2.  Labels shall meet the requirements of NFPA 10 7.3.6.5 Fire extinguishers that pass the applicable 6-year requirement of 7.3.6 shall have the maintenance information recorded on a durable weatherproof label that is a minimum of 2 in. × 3 1/2 in.  

Q3.
Time turn around required for service.

A3.  Contract stipulates that all services will be completed within 6 months from date contract is awarded.  NRNW F&ES personnel will pick up extinguishers (if service location is within 20 mile limit outlined in contract) within 7 business days of notification of service completion.  The intent will be to drop off the next group of extinguishers when picking up the completed group but if that is not possible then the next grouping will be dropped off as soon as possible. 

Q4.
Is D bottle 20 lb or 30 lb..?  

A4.   D bottles should be 30 lb bottles

Q5.
For major repair on bottle, is there further compensation or is this part of the contract. 

A5.  All repairs will be part of the contract price and no additional funding will be made available.  If an extinguisher is not repairable, then it will be taken out of service and returned to the government.

Q6.
Is there a standard military report form, or are we to use industry standard.?

A6.   Industry standard is acceptable as long as it is in compliance with NFPA 10.
Q7.       We noticed a discrepancy in the Type and Quantity of extinguishers when comparing the Table in the body of the solicitation and the Line Items. Can you please verify the numbers and let us know which is correct. The Discrepancies include the numbers for 5# and 10# Extinguishers. 

A7.  The numbers is the table presented under "1. Description of services" will be the quantities and required services.  If discrepancies exist, please refer back to this table.

Q8.       Can you please verify whether or not the extinguishers could be delivered to our location (within 20 miles) in Quantities of 200 to be serviced or do we need to take them all at one time?

A8.  Extinguishers will be available for service in batches of aprox 200 initially with smaller numbers in the final batches.  If the organization that is awarded the contract is going to be servicing the extinguishers within 20 miles of Keyport WA then all extinguishers for service will be delivered to and picked up from that service location.  If the service location will be beyond that 20 mile distance then pick up and drop off of all extinguishers for service will be the responsibility of the organization awarded the contract.  

Q9.       We would like to get all extinguishers serviced within a 30 day period. Is that possible from the governments end in terms of extinguisher availability and delivery (Scheduled). 

A9.   Extinguishers are currently positioned at multiple locations across the region.  An approximate 60-90 day minimum timeframe will be required to make all extinguishers available for service.
