USS Nimitz (CVN-68) STATEMENT OF WORK (CMC OFFICE)
1. CMC OFFICE/MEETING area 
1.1 WALL VINYL:  approx. 250 sft
Provide all labor and material to remove all the existing wall vinyl and replace with new type II, 20 oz. wall covering.  
The scope of this line item will be as follows:  
a) Remove existing wall vinyl, 
b) Fill all existing holes in bulkhead with the appropriate aluminum wall filler, 
c) Sand entire bulkhead smooth, 
d) Install new Type II, 20 oz. wall vinyl 60” from existing overhead height, 
e) Reinstall all removed interferences as directed by ships force.

Contractor will provide the ships representative approved shipboard wall vinyl samples for their approval. Vinyl material shall be IAW MIL-STD-1623E; Change 1.

1.2 Bulkhead Wainscoting:  approx. 250 sft
Provide all labor and material to prep and install shipboard approved decorative wainscoting laminate 34” from the new deck. The new laminate will have tight vertical seams.  
The scope of this line item will be as follows:  
a) Remove existing laminate, 

b) Fill all existing holes in bulkhead with the appropriate aluminum wall filler, 
c) Sand entire bulkhead smooth, 
d) Install new laminate to the height of 34” above the new deck, 
e) Reinstall all removed interferences as directed by ships force.

Contractor will provide the ships representative approved shipboard decorative laminate samples for their approval. High pressure plastic laminate shall be IAW MIL-P-17171, Type IV.

1.3 Chair Rail and Cove Base:  APPROX. 50 lft ea
Provide all labor and material to remove all existing bulkhead cove base and chair rail.  Install approx. 125 lft of new 4”tall x ¾” wide laminated cove base and 125lft of new 3” tall x ¾” wide laminated chair rail.  The new chair rail and cove base will be secured to the bulkheads using aluminum continuous cleat. The connecting seams should be tight and even. 

The scope of this line item will be as follows:  
a) Remove any and all existing cove base and chair rail, 
b) Install the new chair rail approximately 34” tall, 
c) Install the new cove base along the base of the bulkheads and flush with the new deck surface, 
d) Reinstall all removed interferences as directed by ships force.
Contractor will provide the ships representative approved shipboard decorative laminate samples for their approval. High pressure plastic laminate shall be IAW MIL-P-17171, Type IV.

1.4 Suspended Overhead:  approx. 150 sft
Provide all labor and material to remove the existing suspended overhead tiles and grid system and install a new architectural metal suspended overhead.

The scope of this line item will be as follows: 
a) Remove any and all existing overhead interferences and prep and preserve to like new conditions the interferences (i.e. vent diffusers and return grilles), 
b) Reinstall interferences as required, 
c) Remove the existing grid system and ceiling tiles, 
d) Remove all overhead wire supports and replace with new all thread and beam clamps, 
e) Install overhead support members in areas where there are not any overhead beams to support the new grid system, 
f) Install new 2ft x 2ft insulated architectural/mechanical panels all edges of the 1” thick insulation edges shall be sealed, 
g) Provide and install 4 new 3” diameter directional recessed can lights, 
Contractor will provide the ships representative approved shipboard decorative ceiling tiles, recessed can lights and speaker options for their approval.  The contractor shall also provide a CAD drawing indicating where the lighting and interferences will be installed for the ships approval.  The entire overhead sheathing system shall be IAW NAVSEA No. 804-500994, Type F.

1. 5 small CONFERENCE Table
Provide all labor and material to remove existing conference table and fabricate and install one new table measuring approximately 4’ long x 4’ wide x 30” high.  The table will be fabricated from .125” thick aluminum material and the surfaces of the table and bases shall be covered with wood grain laminate, style and color to be determined by ship’s representative upon advisement from contractor’s interior designer.  Contactor will provide CAD drawings to the ship for approval prior to fabrication or installation.  The new table will suit the new space arrangements and shall sit flush to workstation desk.  The furniture will be fabricated IAW MIL-PRF 32038 and meet the fire requirements of MIL-STD-1623E.

1.6 OFFICE Furniture 

Provide all labor and material to remove existing furniture and fabricate and install new furniture in the CMC’s Office.  The new furniture will be comprised of the following items: 
a) 4 each; aluminum frame chairs with upholstered seats and back pads, 
b) 2 each; fabricate new 4 seat sofas, 

c) 2 each; end tables to match the new furnishings, 

d) 1 each; 55in Smart HD TV, 
e) 1 each; executive office chair.
The contractor shall provide the ship with a CAD drawing showing furniture styles and space arrangement for their approval prior to fabrication or installation.

Contractor will provide the ships representative approved shipboard decorative laminate and fabric samples for their approval. The furniture will be fabricated IAW MIL-PRF 32038 and meet the fire requirements of MIL-STD-1623E. High pressure plastic laminate shall be IAW MIL-P-17171, Type IV.

1.7 Office Workstation area 

Provide all labor and material to remove existing workstation area and fabricate and install one (1) new L-shaped desk and one (1) book case assembly. 
The scope of each item in the workstation area will be as follows: 

a) Provide all labor and material to remove existing workstation and fabricate and install L-shaped desk that will be approximately 66” long by 30” wide with a 60” long by 22” wide return. The desk components will include one full height modesty panel/end panel, pencil drawer, one file cabinet and a CPU cabinet to accommodate two CPU’s. The CPU cabinet will have two pocket style doors, the file cabinet and pencil drawer will have a brass positive push button positive catch, and the pencil drawer will have a lock. The exterior finish will be high pressure plastic laminate and shall be in accordance with MIL-P-17171, Type I. The CPU cabinet will be finished with laminate inside and out. The file cabinet will have a laminate exterior and powder coat finished drawer interiors. 
b) Provide all labor and material to fabricate and install one (1) book case assembly to go on the port bulkhead above the new desk return. The book shelf will be approximately 28” tall by 42” wide by 14” deep.  The unit will be finished with high pressure plastic laminate, IAW MIL-P-17171, Type I, inside and out.  Each cabinet will have one adjustable shelf.  The bottom of the bookshelf will have a valance to conceal a work light. 
All office furniture fabrication will be of the overlay door and drawer style.  No continuous hinge exposure is desired.  The contractor will provided the ship with detailed CAD drawings of the new office workstation configuration as well as the furniture details for the ships approval prior to fabrication.

All materials are required to meet the fire performance requirements of MIL-STD-1623.

1.8 WARDROBE CABINETS
Provide all labor and material to remove existing wardrobe cabinets, fabricate and install new wardrobe cabinets similar to the existing cabinets.  Cabinets shall meet the requirements of MIL-PRF-32038 for shipboard furniture.  The contractor shall provide the ship with a CAD drawing showing furniture styles and space arrangement for their approval prior to fabrication or installation.  Contractor will provide the ships representative approved shipboard decorative laminate samples for their approval.  High pressure plastic laminate shall be IAW MIL-P-17171, Type IV.

1.9 OUTER WORKSTATION AREA

Provide all labor and material to remove existing workstation area and fabricate and install one (1) new workstation in outer area of the CMC office similar to the existing design. Current design is approx.:
a) L-shaped work desk; 71”long x 36” long x 30”wide x 30”tall with 2 drawers and 1 file drawer; with 1 each box/box/file overhead cabinet, approx. 38”long x 28”high x 28”deep; and 1 overhead binder/book enclosed cabinet approx. 42” long x 17”tall x 28”deep. 

The contractor shall provide the ship with a CAD drawing showing furniture styles and space arrangement for their approval prior to fabrication or installation.  Contractor will provide the ships representative approved shipboard decorative laminate samples for their approval.  High pressure plastic laminate shall be IAW MIL-P-17171, Type IV.

1.10 NOTES
i. Drawing for the interior of all spaces as well as all the furniture will be provided to the ship for approval prior to fabrication.  All of the furniture fabrications will be from aluminum extrusions and sheeting.  Final colors will be selected by a ships representative.  Samples of all finishes will be provided.

ii. Contractor is to provide Plan of Action and Milestones (POA&M) and schedule work with ship’s representative.  Naval Sea Systems Command (NAVSEA) standard items are applicable where required.

iii. Contractor shall comply with requirements of NAVSEA TS9090-310F and have a NAVSEA approved quality assurance manual.  Furniture shall be fabricated primarily from aluminum, in accordance with MIL-PRF-32038.  All material shall meet the fire performance requirements of MIL-STD-1623.  All high pressure plastic laminates will be Type IV where applied to bulkhead sheathing and Type I where applied to furnishings in accordance with MIL-P-17171.  Contractor is responsible for their own measurements.
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
